From the New York norald, 11th.
It Is generally conceded that tho coming

October elections in Pehtisylvania, Ohio, In-

diana, and low will virtually determine
the result of the Presidential election. The
hope of the Democratic party is in a move,
mentofthe Western and Middle States for
a change in the policy of the government
extensive enough to sweep away all past
republican majorities and tnrn the great
States over to the Democrats by overwhelm-
ing votes.

Interesting-- Statement of the
Hon. E. H. Kill.

Tho non. B. IT. Hill, of G'orgla, who is
now In New York, has addrrsed Ihe fol ow-

ing letter to the Tribune of that city, and
which is published in that j onrn-t- l of yester-
day.

To the Editorof the Tribune: Sir: I have
read all you have said In the Tribune on the
subject of the collissiou at Camilla, In the
State of Georgia. I beg permission to make
a statement which will present the whole
slTiir in its true light to you and thu North,
ern people.

Eirlyintho cunvass tho whites of that
(nine.tenths of whom aro Democrats) re-

ceived p'mtivc information that the ncgrojs
were being eucouraged to arm themselves
nnd hold h'ghtly drills in military style.
They were told that tho obje.--t of the Demo-

cratic party w as to tin in, und
that they mint resist its success by force,
and especially all negroes) who should vote
the Dcmocrotic ticket. Very moil this
cuiiurd, which originated In the League,
was openly proclaimed. White and colored
speakers at puhlic, meetings advised the
negroes to get ready to fight, an I were re-

minded that they could use the torches for
dwellings as well as the guns and axes
against people. A painful rumor obtained
currency that the actum Governor (Bullock)
was in sympathy with, if not actually aiding
this movement.
