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An effort Las been made to --have

the Va., Legislature, establish the
office of "general administrator" for

each County. It has been usual to

turn over to the Sheriffs, those estates
which have no special administrator,
but the work cannot be done by the
Sheriff. Certainly it is not done by

them. The office would entail no ex-

pense upon the public, and is very
badly needed. Why there should
be any doubt abbut its being passed
by both Houses, is one of those many
things which are only fully explained,
by bearing in mind the peculiar and
wholly anomalous charcter of the
present Legislature, which with a few

exceptions, presents one more case
where a general administrator should
render himself eminently useful.

So

wholly unprepared were the mem-

bers of Dr Hustons' Church for this

paralizing and amazing intelligence

that if, when assembled at Trinity
for worship, they had been sudden
ly startled by the discovery of a mon

ster Aneonda in their midst, the
effect would not have been more
appalling.

We clip the following from the
Baltimore American:

The aDoarent effort making by cer
tain parties shield the Rev. I. D.
Huston, late pastor of Trinity Metho-
dist Episcopal church South, from the
charge 01 seducing several emiurtn
connected with the iSabbath-scho- ol of
St. Paul's church of the same denom
ination, has induced us to thoroughly
investigate the matter. The result of
this investigation has satisfied us that
a more base and black-hearte- d villiau
never disgraced any walk of life than
the liev. Li. D. Huston has shown him
self to be, and that the poor children
who have been the victims of his lust
are deserving and should receive the
sympathy of the entire community.
Those who would blast the character
of these children to shield the libidi
nous wretch from punishment are as-

suming a fearful responsibility before
God and their fellow-me- n, and are
crushing the beaits of parents and
friends who have already sumeient to
bear without adding to their.burden of
misery.

It is not surprising that there were
Eoma inaccuracies in tue ursi puuiiu
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ed accounts of this sorrowful seduc-
tion. The exceeding delicacy of the
subject, as well as the sympathy that
was felt for the innocent one on whom
these disgraceful revelations ,fell with
crushing weight, prevented any "ex-
tended inquiry into the rumors which
were afloat. Now that the story, has
become public property it is best that
the whole truth should be known.

The girl whoso young life has been
blighted by the touch of the sedueer,
as the tender rosebud by the early
frost, was a pupil of the Western Fe-
male High School, the daughter of a
lady well known to many . of the peo-
ple of Baltimore as a lady of culture
and refinement. She was a fair schol-
ar, stood well in her classes, and up to
the day ofthe melancholy discovery
there never was anything in her con-
duct that excited the least suspicion
on the part of her companions or her
teachers. A pretty face and a well-round- ed

form are precious gifts, but
sometimes they expose the possessor
to perils from which those less favored
areexempt. The "evil eye" had gazed
on this" budding beauty, but the charm
of modesty and at least the emblem of
innocence still remained.

There is no tiuth in the story which
has been published to the effect that
suspicion was first aroused by the
finding of an improper note in her
desk. Two weeks since one of the as-

sistant teacher's at the High School
told the principal that a rumor had
come to her ears seriously affecting the
reputation of this unhappy girl. The
principal was much perplexed as to
what course he should pursue. He
was desirous of avoiding the scandal
which any investigation would cre-
ate, and yet he thought that the girl
ought not to remain in the school if
the rumor was true. On the following
day a note was placed in the hands of
the principal by a young man to wnom
it had been addressed. There was
nothing particularly improper in the
language used in the note, but there
seemed to be an undercurrent of
innuendo that was suspicious. The
name of the young man is not known,
except to the party to whom he deliv-
ered the ed missive. The
principal determined to show the note
to the girl's mother, and to ask her to
withdraw her daughter from the
school quietly, so as to prevent the
necessity of any action on his part.
When the daughter was brought be-

fore her mother to explain the lan-
guage ofthe note she had written, she
made the confession which has driven
the Rev. Dr. Huston in disgrrce from
his church and from his adopted city.
Up to this time there had been no
mention of his name the inquiry
started at the high school, bad no
relation to him and until the poor girl
told her sorrowful story to her mother,
there had not been a suggestion that
implicated him in the least.

A MYTERIOUS REQUEST.

The day after the mother had been
made acquainted w ith the daughter's
dishonor, a note fell into her hands
which was not directed to her. It con-
tained a request for the daughter to
meet the writer on the corner of Lex-
ington and Carey streets, at a certain
hour in the evening. It was dated at
No. German street, and the daughter
denied all knowt-ldg- e of the party
whose name was signed to it. It is
quite probable that this note was a
blind, and thut the name sigued to it
was fictitious. The reverend seducer
may have heard a whisper of impend-
ing danger, and invented this ruse in
order to obtain an interview.

Overpowered with grief, and per-
plexed by this mysterious letter, the
mother naturally sought advice from
her pastor, the Rev. William Munsey,
and ironi the" disclosures made to him
the iuvestigation sprung which has
given publicity to the whole anair, and
excited a storm of indignation which
the Rev. Dr. Huston did not dare to
face.

AN INTERVIEW WITH THE MOTHER.-W- o

vmtprdav had a nrolonired i liter
view with the mother of that one" of
the children whose name has been
most prominently connected with this
terrible affair. We found her over-
whelmed with grief, and w hile relat-
ing the story of her child's terrible
wrong was at times ecarely able to ar
ticulate.

It nnnenra that about fonrvears since
she attached herself to Dr. Huston's
church, and at his request sent her two
daughters to the Sabbat Very
unnn nfir tht. the Dr. either conceiv
ed or pretended to conceive a great lik
ing Tor the younger oi tne two. anu
urged the mother to allow him, as the
fMM n-n-a fntlurlfa to nerform a fath
er's duty toward her and aid in her in
struction and moral and religious train-
ing Frnm (hat. Jimfl durilie the four
years that have since transpired scarce
ly a day has elapsed tnat tne cnim oiu
not spend some time in his company,
and on some days he would call at her
house four or five times, nominally as
he said to kiss ner sick sister, oui real-
ly to fasten his meshes more secure
around his fatherless victim. The
mother at the same time feeling all the
devotion and attachment to her pastor
which were so universal in Dr. Hus-rv-i'

vMKrrporoMo'n. thonp-h- t her daugh
ter always safe when she was with him,
and returned thanks to God that such
a shield had been vouchsafed for her
protectection. As time moved on, and
her child approached womanhood, tne
attentions of the Doctor became more
constant and prolonged, he frequently
calling for her to walk with him, or to
go to certain places, always witn tne
cant of hypocrisy on his lips and lust
burning in his heart. She appeared to
care for the company of no one else, and
showed an attachment and affection for
him such as is sometime deyeiopeu oy a
child for a father. -

The
mother, with no resources but her own
industr't lias dsvotcd herself to the
moral a"ud religious training and edu-

cation ef these children . Nothing has
been spared to render theta capable of
maintaining themselves, her object
being to fit them for school-teacher- s.

The tldt sou, a few years since, be-

came afflicted, and is now a -- cripple.
The whole hopes of the mother, thus
became eentej-e- d upon, the younger
daughter, and she was strong in the
hope that she would soon be able to se-

cure her an appointment as a teacher
In An. ff I liA iH,MtlA At'thfi
present tloie her age i just sixteen

vears. and a more timid, modest, kind-
ly young creature could scarcely be
found than she was. She bore the
same characteristics, to all outward
appearance, up to the time of tb re-

cent disclosures, and is now bowed
down and almost broken hearted.

THE TERRIBLE REALITY. -

Still the mother rested in happy se-

curity, and it was not until a few
weeks since that the terrible reality
came to her knowledge, which in de-

tail exhibits such systematic villainy
that it seems almost incredible.. It
was his constant habit to kiss all the
young girls, and during theJlrst two
years he contented himself with kiss-
ing and hugging this one of his vic-

tims, but two years ago he took her
out with him, nominally for the pur-
pose of a walk, but really to an assigna-

tion-house on Caroline street, kept
by a colored woman whom he had
brought here from Virginia, where he
accomplished her ruin. Subsequently
he often took her to this house, and
taught her, in her childish innocence,
that there was nothing wrong in it, at
the same time frequently making her
swear, with her hand upon the Bible,
that she would not divulge the matter
to her mother or any living soul. On
some-occasion- s he took her to a house
on Penn stre.'t, and at others to a house
on Josephine street, and the members
of his church will remember that du-

ring the camp-meetin- g last fall he re-

turned to the city for one day, as he
said, to baptize a sick infant, but in re-

ality to satisfy his wicked lust. Early
in the morning of the day he spent in
the city he called at tbe'house of his
victim, and asked her mother to allow
her daughter to spend the day with
him at his house, as it would be a
holiday for her; having left his fami-
ly at camn.it would be so lonesome
for him, and he would assist her in her
studies after he bad finished the ser-
mon he had come home to prepare,
The deluded mother consented, and
now the daughter confesses that it was
nothing more nor less than an assigna-
tion for the most unholy of purposes,
under his own roof. He returned next
day to the camp-groun- d, and took part
in the exercises of preaching and ex-

horting up to the eloso of meeting.
.

AN APPEAL FOR SYMPATHT.
In asking in behalf of this afflicted

family the sympathy of our citizens,
and for the unfortunate child the heart-
felt sorrow of fathers, mothers, sisters
and brothers, we would beg to remind
them that she is now scarcely sixteen
years of age. Let them look around
among tlieir own children of this ten-
der age, or among the children of theif
friends or acquantances, and imagine
what would have been their fate if
thus.en tangled in sin by the pastor of
their churches from the age of twelve
years. And let us ask if auy parents
would not have gladly encouraged
such an attachment as had here
sprung up between their child and a
beloved paster, who hai won the
hearts of the old and young of his con-
gregation? She has been dreadfully
si n Led against bv a monster who had
deceived the fathers and mothers of
ItrucI, aud the man or woman who
attempts to shield the monster in
Wackening the character of his victim
or circulating false and malicious ac-

cusations against this mere child, will
deserve the maledictions of every pa
rent iu the land. That the church
has held in its bosom a monster, is
nothing to the detriment of the church.
All were, deceived as to his character,
and this poor, sorrowing child, seeing
that he was regarded as a 6aint, natu-
rally thought herself honored by his
lecherous love, and bound to obey him
in all things.

THE OTHER VICTIMS.
We have intentionally alluded to but

one victim, and the sorrowing mother
and child beg us to mention none oth-
ers, as they would shield his other vic-
tims from the sorrow which has al-

most crushed their hearts. Sufliee it
to say there were other children whom
he held in the same wicked snare, who
visited the houses named with him,
and who were bound by like oaths not
to divulge the secret They fortunate-
ly have not been brought to the public
gaze, but outraged parents would have
taken the life of the villiau if he had
not precipitately left the city.

SEJJTIMENT OF HIS CHURCH.
' The .Rev. Dr. Munsey in his sermon

yesterday at Central church, whilst
not alluding directly to this terrible
affair, left no room in the minds of his
hearers that his whole discourse was
based upon it. It was the children of
St. Paul's church that had been cor-

rupted by this villian, and it was he
who, after listening in Ms protesta-
tions of innocence, with his hand up-
on the Bible, charged home to him his
guilt and ordered Dr. nuston to yield
up his license aud .fly from the wrath
which his conduct had awakened;
Those who listened to him were under
no uncertainty as to his conviction of
the guilt of the accused. His langu-
age was emphatic and strong against
those who play the hypocrite, and use
the livery of Christ to serve the devil,
and minister to their-ow- passions.
Many of his hearers, who knew and
loved the blooming innocents who
had been crushed and corrupted, wept
and refused to be comforted. Truly
may it bo said that this man, who
had been almost worshipped by his
people, has left behind no friend to de-e- nd

him. Nearly every one who had
known him now has some incident to
relate which caused doubts iu . their
minds as to his sincerity and piety,
aud many statements are made as to
his unchaste actions toward young
girls, who instinctively shunned him
on that account.

A lady yesterday asserted that the
Kentucky Conference, which sent him
here with a cleau record, is morally
responsible for the outrages which he
has committed here, as be had been
compelled to leave that Conference on
similar charges, and to escape the
threatened vengeance of those .whose
children he had corrupted. .

' PAST HISTORY.

There seems to be but little known of
Rev. Dr. Huston previous to his com-

ing to Baltimore. He was once an
itinerant Methodist preacher in Virgi-
nia, and afterward the editor of a reli-

gious journal iu Nashville, Tennessee.
The paper whioh he conductei wag

called the Home Circle, and was inten-
ded to teach religion and. virtue and
purity at the fireside The title Home
Circle was singularly inconsistent
with the character and practices of
the editor, if. be was at that time the
corrupter of innocence, the lecherous
manipulator with the' sanctities ' of
childhood."., the unchaste seducer of
young girls, that he '.is now proven to
be

Krom Tennessee he --'.went to Ken-
tucky, and it is said that Jie left that
State under a cloud, although he came
to Baltimore with regular credentials
from Kentucky Conference. He
was a man of fair ability, pleasant ad-

dress and agreeable presence. Men of
tba world would have taken him for a
second Mr. Chadbind, on; account of a
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certain affectation of sanctity and
suavity, that he had but to the pure
minded, unsuspecting people to whom
he stood in the relation of pastor, he
seemed a veritable saint, .ills pulpit
oratory was somewhat peculiar, and
whatever power it had rested in the
softness . or voice. He had a sort of
elocutionary trick of going through a
sentence in an ordinary tone until he
reached the last clause, and then his
voice would drop almost to a whisper,
as If emotion was choking utterance.
There were some persons who thought
that which he exhibited was put on
for the occasion, but the kind-hearte- d

women who had faith in him.wept
whenever his voice became tremolous
with tiflccted tenderness. .

v LOVE FOR CHILDREN. .

Most persons have some respect for
a man who loves children, and it is
probable that the fondness which Dr.
Huston showed for little girls, often
raised him in the esteem of their par-
ent. Little did they dream that it
was a lecherous mania, that was tak-
ing on the semblance of fatherly care;
little did they suspect that the k uses
which he imprarted on ruby lips were
hot with unhallowed lust. -

It has been reported that he was in
the habit of visiting the Western Fe-
male High School. He was there but
three limes, so far as can now be re-

membered. Once he came to ask some
teachers and pupils to assist in an en-

tertainment that was about to he giv-
en for the benefit of his church, and
twice be sought admission on the pre-
tense of seeing some of the girls who
had been his Sunday School scholars.
On one of these occasions he kissed
one of the girls in a way that excited
the indignation of the teacher who
witnessed the act and he was narrow-
ly watched during the rest of his stay,
although at that time there bad been
not a word breathed against his good
name. -

THE GIRL " LUCY."
. When Dr. Huston came toBalti- -

inr Iia riroiMrlifr wifli him A pnlnrpd
girl named "Lucy," who had been his
slave. This girl, auer living in his
family some time, begau housekeeping
for herself, and it seems Dr. Hutou
often engaged her assistance and made
use of her house in conducting his
amours. It is not known that she
kept an assignation house. Her doors,
however, were always open to ber old
master, and, unless falsehood lias
usurped the place of truth, her bed
was the scene of his loves. This gill
is a most important witness, and, if
disposed to tell the truth. Dr. Hus-
ton's case might become more revolt-
ing thau it is.

. ANOTHER VICTIM.
There is now in the city a young

white girl who some six or eight
months since lived in Dr. Huston's
family. She afterwards lived with Mr.
Carville H. Carson, and accompanied
his family-whe- n they removed to Sa-
vannah, Georgia. In a short time she
came back and declared that she had
been seduced by Dr. Huston, and that
she was then pregnant. Dr. Huston
was tried on this charge before a com
mittee of preachers appointed by the
Presiding Elder of his district. The
girl's statement was contradicted iu
some of its minor details by the wit
nesses summoned by the accused, and
the committee did not think the case
fully made out. They therefore de- -

rciined to demand his suspension by
the Presiding Elder, 'lhis trial oc-

curred last November. When, there-
fore, these later developments were
made, those best acquainted with Dr,
Huston were more or less prepared for
them, and were not taken with that
suddenness of su prise experienced by
those who only knew him as an elo
quent preacher.

A History f the Life ! the Ab
sent Dalliuierr Clergyman.
A gentlemen who has been acquain

ted with Dr. H., thirty years writes
tire Lourntr-Jovm- al ofhim as follows:

Before his conversion, he was regar
ded as one of the most talented of Cin-
cinnati's " fast bOys." In 1S39, after
having studied, sometime at Wood-
ward College, he became an itinerant
Methodist preacer in connection with
the Ohio Conference, and was station-
ed by that body on. Summerville cir-

cuit in West Virginia. In 1840 the
same Conference sent him to Point
Pleasant circuit in the same State. In
1841 to Madison circuit in the State of
Ohio. In 1842 he removed to Lexing-
ton, Kentucky; and in 1843 was sta-
tioned by the Kentucky Conference in
Harrodsburg. That Conference sub-
sequently appointed him to the follow-
ing: Richmond. Winchester, Parkers-bur-g,

West Virginia, Shelbyville,
Lexington, Covington and Cincinnati.
In 1854 the General Conference of his
church elected lrina editor of The
Home Circle. This made his removal
to Nashville necessary, but his mem-
bership was continued in the Ken-
tucky Conference. In 1R58 he was re-

elected to the editorship, and was liv-
ing in Nashville when General Buell's
army drove the Con federates out of that
city. He remained South of the Fed-
eral army lines until 1865. Then re-
turning to Kentucky, he was station-
ed in Newport until 1867, when he
was transferred to the Baltimore Con-
ference, and has been stationed in that
city ever since. . '
