We see some parties (new sp p.T Edi-loid- s)

are agitaiu g the qtiesiioo of le--
stor.ng the late County Court system,
and pay of judges, under the specia
pl.--a that 110 good has resulted from
the change. We claim to know from
experience that the chance has been
both beiieli.eiai and an improvement
upon the old plan. First in reducing
the. pay of the presiding justice, from
Sz.inij u 30J or 400 dol.ais as the case
may be, and Secondly, in putting all
the cases of importance out of the
County Courts into the Circuit Courts
There can be 110 question as to the le-

gal calibre ol the two courts, an being
in favor of tht lattei; and t lie econ-
omy is about dollars saved to each
county upon an average.

Again, W'e will soon have to call a
Convention to amend our S;ate Con-
stitution, w hen it may please the peo-
ple "en masse," to change back our
entire County and State system, to
the old one abolished since the war.
We want our taxes collected us former-
ly by the sheriffs. no more of your
Township nfticials Abolish the oflicu
oi County Judge entirely, and give us
a county organization, as before the
war, which shall have power to elect
its "presiding justice." We hear or.c
universal cry from the masses, for a
lessening of their burdens, &c. We
see, we think, the time not far in the
future, when au oppressed people will
rise in their might ami vote men to a
Convention fully instructed to apply
tl e knife to this long string of county
oflieials, and give them a cheaper gov-
ernment, if no better, a worse one we
cannot get.

Let alono we say the County Court
system, and il neeessar.v let the peo-
ple instruct their delegates to let alone
this question, at least until after we
have a Convention.

ti satellites, planets, and suns. It is
this that keeps every particle of mat-
ter in its right place, and 111 its opera-
tions produces a universal fitness of
things and that concord
of melodies which swell the grand
chorus in tne syni nony or incspneres
throughout the illimitable Co.-mo-s.

As gravitation in producing its results
nets alike upon l ol'es unall or great,
upon atoms, and upon stars of greater
and lesser magnitude, in proportion to
quantity and quality, so justice in hu-
man societies or states deals alike with
all classes of persons who come within
the sphere of its ojeration. And so
with distinct and separate sovereign-lie- s,

powers, or kingdoms in their in-

tercourse with each other. The true
law of nations is but a summation ot
the principles f justice.
