There 1s what is eall-
ed n bill up here just about two hun-
dred yards fvem Lhe hotel proper, from
the top of which one gets a view of the
valley covering fifty miles at least,—
[n this valley on a clear duy you ean
vasily distinguish Pearisburg the eapi-
tal seal of this county, cosily situated
at the foot of a mountsin ealled An-
gel's Resi. This is fully twenty-five
miles from here.

Not to be outdone by others we arose
early this morning to see the sun rise,
having ascended Bald Knob to get a
fine view of it.  Well were we repaid
Beneath us at a distarce of five hun-
dred feet lay a seaof elowds, oul of
which the top of some loflty mountain
uppeared here and there.

The
Soutlh can never recover and Lhe
North ean never prosperas long as the
power of the common government up-
holds those who harass and plunder
the section which preduces«the chiel
exports os the country.
