The general rule is that a person
pays interest upon what he owes; bat,
in the case of a hank note, this rule is
reversed. The mnote is adebt due by
the bank; but, instead of paying in-
terest upon it, the bank is suthorized
to loan it a3 money amd take interest
upon the loan. It thus enjoys a priv-
ilege that no one else enjoys. Itdraws
interest upon its own indebtedness,
and this privilege of the national
hanks brings them an annual income
of probably $20 000,000, Their aggre-
gate eirculation is, in round numbers
$322.000,000 T think it may be reas-
onably assumed that $300,000.000 of
these noies are loaned at an average
rateof interesl of at least seven per
cent., Ifso, the annual ioterest they
receive from the loan, not of money,
debtedness is  $21,000,000,
sum is taken out of the annual pro-
duet of the eountry before thal pro-
cduct is ivided between labar and cap-
ital. The general rule is, that the
produet of human industry is ultl-
mately divided between labor and cap-
ital; but when a bank note circulation
1s used the banks fird step in and, hy
virtu- of their special privilege, take
a large slice in the shape of inlerest
upon their own indebledness  In the
case of our national banks thisslice, as
we have seen, amounts to $21,000,000
every year. Now, If there ean be no
sound paper currency but bunk notes,
then there is nothing left for us but to
bear this burden or try to reduce the
amount of the exaction. But 1if the
greenback is as good as the bank note
—and nobody denies that it is—why
should it not be substituted for the
bank note and an end put to the exact-
action?

And, consider, forther, that for every
greenback it has issued the government has
roeeived value, That greenback has paid
for services renderad or material furnighed,
or it has discharged a portion of the infer-
et Loaring public debt.

upon the great body of consumers—
the people.

OBJECTIONS ANSWERED.

I have thus given you, fellow eiti-
zens, some reasens in favor of substi-
tuting greenbacks for bank notes, [
now proceed to consider the only ob-
jection to the sub<tiiution that seems
to have much weight, It ia said that
if greenbacks were to constitute aur
ouly paper currency its valume would
depend upou the action of Congress
and not upon the natural lawsof trade,
and that as Congress is liable to be in-
fluenced by popular feeling on the one
hand, or the arts nnd appitances of
special interests on the othier, the cur-
rency would be subject to inflation or
contraction, as rither influence might
prevail, to a degree that would bie ru-
jnous to business and prosperity

In answer to this objection, and ad
mitting that it is not without foree, I
have to gay, in the first place, thut it is
equaily potent whether ouar paper ¢ui-
rency be greenbacks exclusively or
bank notes exclusivelys for et it he
the one or the olher. Congress wonld
have the power to expand itor con-
tract it at will. For insiance, wege
Congress to repeal the tax on Siate
bank circulation, a multitude of banks
would spring up under State laws and
a great inflation of the currency would
tuke place. On the other hand, should
Congress retain that tax and retire the
greenbacks, as the republican finan-
ciers demand, n frightful econtraction
would result. In brief, if Cougress
should have neither sense or bouesty,
it might, for the time being, ruin the
conntry, but to assume that it would
do go would be to condemn sur form
of gnvernment.
Buat our platform squarely meets
this diffienly. It condemns contrac-
tion on the one hand or “*kiting'’ on
the other. It demands that “‘the
amount of such issues (greenbacks) be
g0 regulated by legislation or arganie |
law as to give the people an assurance |
of stability in volume of eurrency and
consequent stability of value,”” and.
