(AS AMKNOKD) TO SENATE PRE-

AMBLE AND JOINT IIE80LLTION.

Wherens in the estimation of tiie gene-
ral iisKenibly, it Ih (luKirnl)le that such a
gjieedy, just and final settlement of the
public debt should be consummated ns
will bring the payment of the interest
assumed thereon within the ability of
the commonwealth; and whereas this
general assembly, at its Inst session, in
''an net to provide for the consolidation
of the public debt and the payment of
an uniform rate of interest thereupon,"
approved March fourth, eighteen hun-

dred and seventy-eigh- t, did submit to
the creditors of the commonwealth a
proposition, which parties claiming to
represent a large number of said credi-
tors have indicated their unwillingness
to accept; and whemts certain parties
representing the holders of a large por-
tion of the bonds of the commonwealth
have, through the governor, suggested
terms of settlement, which, in their
opinion, would lie acceiitable to a very
large majority, if not the whole of the
holders of Virginia securities, which
terms will not, in the judgment of the
general assembly, bo acceptable to' the
people of the commonwealth, because
of the Impracticability of increasing the
present rate of taxation, nad in view of
the greatly reduced resources of the
state," but the general assembly being
anxious to do all consistent with what
is believed to be the interest of the State
and her creditors to adjust, If possible,
the differences existing between the
propositions made bv the ieneral As-

sembly at its last session, and the seve-
ral propositions now before it relating
to a settlement of the public debt; and
whereas the prospect of such a settle-
ment as will be acceptable to both, the
people of tlio commonwealth and the
holders of the bomN of the state, may
be promoted by a direct Interview be-

tween their respective representatives;

This Is one of
the four fuvorable opportunities for
seeinu Mercury as morning star dur-
ing the year 187U

The January moon fulls on thff Slh,
and she has already passed her con-

junctions with Jupiter and Saturn.
She will be in conjunction w th Mars
on the 19lt and Mercury on the 20th,
the waning eresent and the plaueis
making a picture worth getting up
early to see. The new moon on the
2nd will be in conjunction with Ve-

The Boston Journal of Chemistry

says:
A large number of farmers are una-

ble lo understand bow it is possible lo
better the condition of lands by plow-
ing In clover, rye, buckwheat, etc, In
a green condition. The difficulty Is
In comprehending methods by which
crops that are supposed to draw their
sustenance from the soil in which
they grow can return anything more
to the soil than they took away in
their growth This point is cleared
up when it. is known that all plants
itraw nourishment from the omo-)itrf- i

as well as from (he soil, and this
is one source of gain. While the
leaves are accumulating stores of fer-

tility from the air, Hie roots are busy
searching for It In the soil, and thus
the i wo dlstlm t parts of plants work
together. It H probable that crops ab-

sorb in some way nitrogen from the
atmosphere; at least, it has never been
satisfactorily proved that they do not,
and ' ence from that source one of the
most valuable of the various forms of
plant food may be derived If this
noint is in doubt, it Is certain that the
leaves guther from the atmosphere tho
elements of organic mailer, and or-

ganize thetn so a to form the great
body of ihe plant; and w lien we turn
under the clover h leaves lis organic
matter in ihe anil, and thii is in an
Important sense manure,

IS lit ihe excellent effects of plowing
under clover or other green crops are
d ulonc to elements of fertility ob-

tained from air. The great
roots go to a point lower than

most of the cereals, and hence they
draw supplies of mineral food from
sources inaccefslble to other valuable
pi nuts, and further, it Is to be observ-
ed that these roots nf coarse texture
disintegrate, and loosen the soil, so
thatftlris et in. and in some sense
the woik of the plow is performed by
them. When these roots decay, they
form a considerable portion of organi-
c, or vegetable matter, which combin
