height of the storm,' solaced themselves
by the reflection that their abode 'nt
least were well protected by lightning
rods. Itur, in fact, on the root of one

none of the houses was the system of
roils or the mode of application that
which is most npproved by modern sci
once.

Yet within n nunrtcr f mile of
these holds stands a lighthouse, where
the proper system and method are ex
emplifled, nnd from which they might
n ndily he learned.
