Tlio iln ul object of conquest lias
always been tho furthering oi! pecu-

niary and financial interests. Some-

times the immediate cause has been
apparently, of a different nature, bnt,
followed to tho primal origin, it in al-

ways found hsscd upon financial ben-

efit, to bo derived either by addition-

al giu'n direct, or tlio preservation of
sources of revenue already oxirttin r,

but threatened with interruption or
destruction. Tho desiro for tho

of power is nothing moro t!i:in
tJio greed of gain, and tho securing

of tho ability to levy tribute and in-

crease revenue.

Conquest on tho part of nations is

tho equivalent of iluancial oporations
on tho part of tho individual; merely
a means of increasing revenues and
incomes, by means of which all

and aspirations may bo gratified.
Tho conquost'of tho nations of antiq-

uity were no( hing more nor less than
tho lovying of tributo by forco of
arms upon t he nations they overthrow
Thero was no philanthropy in their
nets. They wero not inspired by any
deuiro to elevate tho race, to improve
tho condition of their fellow-men- .

Thoir objVot was merely to compel n

regular How of money into tho nation-

al treasury, to bo used in the various
ways to which Jill public revenues are
appropriated, toenhanco tho splendor
and riches of tho nation, as well as

contribute to the gratification and ele-

vation of aspiring men, whoso ambi-

tion aimed at great national wealth
and Bplendorns well.as personal ag-

grandizement.
Homo made none of her great con-

quests from a spiritof philanthropy or
any desiro for tho higher development
of tho race, but from purely selfish
and mercenary motives; and so it has

gono on from ago to ago. tho incen-

tive ulways thssamo.
First, tho desiro grew in tho hearts

of autocratic rulers, whoso personal
will could call into action all tho pow-

ers of nations and apply them in any
direction. This inclination naturally
tumod in the way of rapino and com-

pelled submission by forco of all with-

in its reach. This example, having
been early set, was subsequently

by all forms of government
succeeding the original autocracy,
and tho results wero appropriated by
tho nation in the same manner.

Tho ltomr.n conquerors did not say
to their unfortunate victims, "reform
your religion, change your form of

government and your social organi-

zation, improve your status morally,
intellectually, and socially, and wo

will bo satisfied, having thu9 raised
you from degradation to enlighten-
ment" No, tliey merely said, "now
we do not desire to interfere with your
religion, moral or social ideas, or po-

litical tenets; all wo want is revenue,
tributo to add to our riclies. ,'. Live
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jiuit such live as may 1m most agree-

able to you, bo just as ignorant, rav-

age, brutal, immoral ft you please.
Rome will not interfere; all we require
is that you pay us tribut and to se-

cure that wo will station garrisons
among you, officers to collect tho trib-

ute wo demand, and you must pay
their expenses in addition to the tax,
which we will enjoy in Home after our
own fancy."

Later on, when nations became
commercial and ideas of nwnrn and
taunt, more clearly deilned, private en-

terprises of subjects of various powers
developed into vast pecuniary inter-

ests which were of iromenso impor-

tance to the various nations to which
their originators were subject. To
protect those commercial interests, or
rather to maintain them in the man-

ner in which they existed, nations be-

came involved in war, which often re-

sulted in the entire subjugation of one
by another.

England's conquest of India grew
out of tho commercial operations of

the oast India company, and history

gives other instances which the reader
will readily recall, tho result of all be-

ing merely the money revenuo secur-

ed by tho victor, no other reason or
result being apparent

Now, if the same result can be

brought aliout by any other moans
than armed force, is it not practically
us much invasion and conquest as

though tho victor won amid clash of

arms and roar of cannon upon the
field of battle ? Is tho victory any less

complete because unstained by blood

or unheralded by the pomp and cir
cumstance of war.

If this bo true then Americans to-

day are living witnessus to one of the
most gigantic invasions and grandest
conquests the history of the world re
cords. To-da- y tho invasion of Amer-

ica is an accomplished fact, and the
conquest has proceeded far on tho
road to complete success.

Tho enemy has landed silently up-

on our shores, not only unopposed

but received with hearty welcome.

They come, not in panoply of steel and
the pomp and circumstance of glori-

ous war, with waving banner and
trumpets' .blare, but in tho peaceful
guise of commerce, as the friends of
progress, the votaries of peaco. Sur-

reptitious legislation has proved tho
Trojan horse which has introduced
tho conquering cohorts within our
walls, and, liko fated Priam, we aro
undone. Stealthily, secrotly, but suro-l-y

the work is being dono. Tho mon-

Their lands are passing into the liandu
