no trade, business or profession on

which a man can enter without having
more or less business to transact,- and

on theso transactions, bo they many

or fow, depends success or failure
Tho farmer, as a rulo, does not

make a very largo number of business
transactions, but they are usually

vety important to him and gonorally
involve a considerable sum of money.

If those transactions aro always
basod uvx)n sound businoss principles
and aro wisely made, the farmer s

success is assured. We boliovo that
overy farmer should koep a system

atic record of all his incomo and ex
ponses. If this is properly done it

will enable him todqcido without
question what kind of crops , or am
mals pay tho best, and knowing that
ho can dovoto his special attention to

them.
. It is usually tho caso that thoro is

too much guessing at results, that too

much is trustod to luck and chancq.
Farming is a business and ' should bo

considored as such, and bocauso some

mon succeed without a practical edu-

cation, proves nothing; it simply

shows that they had the energy and

natural tact to succeed in spite of their

lack of this knowledge.. 'Had they

received a rood business education

thoy might havo boon merchant
princes.

from a practical oducation. It not

only enables him tomato his way in

tho world easier and more siurely bufc

it teaches him it gives
)im pride of character, it enables him

and economy, it sets him to thinking
along a thousand lines that will open
