in o position to commence business up
to this date, Time which wunits for
no man is hastening, and it will soon bo
too lato for tho Bxshange to do nny-
thing with the eropof thix year. Our
mombers seom to prefer the payment
of involuntary tributoto the shystors
who now eontrol the markets, rather
than voluntarily contribute sn insig-
pificunt amount to n mensure of relief
of their own ereation and under the
management of their own representa-
tives: nnd all beetuso of o groundloss
suspicion that “there is o nigger in the
woodpile somewhere,”” thongh they
are not able to say just whore ho is
One of the most essentinl elemonts of
that eduention which it s the prov-
inow of tho Allinnes to oncourage, is
the necessity of groator eonfidence in
oach other, nud less suspicion of the
motives of men whose interests are
identical. This is absolutoly essential
{o sucovss in any undortaking, and
if thus result cannot be attained thoo
will the Allianco fail in its purpose
nod jts membors finally sink to a con-
dition of wltimate servitnde without
hopo of relief. Aro the objects in
viow worthy of the effort and the sac-
rifioss necessary to insare suocess, and
will our members unite in the sup-
portof their own measures for the
hotterment of their condition?

Give Us & Dattor Law.

The lllowing from the Southern
Mervury i rolstion o & better elec-
tion luw in Texas may bo quoted as
equally applicable to Kansus:

“Reforms in the eleetion  laws aro
becoming popular o many of the
utates, and the idea of reform will
moon become genoral throughout the
oountry. Those stutes which have
onnoted Inws on the sabjoct lnve em-
bodied the lending features of the
Auwitralinn Inw.  The leading fontures
of this Inw look 1o an absolute secret
ballot. In order to secure this the
stute or connty issucs all the tickets ut
the public exponse, which are all uni-
form in size nod printed on  but one
kind of paper.  Thesoe tickets contain
the names of all the eanddates on
both sides, with provision for placing
the numes of independent oandidntes
upon the tickets upon the written re-
quest of any number of citizens.
Thoss tickets are kopt at the polls in
the custody of the judges of election,
and no one bat the judyes are per-
mifted to give them ont. When the
vober gots Lo the polls he i given n
tioket, nod is requined to bo entirely
nlone when he prepnres his tioket  lor
voting. After voling he is required
tolenye the placoof vobing st onee.
Nosno is nllowed to remain st the
place of voting nfter depositing his
ballot.  The tickot peddler is not
fonnd at the polls beennse  ho in not
illowed to handlo tickots, These Jnws
contnin other provivions not herein
stated bnt the foregoing nre loading
foutures, These laws have been tried
for many years in Australis and Can-
nds, and have proven very efficientin
seenring fair oloctions. In view of
the faot that, money has becomo &
prime factor in the matter of controll-
ing the eleghions in the United States,
some such laws seem to be  hperss
tively demanded, Onoof the great
dnugors which now menace the liber-
ties of the peoplo is the improper use
of concentratod woalth, in the matter
ot sontrolling aleotions. This evil if nl-
Jowod to gonnrestrninod will inerease
your by year, until it might become
so powerful that it would disfranchise
one-half of the votors of the country
undor some law imposing o property
yualification s n condition to the
right to vote, Whilo Texas hos not
as yet been brought completely under
the inflacuce of the money rulens
other stotes, stillthe danger is just
ahond of us.  In viewof this fact it
would be wise for her people to look
for reforms in tho matter of holding

oloctions through more effective laws,

“All male mombers shall sabsoribe
at lenst one dollar to the Sub-Allinnee
or individual stock to ensble them to
cojoy all the bonefits of the exchange,
providoed that no Allinnee or individ-
ual shall own more than fitty shores
Dfmk-“
