When he was caught his captors tied
his feet together with a rope, and when
he was brought to the jail the rope was
cut, and he was run into jail with the
vope fustened toone leg. Kephart took
it off and secreted it about his person.
Afier hie was in his cell the Bheriff took
away a strap that was around his wrists,
