Faial Rencounire,

Death of F. X. Jiubwry.—It becomes our
painful duty this weck, to record a fual
rencountre that took place in this city be-
tween Mr. F. X, Aubry and Msjor R. H.
Weightman, which resulted in the death
of the former. The facts, within our
knowledze, we obtain from the witnesses
1o the transaction as they related themn, un-
der oath, before his Honor Judze Daven-
port, who sat as the commniting magistrate,

Mr. Aubry retarpned from California to
this city; last Friday, the 18th inst,, about
2 o'clock in the alternoon, aud stopped at
the store of Messis. Mercore. At the
time Major Weightman was sitting at the
South east corner of the Plaza, sud seeing
Mr. Aubry ride up, remagked, that Aubry
had come, and he must goand see him, and
aceordingly went down to the store. Bir
Aubry, at the time Weightman e ntered the
store, was in the act of drinking: they shook
hands in o [riendly manner, and the former
asked the latter to drink with him, which
he declined to do, and took a sea: upon the
connter. A oeneral conversation then took
place between them about the journey of
Mr. Aubry from California, which lasted a
minute or two, when Aubry began to talk
about the newspaper called El Aamigo del
Pais, which Weightinan had formerly edited
i Alburguerque.

He asked Weightman what had become
of his paper, who replied that @t had died
for want of subscribers. Aubry then said
that any such lying paper ought to die.—
Weightman asked him what he alluded to,
when Aubry replied and said: “Last fall
you asked me for information about my
trip, which I guve you, and you after-
wards abused me.” Weightinan replied
that it was not so, whereupon Aubry
brought his fist down upon the counter with
considerable force, and repeated, =1 say it
is s0.” Weightmanthen got off’ the coun-
ter, and took in his right hand a tumbler,
nbout one-third full of liquor and water
which was standing by him, and pitched
the contents into the face of My, Aubwy, he
(Weightman) then put the tumbler back on
the counter, stepped back a pace oi two and
placed his hand upon his belt. When Au-
bry received the contents of the glass inhis
iace, he immediately drew a fve shooter
from his left side, and as he brought it up
in front of him, one barrel prematurely dis-
charged (supposed he was cocking it) be-
fore it wason a level with Weightman's
person, and the bullit wentoff in the ceil-
ing. =
When Weightman saw Aubry draw his
pistol, he drew a bowie knife, he wore in
hisbelt. They clinched; and before Aubry
had time to bring his pistol down and firea
second time, Weightman stabbed him in
the abdomen. Near the same time that
the parties came together, two of the by-
standers seized hold of them, but it was too
late to prevent the mischief, it had already
been done.

Aubry was caught in the armsof a

fricll and died in about ten minutes. Dr.
De Leon, Surgeon U. S. A,, was called in
but no skill could save him.
Major Weightman went to his quarters,
and when the Marshall came to arrest him
he delivered himself voluntarily into custo-
dy. The case was héard the next day be-
fore Judge Davenport, and ke was bound
over to answer in the sum of two thousand
dollars. :

We, Squatters;upon the Delaware
cession of public lands in Kansas
Territory, in general -convention” assem-
bled, wishing to give a just exposition' of
our views in relation to our settlementupon
these lands, and to place facts pertaining to
our present position, fairly before the coun-
try, and before the General Administration.
Therefore,

Resolved, That we have not met to ar-

interest of our fellow citizens, the rights of
the Indians, or the authority of the Gener-
al Government, but simply to seek the
same privileges and protection which the
policy of the conntry has accorded to the
pioncer during the last guarter of a century.

Resolped. ‘That we entered upon and im-
proved our present claims in good failh, in
the honest belief that they were or would
be secured by pre-emption. )

Resolved, That a just and wise pdlicy
upon the part of Government, demands a
modification of the Delaware treaty, and the
immediate extension of the pre-cmption law
over this district of the Territory. That
the best interests of the Indians would be
subserved by such a meodification, giving
them an equitable price per acre for the
unconditional and final transfer of the land
to the Unpited States.

Resolved, That while we disclaim all in-
tention of prejudicing the interests of the
Delasvares, and pledge ourselves to use our
best endeavors o guard them, we cannot
but represent that we as a Lody of Pioneers
have just claims to the favorable considera-
ot the country.

Resolved, That in view of the invariable
and wise policy ol the government, and the
kuown views of the present administration
in relation to the speedy settlement ofthese
Territories, we may cheerfully confide
our case to the consideration of Congress
and the Executive, in the full assurance
that justice will be done us. )

Resolved, That the chainman of this
meeting appoint & comunittee of five to pre-
pare a memorial to the President of the
United States, setting forth the aforesaid
facts and soliciting such a modification of
tire Delaware treaty as shall afford us with-
out doult or obstruction the benefits of the
Law of the 22nd July 1854 extending the
henefits of the pre-emption act of 1811 to
Kansas and Nebraska Territories.

Resofved, That the proscedings of this
meecting properly authenticated be  respect-
fully forwarded to the President of the U.
S., and to the Hon. D. R. Atchison Pres-
ident of the Senate, and to the speaker of
the House of Representatives.

Resolved, That Editors of newspapers
throuzhout the country will confer a favor
by publishing these proceedings, aud are
mnost respectiully requested to lay them be-
fore their readers.

The followine resolutions were offered
by Jeremiah Clark, and unanimously adop-
ted.

Resolved, That we have contipued and
unshaken confidence in the wisdom and
integrity of the present administration,
the avowed advocate and champion of
“popular sovereignty in the Territories.”

Resolved, That we commit the protection
of our interests to the Hon, David R. Atch-
ison whose distinguished abilities and posi-
tion familiarity with Indian affairs and
sympathy with the pioneer indicate him as
our appropriate advocate.

Resolaed, Thatwe fully endorse and
will vindicate the prineiples of the Nebras-
ka Kansas Bill.

Resolyed, That we concur in and ap-
prove of, and will defend and support the
iaws and regulations as passed at Salt
creek on the 10th of June, andat Stock-
bridge on the Sth of July, 1854, uniil al-
tered or annulled by the setilers of this Ter-
ritory.

The following gentlemen were appointed
a committee to prepare amemorial in pur-
suance of the 6th resolution, viz: Maj. E.
A. Ogden, A. Payne, H. Miles Moore,
B. H. Twombly and Jeremiah Clark.
