COMETS.

rrof. rrortnr views Aliout Comets
ant) vnelr Peculiarities.

To th9 JYlitor of the yew York Herald:
During the last two years many comets,

some of them bright ones, have been
seen, and from all sides the question
reaches me, Do we know more about
comets than we did two years ago? I
wish that I could honestly answer. We
know a great deal more; but I cannot
Still, something has been added to our
knowledge, and, unless I mistake, al-

though that something may in itself be
.slight, the manner In which it has been
learned is such that the small modicum
of new truth is full of promise.

I suppose every one who reads these
lines knows pretty well what are now
the chief dilliculties in cometic science.
We want to know why, as the comet ap-
proaches the sun, it throws out all around
it, but chiefly toward the sun, the lum-
inous appendage we call the coma or
hair really, so far a3 we can judge, a
nebulous f or gaseous envelope. We
want next to know why the matter thus
thrown out seems to become subject to a
repulsive force by which it is strongly
driven from the sun to form what is
called the comet's tail. We want to
know how much of the light of the com-
et's nucleus (or brightest part,) coma or
liebulous surrounding, and tail is due to
the mere reflection of sunlight and how
much is inherent. Also, having asccr
tainod beyond all possibility of doubt or
cavil that part of the light, in all three
cases is inherent, we want to know how
suflicient heat is acquired to raise
nucleus, coma and tail to actual inher-
ent luminosity.

! Now, in former years, and especially
during the appearance of the comets of
Winnecke and Iirorsen, in 1 80S, astrono-
mers recognized that a part of the light
of some comets, at any rate, is due to
the inherent luminosity of certain com-
pounds of carbon and hydrogen. Dr.
William Huggins, of London, is not a
very daring scientific speculator; he
usually errs on the side of excessive cau-
tion (indeed I have myself been stating
respecting his results for the last fourteen
years, what ho now only begins to state
for himself;) therefore, when he does
speak positively wo may believe that he
has found the evidence overwhelmingly
strong. Well, he says in a lecture very
recently delivered before the Koval lu
stk.ution: "The general close agreement
in the case, of some twenty comets of the
bright bands in the cometary light with
those seen in the spectra of hydrocarbons
justifies us fully in ascribing the lijrht of
these comets to matter which contains
carbon in combination with hydrogen."
' Until quite recently thi3 has been the
only matter which has been clearly rec-
ognized by the spectroscopic method as
forming part of the substance of comets'.
And the wonder has been that a substance
so refractory as carbon a substance
which cannot bo vaporized in our labor-
atories under any ordinary conditions
should thus appear in the form of lumin-
ous vapor in the case of comets further
from the sun than our own earth. It is
tlillicult to see where the heat can come
from by which the carbon present in
these bodies can thus give light-eviden-

(which means also of its
presence. It is not carbon only which
is thus shown to be present, nor even
carbon and hydrogen only; nitrogen
seems also to be indicated. Professors
Liveiug and Dewar have found that cer-
tain bright lines are only present in the
spectra of certain compounds of carbon
when nitrogen is also present, and that
in fact they indicate the presence of cyan-
ogen, a well-know- n nitrogen compound
t)f carbon. Now these bright lines have
not only been seen, they have been pho-
tographed in the spectrum of the brifht-os- t

comet of 1881 (by Dr. William Hug-ginsi- n

London, and by Dr. Henry Draper
. in New York). A part, then, of the
light of every comet is inherent, and
comes from a luminous mixture of car-
bon, hydrogen, nitrogen and probably
oxygen also. A part" of the light, is,
however, reflected sunlight, nearly the
whole of the tail's light being thus re-
flected, and a great portion of the light
of the coma, with a smaller portion of
the light of the nucleus. Even
here, liowcvcr, we cannot be as-
sured that all the light which might bo
reflected sunlight is really so. The only
way in which we can distinguish such
light from inherent light coming from
glowing solid or liouid matter, is by
noting that when we analyze reflected
sunlight certain tints (thousands of them)
aro missing, so that across the rainbow
tinted streak, into which the spectro
scope resolves such light, there are seen.
iiuiuoersor dark lines corresponding to
those missing tints. In the case of light
from a solid or liquid mass
no such dark lines are seen. But the
faint light of a comet is not very easily
analyzed as closely as is necessary to
snow whether these dark lines exist in it
or not. Until quite recently astronomers
have been content to regard the presence
of a continuous rainbow-tinte- d spectrum.
with or without lines, as evidence that
the comet shone bv reflected sunlight.
Now, however, a closer scrutiny has
ueen made, ana in the spectrum of the
brightest comet of 1881 physicists have
succeeded in detecting the dark lines
(the Fraunhofer lines) of the
solar spectrum. These lines have even
been photographed by Dr. Huggins (they
don't show in Dr. II. Draper's photo
graphs.) Now, failing to obtain or see
these dark lines means little or nothin":
seeing them, however, and, still more,
photographiugthem, is decisive, making
it absolutey certain that part of the
comet's light is reflected sunlight There
must be matter like meteoric dust in the
head and nucleus and probably in the
tail also of a comet to enable it to shine
in this way by reflecting the light of the
sun.

Dili the latest comet which has yet
been observed with the spectroscope has
brought fresh news. I refer to Wells'
comet, sometimes called, rather affect-
edly. Comet Wells. The spectrum of
this comet did not at first show the car-
bon bands to which I have referred above.

The cyanogen groups," says Dr. Hug

gins, "are not seen;" and he does not
seem to have looked for them laterk But
in May, 1881, Vogel found that the car
bon bands were present, though, fainti
He noticed no other bright bands of
lines. Still later, however, an uriefc
pected change took placed Dr. B. Has-selber- g,

of th Observatory of Pulkowa,
foundihat the nucleus of the comet gave
a very strong and extended continuous
spectrum, with an excessively strong
bright line in the orange yelldf , Svhicn
he was able to identify oj microscopical
measurement with the well known D
line of the solar spectrum a line due to
the presence of sodium in the atmosphere
of the sun. So soon as the news was an-
nounced, Duner, Bredichim and' Vogel
observed the spectrum of the comet, and
were able fully to confirm Dt-- . Hassefc
berg's observation

Mr. Hind, Superintendent of the En-
glish Nautical Almanac, remarks on this
that "It is necessary lo conclude that
during the last fortnight of May the
spectrum of Wells' Comet changed in a
manner of which the history of science
furnishes no precedent." Since he so
wrote it lias been observed by Dr. Muller,
of the Astrophysical Observatory at Pots-
dam, that the light of Wells' comet in-
creased more rapidly during the second
half of May than had been predicted,
"indicating an unexpected development
of proper or inherent light in the comet
itself." "This increase," he adds, "was
most marked just aboub the very time
when the sodium line was first observed
in the spectrum; wherefore we must con-
clude that important changes occurred
about that time in the physical condition
of the comet."

It appears to me that these observa
tions are full of promise. Astronomers-
had begun to suppose that no comets
were likely to give more information
than had been already obtained from
Brorsen's and Winnecke' s comets. But
now it seems as though the appearance
of the carbon bands belongs to one stage
of the comet's progress through" the
changes which occur as the comet ap-
proaches the sun. With nearer approach
sodium vapor is first formed and then
caused to glow with its own inherent
light. What further changes might be
observed in the case of a comet observed
under such favorable conditions as exist-
ed in the case of Donati's comet (1858)
who shall say? It seems as though there
were a chance that, after all, these mys-
terious bodies will one day be interpreted.
For so soon as we have learned how the
physical changes which the spectroscope
may detect are associated with the
changes of form, the development of en-
velopes, the outward sweep of the tail,
the formation of secondary tails, etc.,
which still remain among the mysteries
of cometic existence, we may believe that
science will soon be able to decide be-
tween the various theories which have
been advanced, or perhaps to show that
while none of these are sound some oth-
er theory hitherto unthought of will
alone account for the observed phenom-
ena. It seems not unlikely- that the the-
ory may be admitted to which many
American men of science, and Dr. Hug-
gins in England, seem to have given to
their adhesion the theory that great
electrical disturbances are set up by the
sun's action in connection with the va-
porization of some of the matter of the
comet's nucleus, and that the tail is
probably matter carried away with elec-
tric discharges, under an electrical influ-
ence of repulsion exerted by the sun.

When the Vaishnavas, who
hate the Shivas, heard of this desecra
tion, they sent the Maharajah to Coven
try and made a solemn vow that they
would never look upon poor Gobindji
again or enter the door of his temple
This by itself might not have mattered
much to the idol, but the enraged Vaish
navas surrounded the temple with a
cordon of trusty emissaries, who warned
avvav pilgrims under divers pains and
penalties. The consequence was that the
shrine became deserted, its revenues fell
away to zero, and Gobindji suffered so
seriously in reputation that he became
quite an unconsidered idol. London
Globe.

Along the great sandy beaches of th
New England coast at the present time,
especially on the more northern por-
tions, may be seen numbers of persons
en2as:ed in gathering: or "accumulating"
moss or sea weed to be used, as we are
informed, in the production of "blue
monge" in the neighboring towns and
cities. After an easterly gale the beaches
are lined with various plants or theii
equivalents of the sea, all of more or lees
value to the fisherman and the seaside
farmer. Along York beach I have seen
the Carrageen or Chondrus moss, used
in the manufacture of various jellies,
washed up by bushels, and its collection
forms an important industry, giving em-
ployment to hundreds of persons who
dry and ship it to all part3 of the World.
Even the kelps that come ashore on the
Maine beaches are utilized on the farms
and valued for their nutritive properties.
The softer kinds are packed in great
heaps around the cellars to keep out the
winter blasts, while the more delicate
and ornamental varieties are selected bj
tasteful hands, pressed and sold during
the summer season to the curiosity deal-
er, who labels the more striking forms
"Japan," .the next grade "Africa," and
so on, grading down the extent of their
geographical distribution as they grow
plainer, the common forms being labeled
"coast of Maine." In other countries sea
weed is much more in demand, however,
as the fishermen are, as a class, extremely
poor, while those of the New England
States are the backbone and sinew of the
land, and as a class well-to-d- The
Scotch make much of their dulse, a red
sea-wee- d. The Irish also have it, men,
women and children collecting it, and
to many it is a luxury. They call it
dillesk; while the currageen is so called
from an Irish town of the name where it
is found in unusual quantities. The term
is applied to two species, both edible,
and used mostly in producing blanc
mange. By putting the fronds in warm
water, the starch they secrete is forced
out, and when allowed to cool forms a
jelly so well known by the above term.
In the extreme northern countries of
Europe the favorite weed is tangle, and
dulse and tangle are hawked about in
the streets of Edinburgh as are shrimps
and crabs here. In Ohili a favorite
delicacy among the native epicures,
is the weed known as Z' Urvillcea
uiilis one of the largest and most mag-
nificent productions of the sea. It grows
in the surf off the coast, also at the Falk-
land Islands, and forms gigantic cables,
hundreds of feet long, larger than the
human body, resembling a huge snake,
and requiring forty or hfty men to drag
one plant upon the shore. The appear
ance of these monster vines, beating and
writhing to and fro amid the waves, is
remarkable, looking like a mass of huge
marine snakes, and forming a formi-
dable obstacle to the progress of boats,
often upsetting them. lork (Me.)
