Third Quarterly Report of the Kan-
sas State Board of Agriculture.

The Quarterly Report of the Kansas
State Board of Agriculture, for the
quarter ending September 3D, has just
been issued.

The, report contains the acres and
uroduct ot principal crops, by counties,

rfrtmrianiffl hv market ouota'ioiw of
the Kansas City market for each month
from January, 1877, to September,
1882, for the crops ef wheat and corn

In connecton with tbe statistics on
wheat are given instances of extraordi-
nary yields grown in each county in
1882, and the names of the varieties
that have been the most successful this
year.

Following tbe crop tables, is an arti-

cle from the pen of Prof E. A. Pope
Doe, entomologist to the Board, aud
Professor of .Botany and Horticulture
in the KaDsas State Agricultural Col-

lege, at Manhattan, on ' the subject of
'The chinch bug aud the season," giving
the history of the operations of these
pests during the , past season, and the
reasons whj they were injured severely,
aud made leas than average crops.

The second division or the volume
pertains to live stock. Tables by coun-

ties, showing the numbers of each kind
of farm animals tor both 1881 and
1882, with iutreaso and decrease, are
given ; also quotations of the Kansas
Ciry market on cattle and hogs ior a
period covering nix years. Mr. J. F.
True, oi Newman, Jefferson county,
contributes an article ou the i'cediujr of
cattle in Kansas. Mr. True is a well
.known breeder and feeder of cattle, and
is also a member ot ihe State Board of
Agriculture

A summary by counties, of reports of
correspondent as to the condition of
lire stock follows the article of Mr.
True. Among the valuable points
brought ot lti this summary are, the
aiuonnt of open range remaining, coat
per head tor the grazimr of cattle, cost
per ton of prairie hay, information as to
whether the herd law is in operation or
not, aud facts concerning the raising of
sheep and swine.

Statements of the number of acres of
public lands yet undisposed of, correct
ed to uate, lollow the live stock. This
has been a prominent feature of tbe last
several reports, and is of much value to
those who are te.king homes in the
State.

The population of the state foi 1831
and 1882, as taken by township assess
ors, is given in full, by townships and
cities, followed by a summary by coun-
ties, showing tli9 increase in each county
during the year.

Brief reports as to the principal fea-

tures of the two - State fairs held this
year at Topeka and Lawrence precede
the meteorological data of the quar.ar,
which closes the volume.

The report is now ready ibr distribu
tioo, and can be obtained by addressing
the Secretary, Win. Sims, Topeka, aud
inolosiug the necessary postage, three
cents.

Rail read Notes.

n it. interrupted. The bridge was nearly
aew, $14,000 having been spent upon it
last year. Th? truss was blown com
plCtely off, and the iron work bent and
twisted. It will take several days to
clear away the wreck. The rest of the
bridge does not appenr to have felt the
force of the wind, but fioin its present
Condition it s ienia to have sympathized
with the portion that did gt cyclontd
very sensibly.
