"William L. Gerard, of Junction
City, Davis county, Kansas, has inven-
ted a new and improved Tether, of
which the following is a specification.

The object of the invention is to
provide tether which permits of keep- -
ing lueauimais wiiinii aumueu space
without requiring a long rope or strap j

or strong and insurmountable fences.
The invention consists iu an anchor

or like device attached to the halter- -
strap of the animal, so that if the ani-- ;
mal steps over the low fence surround- -
ing its pasture the anchor catches on
the top wire of said fence, thus hold-- 1

ing the animal and preventing its
leaving the pasture.

The said fence is made about twelve
to eighteen inches high, and simply
consists of a number of posts, which
are driven into the ground so as to be
inclined inward, and are connected by
a strong wire, rawuidd rope, or the
like article, which is attached to
the top of each post. The posts are
arranged at suitable distances to pre-
vent a slack of the wire.

An anchor or block' is attached to
the hiilter-stra- p of the animal, this
block being slightly longer than the
distance from the ground to the wire,
and of such weight that the animal
cannot jerk it over the wire.

Tiie animal, after luwiug been pro-
vided with the anchor, are admitted
into the space within the inclosure,
care being taken to have the anchor
within the inclosure, so that the ani-
mal can roam in the same without be-
ing molested and troubled by a long
rope, which is liable to become entan-
gled and to trip the auimai. The ani-
mal can step over the wire and move
iu a direction from the enclosure un-
til the anchor rests against the wire.
All pulling and tugging will be of- no
avail, for, as stated above, the anchor
is to bo of such weight that il cannot
be jerked over the fence by the ani-
mal ; but the animal can walk up and
down along the fence-wir- e on the oui-sid- e

of the enclosure, dragging or pull-
ing along toe anchor, which rests
against the inner side of the wire. As
the posts are inclined from the inside
of the inclosure, the anchor can pass
by said posts without striking them.

The inclosure may be made of any
desired sze, varying from a few square
rods to any number of acres.

The weight of the anchor is to be
varied according to the weight,
strcugth,-o- r size of the animal.

In u tethering device, the combina-
tion, with a suitabie rope or halter,
and block or anchor, of a wire, and in-
clined posts, to which the wire is at-
tached, all arranged substantially as
and lor the purpose set loi th.

TEA CHEWS TRIP ULA 2 IONS.
,:In much wisdom much' grief ; and

he that increaseth kaowledge increaseth
sorrow."

If the "wise man" never taught
school he must have been one of the
niemhera of the school board, for he
seems ls have had great experience, and
says that all is vanity and vexation of
spirit. ThL is especially true of the
business of teaching public school. The
teachers trials begiu with bis first pre-

paration to become a teacher. It is al-

most impossible fr hitu to ascertain just
what he is expected to know in ordei to
pass a good examination. In nny other
profession the student has a definite
idea of what he is required to know, bnt
the pedagogue may be a sort of a trav-

eling encyclopedia and still not be able
to answer correctly all the questions pro-

pounded by the County Board of Ex-

aminers. After passing a satisfactory
examination and receiving a license his
troubles greatly increase and though
many of them are too petty to be called
tribulations, this only makes them the
harder to be borne,

"Hunting a school" has real as well as
imaginary difficulties connected with ir,
especially if it is hunting the first
school.

The inexperienced lady teacher can
scarcely get a situation, and when she
does succeed in procuring one, she has
no assurance how long she may be able
to retain it. In our rural districts few
of the teachers can keep the same situa
tion woie than one or at tiie most two

terms!, and in fact there are few places
that the be?t of teachers are retained for
a longer time. In no other business is
there mure danger of being d'smidsed
without a just cause. The waywardness
of the pupils increased many times b'
the unreasonableness of their parents,
otten makes unnecessary trouble for the
faithful teacher.

The government of large schools is al

wa3'.s difficult, even, when the pareuts
are unusually intelligent and assist the
teaclier in the work.

But the greatest tribulution is the
low salary ; ana this causes the teacher
trouble t- prepare himself to teach well.
The teachers tribulations are always in
an inverse ratio to his salary. In old
times there was less effort to manage
schools by moral suasion, and the teach-

ers were often petty tyrants hated and
reared by their pupils. This causes the
idea to be prevalent that the teacher is a
fit subject for persecution, and thev are
generally hindered instead of encour-
aged in tlieir work. No wonder the
meu leave the profession for something
better, and the ladies get married the
first good opportunity they get.

Teaching is a good discipline, and its
trials and tribulations fit the pedagogue
for enduring the trials of arter life.
Many of our best public men and wo
men once taught ' "school. It has a
brighter side, aud it is the duty of tbe
teacher to ris3 above the petty annoy-
ances and see only the silver lining of
the clouds that overshadow his pathway.
Only those persons that are of a cheerful
aud pleasant disposition are fit at all to
be school "teachers. Thev should al-

ways eudoavor to accomplish all that
skill, intelligence, and love can sug-

gest. For
'Tis a rich young soil you're tt ainins.
Then scatter the cood seed well ;

Of the wealth of the golden harvest
Eternity will tell.

But tribulatious is our theme, and they
are caused many times by tne teaclier
having too much to do, and by being
hindered by thoughtless visitors.
"Anxious parent drops in
Meiely to inquire
THiy his olive hranclKis
Do not shoot up higher;
Says he wants his children
To mind their p's and q's
And hopes their brilliant tallcnts
Will not be abused.

"Spelling, reading, writing,
Coaxing up the young ones,
Fuming, scolding, fighting, --

Spurring up the dumb ones,
Reading dissertations,
Feeling like a foo!,
Oh, the tribulations !

Teaching public school."
