us (o become offensive to the citizens
of the vity or dungerous to heulth,

Sec. 2. Thut it shull be unlawful
Or mly person or persons Lo erect,
sgintain or sufler w reusio any
buiiding so constructed or suilered o
resudn, thatl the same sy endunger
the lives ur person or property of oth-
ers.

Sec, 8. Thatil any person violate
this ondinance, be siimll be sulject tox
fibe v not 138 than live or nwre thun
ity dolines, and stiiall stund comiit-
ted until the suise s paid, und L such
slungliter huuses or ngerous bulid-
Ings ure pot repuired or removed
withiin ten duys aiter notificution Ly
the city Muarshal, said Marsiml shail
utl onve procecd to rewove or repuir
suid bulidiogs und the owner thereor
shndl be Hable jor all expenses so in-
currcid, und sald buildings or munteriul
shinll remain in the possession of the
city Murshul and shull be subjéet
