TRADE ARRANGEMENT.

They Are Always Extremely Liberal
to People of All Countries Except-
Ing Thair Own When Intrusted
with the Responaibility of Tarlff
Making.

“We favor liberal trade arrange-
ments with Canada and with peoples
of other countries where they ecan
he entered into with benefit to Amer-
fean agriculture, manufactures, mio-
Ing or commerce.—Democratic plat-
form, 1904."

Liberal to whom? Why, to the Ca-
nadinns and peoples of other coun-
tries, of course, The Democratic
party has an unbroken record of 1ib-
erality to forelgners in the shape of
low duties and no duties on Importa-
tlon from forelgn countries that com-
pete with domestic’ production.

A liberal trade treaty with Canada,
for example, would mean free trade
In natural products only.

EABY TO SHARPEN PENCIL.

Simple Contrivance of Englishman
Does Work Well,

As simple as It seems, the task of
properly sharpening a pencil is by no
means a universally understood one.
Few persons who have not given
time and pains to the matter can
really acomplish this In a perfect
manner. An Englishman has patent-
ed In his own country and more lately
in thig land, a unigque contrivance
whnich should render the sharpening
process extremely simple. But an
American has gone him one better
and by applylng practically the game
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prineiple with tne addition of an en-
tirely new lden hopes to solve once
and for all the whola problem of
sharpening penclls, be they hard or
soft, long or short, The above lllus-
tratlon shows the operation of the
aftair. The pencil Is inserted into a
shank, which allows the to-be-tharp
ed eénd to protrude on an ineclined
plane, tapering from the exposed lead
to the periphery of the wooden casing
at such an angle ns wiil best serve
the needs of the user, An ordinar;
knife Is then used to shave off wood
and lead along the plane. The clips
and lead dust fall In a receptacle
which Insures a tldy performance of
the sharpening process,

Real Meaning of "Boodle."

Late American dletionaries acknowl-
edge "boodle” ns a word. Dr, Murray
quotes from an American paper of
1884: " ‘Blpews of war,' ‘soap,’ and
other ssynonyms for campalgn boodle
are familiar,” There, however,
“hoodle” I8 explained as meaning only
“stock-ln-trade,’” kinghip with  the
Duteh “boedel,” a2 man's stock of busl-
ness or household goods, being highly
probable. Perhaps “boodle” meaning
a crowd or pack, as In the phrase, “the
whole boodle (or caboodle) of them,"
{8 the same word, In that sense “bud-
dle” 18 found In the early seventeenth
century. No doubt It {s only a colnel-
dence that there |s an old Scoteh word
“baddle” or “hodle,” meaning a two-
penny plece, and derived from the
pame of the mint-master Bothwell.

Century Old Cartoon.

A cartoon from a papyrus in the
Britleh museum represents a llon and
an ass playing at draughts, the “war
game" of the perlod. This idea is con.
tinually used by cartoonlets, and It s
surprising to find it to be 3,000 years
old. It has been suggested that there
are only fivea hundred humorous
storles, upon which all other storles

The War Game,
are based. It would seem as If the
{dens for cartoons were also strietly
limited, and that the cartoonists of the
days of the Pharaohs had muoch the
same ldeas asz those who to-day are
dealing with modérn  warfare and
modern political situations.

The Church Cats of Naples,

There axist in Naples cats which
live entirely In churches, They are
kept and fed by the authorities on
purpose to eat the mice which infest
all old buildings there. The animals
may often be seen walking about
among the congregation, or sitting
gravely before the altar durlng time
of mass. !

Origin of the Word “"Tartar,"

“Tartar” is a word which glves an
illustration of etymology gone astray.
The name “Tatar” (as it Is correctly
spelled) ds really derived from a Tw
ranlan root meaning “to streteh,” and
hence “to draw the bow" or ‘to plteh
tents."” But when the hordes of Tar
tars burst upon eastern Europe f{rom
the Asiatle steppes In the thirteenth
century the minds of students turned
to the ninth chapter of Revelation
The tartar Invaslon was Interpreted as
a fulfillment of the prediction of the
opening of the bottomless pit. A con-
temporary chronleler wrltes of “this
detestable Satanie people lssuing forth
like demons let locse from Tartarus,
s0 that they are fitly named Tartarl”
Thus the misconception took root.

Crab Trap of Bamboo.

A curfous use of the bamboo In
some |slands of the Pacifle Is ag &
erab trap.

Each pléce has
a little bow half-way up, and a string
set at tenslon to shoot off an arrow,
passed through an sperature fn the
lower part of the eylinder. It {8 set at
the mouth of crab holes and when
the crab proceeds to climb up to the
upper part of the tube a delicately
set hook releases the broad arrow,
which closes the lower aperture and
imprisons the crab.
