Broomcorn Items
This is a busy week among

broom corn raisers and the harvest
is progressing rapidly. The weather
is favorable for handling and cur-
ing the brush. It is a conservtive
estimate that 50 car loads of corn
will be marketed here this year.
Last year 146 car loads were ship-
ped. Lindsay tOkla.) News.

K. C. Kerr has returned to Wi-

chita, Kans., from Argentine Re-

public where he has been for two
years representing the Western
Warehouse Co., Argentinr raised
quite a good deal of broomcorn,
but their methods are all primitive
and they have no machinery for
cleaning or baling. The buyer
gets the broom corn in small bun-
dles and takes them to some cen-

tral location where they are baled.
They let the seed ripen on all their
brush before cutting.

Three cars of old broom corn
were shipped last week, makine
the total for the 1910 crop, 783

cars. Ihere are about 24 cars in
storage here, and buyers estimate
that there are twenty-fiv- e cars of
old broomcorn in the hands of the
producers. The top of the mar-
ket up to date is $80, which was
paid Monday by Chas. Molter.
There have been several loads of
brush sold at that mark, but so
little of the new corn has been
marketed that it is difficult to es-

timate what the market will open
at, when the brush begins to come
in. The bulk of the early crop
will be pulled by the last of the
week. The rains of last week and
the cloudy weather of this week
have undoubtedly caused some
discoloration. The bulk of the
early crop is long and should com-

mand a good price on the market

"Dealers report a fair amount of
business with the demand for good
corn still running far in the lead.
Most of the broom factories from
which we hear say that the broom
business is good but an occasion-

al manufacturer writes that his
business is very dull. The brush
in the central district is really
quite good though the acreage is
small and as much of it is hurl it
looks as though it would sell read-

ily at a good price. $120 was re
cently paid for one crop of extra
good 1910 brush in the district,
but it was something that struck
the particular fancy of the buyer,
but most of the corn has changed
hands around the hundred dollar
mark. If the new corns doe not
get any more rain it will be of h'ne

color and as it has the length the
manufacturers are likely to bid up
pretty lively for the first crops
and perhaps even for the entire
output of the.district. This is ev-

idenced by the way a few of the
early crops sold at Lindsay. Okla-

homa last week.
As we have previously stated

we look for a good, strong, healthy
market on choice corn but can see
nothing as yet to warrant a repe-

tition of the scenes of 1909. How-

ever much of the corn in the west
is late and it is impossible to tell
how much or what quality it will

produce. Something may yet oc-cu- rr

to radically change the situa-

tion. Areola Record.

The general showers last week
covered all of the territory around
Liberal. This will put the late
corn in good shape and the lai ge
acreage of late corn may yet make
a very good crop.

With two new warehouses Lib-

eral will be very well prepared to
take care of the broomcorn mar-

keted here. It is also rumored
that there will be a new buyer on
the local market this fall.

According to the year book of
the department of commerce and
labor, for the fiscal year 1910,

there was imported free broomcorn
that was dutiable after that date
to the value of $980,784. No
brooms were shown in the imports
of last year though there were
some in 1911. The bulk of the
broomcorn imported came from
Austria Hungary, Italy and
France. Of the three. Austria-Hungar- y

supplied the greatest
quantity a total for the year of
$356,031, with Italy second with a
