propor sense of responsibility compels
selzure upon every opportunity within
reach,

If there has been one idea more mis
chlav g than another, as regurds In-
dividual activity, It has been the one
embodied In the oft-repented phrase,
“The world rwes me & llviog" It
doea If one earns It, but the world
hus nothing te glve to the lazy, the In
dolent, the aluggnrd. In Ita compensa-
tion the world I8 reciprocal—Iit pays
back, on the average, just about what
the Individual contributes, sometlmes
rewarding meritorlous effort generous
ly. Buccess comes to those only who
make good. Thers ia natural law In
the business world, and obedisnce to
that law s as essentinl as observance
of civil law If there Is to be Individual
prosperity. Certain it Is that for vie-
latlcn of nll law there s penalty which
is sometimoa severe,

Nor Is there any excuse for fallure
to do one's part because of the appar
ent prosperity of others at his ex.
pense. Human experience has shown
that a part of sovlety ecannol long
prosper at the expense of the whole,
and that a part cannot long prosper at
the expense of another part. This ex-
perience has also accorded with nunt
ural Jaw which rules on the principle
ol general averages, In apite of many
apparent exceptions. The second
great mistake les in argoing from
exceptiona. a mistake which |n aiways
productive of erroneoun concluslons
BExceptions but make good the rule
which only can be the basis of reason
which In turn, it good, excludes excup
tiong. Bound reasoning demands legiti-
mate excuse which cannot be found In
individual fallure.

Therefore, the new year with all its
opportunities appeals to you. It places
responsibliily on you. Its message s
“It's up to you" If 1914 shall prove
A year of prosperity to you, it is be
canse you will have merited success;
if, on the other hand, 1314 shall have
proved a year of fallure, you will have,
in some measure, at least, been re
sponsible. As with the Individual, so
with the nation.

L#t the cynics say what they will,
thara's logic in the joy tha world finda
in New Year's. One day may be much
like another, but “every day ls & fresh
begioning.” The yenrs come and go,
‘bearing nearly the same freight of sor
row and fallure and bitler disappoint-
ment, but always hope feels the thrill
and uplift of & new chance for human-
ity, at the turn o' the year, and all that
makes life worth while Is touched by
hope's magic.

GOLDEN TREXT—"For (iod »o loved the
world, that he gnave his only begotten
eon, that whosopver belleveth on him
should not perish but have everlasing
life."—John 3:10

The lessons for this past quarter,
omitting the temperance lesson, cov-
er one of the most interesting perlods
in the history of Ilsrmal. In them
there is presented filve of [Israel’s
greatest characters, Moses, Aaron,
Mirlam, Joshua and Caleb; one of the
sirangest charncters in all history—
Baalim; and the typieal troubler of
the nation, Achan., We have pre-
gented the strength and weakneas,
vietory and defeats, of four, Moses,
Anron, Mirtam, and Joshun
A lsrael's Hlistory.

The first of the seripture passages
presented for the day's reading lesson
contains the furewell discourse of
Joshtia. In It he surveys Ierael's his.
tory from the days of Terah to the
moment they possessed Canaan, em-
phasizing that in 1t all God was di-
recting dnd operating. He then ap-
peals to them to serve Jehovah and
to put away all other Gods. The al-
ternative is, that with such evidenes
before thelr eves, I it seemed evil to
gerve Jehovah, they had cholee he-
tween the gods thelr fathers aban-
doned beyond the river and those they
had found in the land. As for him-
gelf his cholee was mnde, “as for me
and my house, we will serva the
Lord." After repeated declarations of
fealty on thelr part Joshua, entered
into & covenant with them that they
were to serve Jehovah, The passage
taken from Hebrews ought to begin
at verse thirty.

Moses leads out of Egypt (a type
of sin), through the wildernesa ex-
periences, but could not lead them
tnto the land: Joshua took up the
work where Moses laft off and led
them Inte the promised possession;
but he was not able to lead them into
that perfeet rest which only comes
from a perfect conformity to the will
of God, The message of the Book
of Hebrews Iz that of the son who
fulfillz all that thege great leaders of
the past failled to do. He leads from
bondage into possession and on to the
final rest which remains for the peo-
ple of God.
