MEXICAN BOVEREIGNTY A MYTH

That Mexican sovereignty has be-
come not only a fiction but a baleful
fictlon is written on the face of the
record. Its government I8 unable to

perform those esgential functions
which entitle it to respect and con-
gideration. It {8 unable to afford
even semisecurity to the Ilives and
property of aliens resident in Mex-
lco. It is unable to prevent maraud-
ing outlaws from making murderous
forays into American territory.

If it were not for the Huropean
war its egreglous failures would have
already provoked demands from
European governments, injurious to
its national integrity. As against
the future threat of European inter-
vention it must rely on the United
States to protect Its supposed inde-
pendence. It I8 as incapable of
planning and carrying out a heallng
domestic policy as it is of mesting its
foreign obligations. Thus while It is
insisting on all the privileges of a
soverelgn state It Is ignoring most
of the responsibilities, It it is al-
lowed to continue on this course, the
situation In that distracted country
is likely to go from bad to worse,

Mexico neads outslde assistance to
an extent which is bound to bring
with it outside interference. 1§4
President Wilson wishes to make
any headway with his Mexican policy
he should discard the fiction of Mexi-
can sovereignty, well documented
though it be, and should announce
without ambiguity that the American
army will remain in Northern Mexico
not only until order {8 completely re-
stored, but until the continuation of
good order ls guaranteed by an au-
thoritative and dependable Mexican
government,—New Republie,
