Editorial Correspondence of Thz Xtm--. .

Topm, July 16th, 1857.' ;

On' the 14 th insfc, as the last rays of the

setting sun were flushing the evening's pale

brow with crimson light, we entered Topeka,
the beautiful Capital of the State of Kanzas.
We found that the delegates were- - ar-

riving . rapidlj, and every thing - gave
evidence of a full and spirited conven-

tion. The Hotels were filled to overflow-

ing ; animated discussions were going on at
every corner, and the claims of various par--

tie3 to fill vacant State offices, - were urged
witfcra3 much' vehemence --as fifth older
States, where fat salaries reward the Holders

for the fulfillment of their duties.
After finding a stopping place and refresh-

ing our " inner man," we proceeded to find

out " the elephant." .. The large body of the
delegates who had arrived, - assembled in
front of the Topeka House, and called for

'Gen. Lake.' The gallant General soon ap-

peared and addressed the assembled citizens.
His speech was quite Laneish; full of fire,
vigor and force, but altogether a very hard
one for our reportorial pencil to note. The
Topeka Constitution was his rallying cry and
he besought his hearers not to go back. - Ev-

ery man respected the memory of his moth-

er. He urged them by that memory which
he loved and revered, , not to go back one

step from the right path. He did not be-

lieve much in modern spiritualism, but this
he did believe in, that the spirit of every
man's mother was watching and noting each
action, and that good or bad as it might be,
it awoke feelings of pain or joy within that
mother's soul. He did not believe the day
would ever-com- when the Free State party
would go back one single step from the right.
The Topeka Constitution first and last was
hi3 motto, and the people, he felt confident,
would go with hira. He proposed to contin-
ue and perfect the State organization, and as
a means thereto, stated that the people of
Kanzas should take possession of tne I em- -
tonal Government. Let' us organize, take
possession of the ballot box, with arms in
our hands, if necessary, in October next.
Gov. Walker has promised us a fair election
next fall without reference to Territorial en-

actments. He knew that an attempt was to
be again made by Missouri to control" that
election, and it must never be allowed. Let
the people assemble in mass convention at
some day and point to be named, and there
nominate a Territorial Delegate to Congress,
acting as the people, not the Free State party.
Also nominate in each precinct, the members
of the Council and Lower House, and as the
Topeka Legislature would be in session at
the . same time, why, they could elect the
same men, and so do up the work, send
them up to Leeompton, and the people would
zee that they got their seats, and when there
they could at "one fell swoop" wipe out the
wnoie miamous coae oi tsracoman . laws.
They might leave one law, and but om, upon
the statute book, and that should be an en-

actment forbidding forever, involuntary ser-
vitude or Slavery in Kanzas, join the State
Legislature in memorializing Congress for
admission into the Union under the Topeka
Constitution, and then adjourn sine die. If
you go into this movement, don't let us con
nect it with the State organization. Let : it
be a movement of the whole people, and let
it be carried out by them, even by force if
necessary, to prevent our soil being again
desecrated by Missouri voters.

The General's speech was received with
tumultuous applause, and evidently accor-
ded with the sentiments of the great majori-
ty assembled ...

Marccs j. Parrott, of Leavenworth, a
gentleman whose name has been well circula
ted as a candidate for .Representative to
Congress, was then called to the stand. His
speech was . principally directed to clearing
nis and the .Leavenworth Delegation s skirts
from the stigma attached to them by some
knock-knee- d resolutions passed bv them in
their district convention.

He was followed by Judge Costwat, who
in his own forcible and clear way, shewed up
Walker's . attempt to divide the Free State
party. He read and commented on the
Leavenworth resolutions, and his doing so
caused some feeling among a few who seem-
ed to think the Judge had charged them with
being bribed. Judge Cokwat is a young
man, not quite thirty, with more brain than
most men; full of fire, animation and lve
of a cause of which he was one of the initia-
tors. Though ambitious, he is above all
considerations of self when the principles of
Freedom are at 6take. As a consequence
he is not popular with those who do not al-
ways " toe the mark."

On Wednesday morning the Convention
met at Union HaQ, after which on fully or-

ganizing, they adjourned to a grove, on the
river bank. It was a beautiful, shady spot,
and the blue heavens,-leaf- y boughs, golden
6unlight,aml mossy carpet, formed a fitting
hall for an assemblage of liberty loving men
to meet in. The day being - consumed - in
waiting for the report of the committee on
credentials, speeches from various delegates
was the order of the day; .? Adams, Conway,
Leonhard t,Holman, of , Leavenworth, Fos-- i
ter.of Mapleton, Lieut Gov. W. Y. Roberts,
and many others addressed the Convention,
and all .advocated more or .Jess forcibly the
policy "shadowed outby Lscne'in' his speech'
the evening before. The effect of the giori- -

ous enthusiasm of the delegates was very
evident on the conservative - element
north of the Kanzas river.

Gen. Scott after Brigb .am Young.

Proclamation to. this Citizens of Law- -.

re:ace.
. Leatekwo bth, July 15, 1857.

I have learned th.tt a considerable num-
ber of the citizens of Lawrence, ia" this
Territory, have adojited, as they claim, by
a popular vote, a ch irfer for their local gov-
ernment. A copy of that charter has been
placed in my hands "fipon comparing which
with that granted Ijy the Territorial Legis-
lature, last winter, " I find that they differ inten-
tionally in many ssential particulars. The
new charter, then;, is set up, in --direct and
open defiance of .an act of the Territorial
Legislature on tb e same subject,

On this point" your Committee, whose
views have been adopted by you; make the
following statem erit : .

; , , . .

V " Under ordi nary circumstances the more
regular method of proceedings would be to
obtain a charter ; from the" Territorial au
thorities." As the Territorial Government," I ri5w exist'only by a and

represents .the jpeopVi'IiCtipoffrom officers thaj?riloushowever, in
of Kanzas, raa" not elected by them, and
can have no right to legislate for them; we
cannot acce.pt of a charter at its hands.
And, as the State Government lias not, as
yet, deemed, it advisable to proceed to "the
organization local and municipal govern-
ments,' we cannot obtain a Charter from it.
There is, therefore, left us. only the alter-
native of a charter springing directly, from
the peopl p, 5r a continuance in our present
disorganized condition. .

'

. Und.er- - these circumstances, you have
seen fit to instruct us to present a charter,
having discussed its provisions in a pre-

liminary assemblage, and now' propose to
submit it to a full vote of the people for ap-

proval or rejection."
It will be perceived that the authority of

the Te rritorial Government is here distinct-
ly denied, and whilst that of the .

State Government is acknowledged, it is
conceidf;d that no charter has been granted
by it. Indeed, it is a" fact that,, although
this State Government has, in it-

self, .rto legal existence or authority, yet
you ' asked and failed to receive a charter
froi n it.

IJnder these circumstances you have pro-c- e

ded to establish a government for the
ci'ty of Lawrence, in direct defiance of the
T eiritorial Government, and denying its
e xlstence or authority. You have granted
to this city government the authority to
'ilect a Mayor and Board of Aldermen,
City Assessors, Treasurer, Justices of the.
Peace. Citv Marshal., fec. You have grant- -

I eA t0 the Mavor and Board of Aldermen.
I most extensive powers, including the riijht
to levy and collect . taxes upon real and per
sonal property within the limits of the city,
whether belonging vto residents or

and all the other powers usually, in-

cident to a city government. You" have
imposed upon all theso officers the duty of
taking an oath to support thise
State Constitution, thus distinctly super-
seding, so far as in your power, the Territo
rial Government created by the Congress of
the United estates. You have caused these
proceedings to be in hand-bi- ll form,
and have distributed them as I am informed,
throughout the territory, with the view to
incite the other cities, towns and counties
of Kanzas to establish insurrectionary gov-
ernments, placing the people of this
territory, so far as in your power, in open
collision with the Government of the United
States.

The more conservative portion of your
own party having induced your Topeka
Legislature to reject the laws urged by you,
creating municipal governments, you have
even in defiance of their authority, which
you profess to acknowledge, proceeded to
create such a government for Lawrence,
and are now urging other localities to pur-
sue a similar course. Your evident pur-
pose is thus to involve the whole Territo-
ry in insurrection, and to renew the scenes
of and civil war. Upon- - you,
then, must rest all the guilt and responsibil-
ity of this contemplated revolution.' You
will be justly chargeable in law and in con-
science, with all the blood that may be shed
in this contest, and upon you must fall the
punishment. You have elected your officers
under this charter, and instructed them to
enter upon the immediate jjiscliarge of their
duties, including the adoption of ordinances
and the execution thereof, under an author-
ity having in itself no legal , existence, and
established m direct defiance of the Govern-
ment ot the United States- -

From all these facts, it is obvious if you
are permitted to proceed, " and' especially" if
your example should be followed as urged
by you in' other places,. that for all practi-
cal purposes in many important particulars,
the Territorial Government will be

" The charters granted by that gov-
ernment for similar will tfe disre-
garded, and the justices of the peace and
other officers acting under their authority,
will be brought necessarily in conflict- - and
collision with the officers claiming
to act under a different authority." The Ter-
ritory will thus be involved in inextricable
confusion and litigation ; the value of your
property, be greatly depreciated your titles,
transfers, transactions will be subjected to
disputes and and all will suffer from this
insurrection, except the Lawyers who have
stimulated this movement. A government
founded on insurrection and usurpation will
be substituted for. that ".established . by ; the
authority of Congress, and civil war will
be renewed throughout bur; limits. " Ifyour
authority to act in this manner for the city
of Lawrence is permitted, a similar Author-
ity must be acknowledged in every other
town, city or county, resulting in inevitable
and most disastrous conflict ; and if suc-
cessful, the Territorial government over-
thrown in detail, as Js.your present pur-
pose. .

You were distinctly informed in in-
augural address of May last, that the valid-
ity of theTerritorial laws was acknowledged
by the Government, of , the United States,
and that they must and would be carried
into execution under my oath of"office' and
the instructions of the of the
United States. . The same information was
repeated , in various addresses made by me
throughout the Territory. At the same
time, every assurance was erven vou that
the right of the people of this Territory,

under the forms' prescribed by'ihe Govern-
ment of your country to establish their own
Stats government, and frame their own so-
cial 'institutions.' Would be acknowledged
and protected "If ; laws have been enacted
by the Territorial Legislature, which are
disapproved of by a majority of 'the people
of the Territory, the mode in ' which they
could elect a new : Legislature
and repeal those laws was also designated.
If there are, any" grievances of which you
have any Just right to complain, the law-
ful, peaeetul manner in which you 'could
remove them, in subordination" to the Gov-
ernment of your country, wa3ralso pointed

- 'ontT : - - -

" You have however, chosen to disregard
the laws of Congress and of the Territorial
Government created by it, and whilst profes-
sing to acknowledge a State Government re
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and saciilocnous oath to support the so-ca- ll

ed'State Constitution,' yet you have, even
in defiance of the Slate Legislature
"Which refused to grant you a charter, pro-
ceeded to create a local government of your
own, based only upon insurrection and rev-
olution. The very "oath which you require
from all your officers to support your

Topeka State Constitution, is violated
in the very net of putting in operation a char-
ter rejected even by them.'

A rebellion so iniquitous and necessarily
involving such awful consequences, has nev-
er before disgraced any age or country.

Permit me to call your attention, as still
claiming to be citizeD.3 of the United States,
to the results of your revolutionary proceed-
ings. You arc inaugurating rebellion; you
are disregarding thfe laws of Congress and
of the Territorial Government, and defying
their authority; you are conspiring to over-
throw the Government of the United States
in this Territory. Your purpose, if carried
into effect in the mode designated by you by
putting your laws forciblv into execution,
would involve you ia the guilt and crime of
treason. iou stand now, fellow-citizen- s,

upon the brink of an awful precipice, and it
becomes my duty to warn you'ere you take
the fatal leap into the gulf below. If your
proceedings are not arrested you will neces-
sarily destroy the peace of the Territory and
involve it in all the horrors of civil war. I
warn you, then, before it is too lafe, to re-

cede from the perilous position in which you
now stand.

I appeal once more to your reason and
patriotism. I ask you in the name of our
common country, in the name of the Con-

stitution and of the Union, to desist from this
rebellion. I appeal once more to your love
of country, to your regard for its peace, pros-
perity and reputation, to your affection for
yar-wiv- s and children, and to all those pa-

triotic motives which ought to influence
American citizens, to abandon this contem-
plated revolution. If you have wrongs, re
dress them through the peaceful instrumen
tality of the oallot-bo- x, in the mode prescrib-
ed by the laws of your country.
' As all arguments heretofore so often ad-

dressed by me to you have failed as yet to
produce any effect upon you, I have deemed
it necessary, for your own safety and that
of the Territory, and to save you from the
perilous consequences of your own acts, un-

der the authority vested in me by the Pres-
ident of the United States, to order an ade-

quate force of the troops of the United States
iuto your immediate vicinage, to perform
the painful duty of arresting your revolution-
ary proceedings. Let me implore you not
to compel me to appeal to that military pow-

er which is required in the last resort, to
protect the government of your country.
You cannot carry your rebellious purposes
into effect without coming into unavoidable
anil open conflict with the troops and Gov-

ernment of the United Strtes.
Let me adjure you, tdien, once more, aban-

don these proceedings before you involve
yourself in the crime of treason, and subject
the people of the city of Lawrence to all the
horrors and calamities of insurrection and
civil war. . If you will now desist from this
projected revolution; the past will be forgot-
ten as far as practicable; but if you persist
in passing these laws' and carrying them in-

to execution, thus defying and superseding
the government of your country, the deplo-

rable consequences must be upon your head3
and those of your associates.- - It will be nfy
Durposer iftou still "persist, to spare all
bloodshed as far as practicable, and subject
the leaders and projectors of this revolution-aryxnoveme- nt

to the punisLmerit prescribed
by the law. I will accompany the troops to
Lawrence with a view to prevent, if, possible,
any conflict, and in the sincere hope that the
revolutionary movement contemplated Dy
you, and now so nearly accomplished, will,
ere it is too late, be abandoned by you.

K vou can be influenced by no other mo-

tives,' the evident fact that the power of the
government is adequate to prevent the ac-

complishment of your purpose should in-

duce vou to desist from these proceedings.
That the same overruling' Providence who

holds in his hands the destiny of ourbelov
ed country may novr incline your hearts to
rjeaceand influence you to ananaon tuts ia
tsl enterprise,' is the sincere wish of jour
fellow citizen, R. J. WALKER,

The Sugar Swindle.
The base trick of greedy speculators in

raising the price. of sugar so high a3 to
make it impossible for poor people to use
it, is not likely to be successful much
longer. The announcement that a firm ia
New York had invested 8900,000 in sugar
from Manilla, on which they would realize
a quarter of a million, wa3 followed by an-

other to this effect : "During four days of
last week, no less than 54 vessels arrived
in New York with entire cargoes of sugar
and molasses, and immense amounts are
now held on speculation, which sooner or
later must come into the market." In
Portland, this week, large amounts of su-
gar, and 2,500 hogsheads of molasses have
been received. . The markets in New York
and Boston are inactive. Buyers will not
pay the prices that holders demand, and the
inevitable consequence will be that specu-
lators will burn their fingers the biters
will be bit. The facts of the sugar ques-
tion are simply these : last year there was
more sugar cane produced than was ever
known in any previoas seasoa ; the present
year the maple sugar crop has been enor-
mous equal to one-four- th , the entire con-
sumption of the country. It is admitted on
all hands that the cane fields of the south
are laden with a precious and abundant crop;
the great sugar markets of the country are
glutted.' Buyers will not come into the
market and pay .the price demanded ; the
trade is inactive ;' notes of speculators are
maturing i the season is advancing, and the
new crop is coming forward rapidly. Un-

der these circumstances, thepresent exorbi-
tant prices- - must decline. Buffalo Jiep.

A Literary Theft Well Bepaid , .

The publishers of the cheap class of Brit-
ish periodicals have long been in the habit
of helping themselves to American works,
giving them new titles, and then publishing
them as original. Evea the better class of
English magazines do such things contin-
ually, and it is oftea rather difficult to tell
iu reading a British periodical whether its
contents are American or English. Our
owa publishers, it is well known, have long
been in the habit of doing the same thing;
and occasionally. "put their foot in it," 'by
copying from an English publication a story
that has already been published and copy-
righted on this side of the Atlantic.' Such
an accident befell the publishers of one of
our largely, circulated .weekly papers" very,
recently. They found a capital story in
one of the London papers, made it their own, .

gave a new name to it, advertised it exten-- .
sivelyy and after having published part of it
discovered that it was the production of "an
American author who " had published and'
copyrighted it some years ago in Philadel- -

phia. - The author forbid the publicatioa of
the remainder of the 6tory, and so the mat-
ter rests for the present. ' "
