Or, Stotea of Travel trraaa Fat Maw's
Skaten-Boo- k.

Colorado Sfbinob, June 27, 1381.
Editors News : Having more leisure

than brains, I have concluded to write
for the newspaper. This is the prettiest
young city I ever saw, Normal excepted.
The streets are wide and the lots are
large. Every street is bordered with
Cottonwood trees, twenty to thirty feet
in height, and watered with running
streams on either side of the street. The
city ! built on gravel-ba- r, making the
finest drives in the world. The side
walks need no doctoring, as nature has
made them quite good enough. The
city ia furnished with gas, and the water
brought from Pike's peak, is the finest
attainable, being melted snow, cool as a
cucumber and clear as crystal. The
first day I was here I drank about as
much as Dan Uolderman's cow (30 pails).

The only unpleasant thing about the
city Is the great number of invalids.
You sea them at all the hotels and private
boarding places. You meet their pale
and anxious faces at every turn. Many
of them in the last stage of consump
tion and unable to leave their beds. I
have made dozens of them happy and
hopeful by telling them that when I
came to Colorado, I was as lean and
lank as they were. There hi ft painful
absence of fat men and women here, as
the sir is too thin for them. A fat man
feels aa if he ought to have a pair of
hand bellows and ft cork screw to draw
his breath with.

Messrs. Lindley Stubbs and Ilcnnlng,
of Emporia, are here, one a grocer the
other the agent of Adam's express.
Both are well pleased with their new
homes. t '

i Maftiton is six miles west of Colorado
Springs and is reached by branch road
of the Denver A Rio Grande railroad.
Here are located the four celebrated
mineral and soda springs. The town is
well supplied with fine hotels. Two of
them, the Manitou andBeeby, are larger
than our Hotel Cool id ge. A hundred
tents cover the mountain sides, filled
with Invalids. A great many asked me
if I thought the water would cure my
boy.

: We visited all the attractions, and are
ready for ft further pilgrimage. We vis-
ited the Garden of the Gods, but they had
left beiore we came. We visited Glen
Eyre, but Gen. Palmer, president of the
D. St R. G. railroad, was absent, and we
had to go away hungry. We went up
through Williams' canon at noon to see
the Cave of the Winds. The revisers
may have taken hell - oat of the Testa,
meat, bail they left ft part of it ia Wil-
liams' canon, or It never could have been
so hotT You would not believe me If I
should tell yon that the mountaineers
fry their' wieat en the rocks as you would
on a griddle.' The TJte Pass presents
fine scenery. I did not go up to Peak's
rise I ftiraid to go up too fast,

some neighbors at home who
should go to the summit, as they may
ever rise so high in. The Peak ia

14,133 feet high. There ftre only four
others higher in the range, the tallest
being only about SQ0 feet higher.

The State Society In Session at Wlnfleld.
By courtesy of J. V. Randolph we

have the proceedings of the first day's
session of the Slate Horticultural Soci-
ety now in session at Winfield. It open-
ed on Tuesday last.

The attendance was quite large.cspcci-all- y

from the southern coun
tics, and much interest is man-
ifested in horticulture. Tho citizens of
Winfield gave the members ft hearty

and are exerting themselves to
make everything pass olf pleasantly.

After routine business tho following
reports were made from counties of the
yield of fruits this season :

Douglas county Apples, half crop;
peaches and pears, light; small fruits,
generally fair crops.

Johnson county apples, one-fourt- h

crop; pears and peaches, one-thir-

plums, lull ; cherries, half; small fruits
an average crop.

Franklin county apples, light;
peaches, light; small fruits fair crop.

Sedgwick tsounty apples, iieavy crop
for young orchards ; peaches, very heavy ;
grapes and plums, full ; small fruits fair
crop;. currents do not succeed in this
county.

Davis county apples, good for age of
trees; peaches, upland, good; cherries,
half crop; small fruits generally good.

Mitchell county apples good for age
of trees ; peaches, failure ; small fruits
fair crop.

Labclte county fruit crop throughout
the county injured from severe winter,
not half crop except strawberries, show-
ing average yield.
