Ilis personal
qualities were attractive and annging.
his presence was commanding, his na.
ture was radiant, manly, impulsive, in.
eapable of meanness, treachery or in.
trigue, moving straight to his deslgns.
Chicancry was a stranger to his soul.
He wanted to have it jant with love
to his fellow men, nod the speaker didn't
believe he had o persony] enemy. His
foundness for literature had survived his
{uuu: and solaced all his luborious life.

1e wanted to sdminister the government
as a trust confided by Providenee, for
whose excreise he was dircetly responsi.
ble to the Supreme Ruler of states
and men. When the sun rose Saturday
maormng, no ruler was more secure than
he in the qnul will of 50,000,000 pc(r:sﬂn
surrounded by the impassable barriers
and bulwarks of & great nation. While
I fully exonerate and aequit all parties
and factions and party leaders of any
knowledge or plrl!ci}muon in thiscrime,
by whose commission some of them
would profit, so may I declare it my
judgment and conviction that this atro-
cious act is directly due to the intolerant
caprices of political strife, as was the
desth of Abralinm Lineoln to the rage of
slavery, though the confederate lend-
ers had no connection with Boolh or his
crime. There is a fatal contagion in such
an atmosphere of hatred and brutal fury
ns has surronnded our political contests
in Washington and eclsewhete, which ef-
fects fecble braing and unbalanced na-
tures, making them the unconscious in-
struments of murder and rebellion. I
hope that the result of this deplorsble
event will be to call the attention of the
American wle to the penls that at
tend the infiuence of our politics, and re.
mind them that assassinntion isnot a
sale remedy for imaginary or real griov.
ances with those in authority."

PERTAINING TO PRESIDENTS.

The nows of his death reached
New York three days Iater, haviog been
sent by express riders, who made what
was then considered remarkably quick
dispatch.

President Madison died on the 28th of
June 1836; President Harrison died in
the White House, April 4th, 1841 just
one month after his inanguration.

Presudent John Quincy
Adams, died in the Speaker's room at
the Capitol, Feb. 23rd, 1848, two days
after falling in the House of Represon.

EN ROUTE T0O LEADVILLE.

Thoe Fat Contributor to the “News™
Tests the Possibilitles of a Nar-
row Gauge Hallway.

LeapviLrg, Col, July 2, 1881,

Eorrons Negws: We came to Lead
ville via the Denver,BSouth Park & Pa-
cific . . Leaving Denver we chassee
up the Platte river to IMiatte ecanon,
twenty miles distant. There are a num-
ber of farms along the Platle river grow-
ing fine wheat and oats by .irrigation.
Platte canon is over twenly miles lung,
narrow aod precipitous; great perpen-
dicular bare wallz, frequently fifleen
hundred feet high, form the sides of the
canon, sometimes nearly reaching to-
gether at the top, the river (twice the
size of the Cottonwood) taking up about
The road-bed is made
by building & wall 1n the river or blast
ing a shelf in the rocky wall for the
little narrow gauge. The track is so
creoked that the friction of the flange
wheel on the rail keeps up a con-
stant howl. The river is one grand rap-
id or water-fall, and the secthiong, falling,
bolling, dashing waters make a contin-
uved roar above the clatter of the cars.
The grade is frequently 150 foct to the
mile. A person would think the water
would wear itself ont. It docs look
tired. It slinks by Denver as though it
really was ashamed of having come
through such a dismal canon. Forty
five miles from Denver the canon wi-
dens out to a respectable width and at
fifly-one miles there are several small
parks covered partly with Cottonwood
and pinc.

At Webster, sixty more miles out, the
road leaves the river and undertakes the
difficalt feat of climbing the mountain,
which it accomplishes at Kenoshe,
seventy-six miles out. Here we are
higher than at Leadville, being 10,500
feet high, almost to timber line. As we
cling to the side of the mountain the
scenery was tenifically grand, Here was
the first time I said prayers (for the
lodge) since we left Pacblo. The bald
heads of the mountains, only a few thous-
and feet above, were covered with haoge
snow drifis. Here we cncountered a
hail storm: that lasied nearly an
hour. Winter clothes are in demand.
We now begin the descent of the moan-
tain and in four miles we descend 500
feet and onter Bouth Pack, the most
beautiful scencry on theroute. The Park
13 said to be 20 by 60 miles. We ran 38
miles in crossing it. It isa plateau of
prairie land, surrounded by snow-capped
mountains, interspersed with low hills
und ridges which are covervd with beau-
tiful young pines and cedars. Frequent-
ly there nre deep but wide hollows. The
whole is covered with grass.  Probably
one-third of the Park has a natural irri.
gation, producing fine pasiures and
meadows. Numerous silver lakes filled
with ducks and other game, enliven the
scene. Here the Platie river takes itsrise
118 miles from Denver. Thousands of
acres are fenced with pine poles and a
number of preity houses put in an ap-
pearance. The Park is dotted with na-
tive cattle, and hundreds, getting tired of
waiting for spring grass, have passed in
their checks and turned up their heels.
They arc in a remarkable state of pres-
ervation.

At Como, near the centre of the park,
we ook dinner—the dinner was about
as high as the altitude, bul not as rare
as the atmosphere. - The eoal that warm.
od the dining room was dug a few hun-
dred yards distant. Como is but 24 miles
from Leadville bot the distance by rail
is 81 miles. Leaving the park we climb
another mountain and making a descent
of 2,000 feel m 13 miles, strike the Ar-
kansas st Deuna Visla.- In our descent
we saw hundreds of deserted miners’
huts. Bometimes there were 30 or 40 Iin

It then
tlows down an inclined plane to the bot
tom of the room, displacing a warmer at-
mosphere. The external air rushes inlo
the ice box constantly to tnke the place
of that which 18 Howing out, and the esal-
culation is that, nunntained in a small
room, this machine is very successful.
It is probable, however, that one or the
other of the two systems first described
will be permanently adopted to-morrow.
