The Board of Health Thurs
day aflernoim inspected the drain and
had an ' interview with Mr. Cri!ey in
relation thereto. From him they learn,
ed that the only objectionable waste that
goes into the sewer is dish-wate- r, and
this is strained through an iron
siee which prevents any . but
the smallest pni title, of vegetable or an
Imal matter from passing into the pipe.
All the other refuse about the house is
carod for by. the landlord and hauled
away, and the premises in the rear of the
bouse are in the best possible condition

The only Way to obviate the existing
trouble is Jbr the city to provide some
means to carry away the waste water
which passes through the drain, as the
hotel pays 'a ' large1 annual rental for
water and it would be 'manifestly un-
just for the city to forestall its nse by
closing up tho sewer which carries it
away,
' In this connection we would merely
add that the vaults along the al-

leys in the rear of Commercial street are
infinitely, greater nuisances . than the
drain referred to and should be the first
objects of sanitary regulation

The hole for the new Fifth Avenue
hotel cellar grows larger day by day, and
Bill Powell has got one foot in the trough

Was formally organized Thursday even
ing by electing Dr. A. 8. Tandy chair--

man and John R. Graham secretary. On
motion the following regulations for the
government of the board were unani
mously adopted:
. This board will until further notice,
meet every Monday and Thursday at 5
p. mn at tho office of Dr. A. S. Tandy, to
hear all complaints and petitions that
may bo laid before it, and all parties
knowing of any nuisance detrimental to
the public health, are requested to giye
the board due notice of the same. The
board may require any complaint to
be made in writing duly signed, before
taking cognizance thereof.

. The secretary shall procure a book
and keep therein a record of all com-
plaints made to this Board, stating the
name of the complainant or petitioner,
the nature, location and ownership of
the alleged nuisance, and the action of
the Board and of parties responsible in
the case relative thereto. A majority of
a quorum present at any meeting shall
decide the action of the Board, and such
decision csnnot be reversed or modified
except by a majority of all the members
of the Board.

Is it
pretended that it costs that much to hire
A darkey to stand " around the corners of
the streets and every animal that strays
In by chance, or is driven in town, to be
impounded, that the owner must pay
fifty cents if it hi impounded not five
minutes? Is there any justice about
that? If a pound law is necessary why
not charge a reasonable compensation
Is it worth fifty cents to turn A cow
In dry lot? - If it is we
would suggest to tho city council
that they had better abandon their pres
ent occupation and engage in the detest
able business of driving the cows And
horses of people who live in the country
into the city pound, for in noticing the
results of their legislation we think that
we can assert without successful contra-
diction that they are better qualified for
that than they are for enacting ordin-
ances to govern Intelligent people.' If a
pound law Is necessary, why do they
want to practice extortion on people that
will not be benefitted byit,to-wit-: the
country people?

' Now if some of these astute law-ma-

ers will rise and explain,' we will feel
under miaoy obligations to them. ! We
might suggest, by-wa- y of conclusion.
that if the same extortionate rules are to
bo continued, thai the mayor cause his
man Friday to post hand bills headed

INDEPENDENCE DAY AT TWIN LAKES.

How the Fat Contributor of the "Newa"
Spent IIU Fourth or,July.

Twin Lakes, Col, July 4. 1881.
Through the kindness of my friend J.

H. McCarthy, who is a whole host with
in himself, I was induced to come
hero to spend the 4th of Ju-new- -

years. Twin Lakes is situated at the
base of Twin Mountains, southwest of
Leadville fifteen miles. About half of
the road leads down the Arkansas valley
and is very picturesque, and a smooth
road the other half leads over the foot
hills and is hilly and rocky. We were
seated behind a flying darter in fitct a
$500 horse. I remonstrated against the
time we wero making over this danger
ous road, but Mac replied that he had
rather go to h 1 with a gentleman than
to heaven with a roguo. I subsided,

From the top of the foot hills the seen
cry is truly grand. At our feet lie the
Twin Lakes. One is two by three miles
in length, and the other and upper one
is two by two and one-ha- lf miles. But
for a narrow strip of land (fifty yards)
they would be united. On their bosoms
they bear dozens of little boats all loaded
with pleasure-seeker-s. Among them
is the beautiful little steamboat Idlewile,
owned and commanded by Captain
Sovern, who afterwards invited us to
make a voyage of the upper lake, which
we did. She's a daisy. She has all the
appointments of a first-cla- ss steamer,
even to the bar. This is said to be the
highest lake in the world navigated by
a steamer, being fully 10,000 feet above
sea level. The lakes next to the foot
hills . are bordered alternately
with beautiful . soded lawns or
hills covered . with evergreens,

The water is from snow drifts on the
mountains beyond, and is as cool aa oar
streams are in early spring and as clear
as water can be, and as the sun shines on
the tiny waves, it has a silvery and spark
ling appearance. Beyond tho lake tho
Twin Mountains rise very abruptly from
the water's edge, and are covered with
beautiful pines and cedars and rocky
precipices until they reach the timber
line a thousand feet or more above the
lake, where their bald peaks are partial
ly covered with huge snow drifts, the
whole of which is reflected by the lake
like a mirror, and presents the finest
picture imaginable, and is worth a trip
around the world to aee. Around the
lakes are tents, arbors and covered wag
ons filled with parties that came over
here on Saturday or Sunday
A rude platform was provided for done
ing and covered with evergreens.
need not tell yon that this was in con
tlnaous use, and even a shower in the
afternoon did not stop . the dancing.
Other tents furnished meals and pro-
visions and things that were not pro
visions. A brass band was in attcn
dance and a foot and horse race enliven
ed the occasion. A party of fifteen filled
with the spirit of , sang The Star
8pangled Banner," "Wide Wide River,"
."Noah and his Ark," "Q olden Slippers"
and twenty-seve- n other pieces. Bat for
the miserable musqnitoes the pleasure
would have been unalloyed. Whoever
invented musquitoes certainly waa out
of a job. I suppose they meant to show
ua that they could aspire to aa great a
height as a steamer. A heavy rain
