A Dfarrow EaeaM.
Topeka Commonwealth ; Hon. D. W.

Houston, of Garnett, came in from New
Mexico Monday morning. Lieut. Gov.
Finney and wife and Mis. Gen. CUtpp
came as far as Emporia snd went down
tbe M K. A T. R. R. home. Gen. Clapp
remained in New Mexico in chance of
his mines. Col. Houston says that the
Indians' raid was a successful one, they
killing sixty-thre- e men and two women,
ravishing the latter and carrying into
captivity two women and four children.

'Others may bave been killed, but
they could count up. but sixty-fiv- e.

They got away with 400 horses and
mules, four or five thousand dollars in
money that they know of and probably
more. They bave all left tbe Teriitory
aod are bock in Old Mexico with the
plunder.' The ladies of the party were
left at Socorro, while the men went to
their mines in tbe DeGhatta Mountains.
On their return they camped at Spring
Canyon, twenty miles from Socorro,
when Finney and Clapp went into that
place to bring out the ladies. They
were to go out Saturday morning but
got ready and came to the camp Friday
evening, mis propauiy sayeo; tlieir
lives, as between Socorro, and the camp
five men were killed Saturday morning.

Early Saturday morning, and before
tbey bad beard of the massacre, Finney
and Clapp went ont twelve miles to a
camp. Alter tbey baa gone a man came
in and informed Colonel Houston and
tbe ladies of tbe massacre. They ini
mediately changed their camp higher up
the canon with some miners, where tbey
found Prof. Snow and bis party. This
again saved their Jives it is supposed,
The Colonel says the Indians scalped
none of the slain, which is something
new in Indian warfare, but they mutil
ated their bodies terribly.

Colonel Houston left yesterday for
home. The railroad is now open and
running to Albuqurque.
