TIIK FIRfiT NKWH. - :

The first Intelligence of the disaster was
brought to Emporia Thursday night by
Messrf, N. F. Aus and Calvin Severy,
wbo huidtb.nc frntri lie edge of ltietorni
Their statements, full of serious portent
as they were, yet failed to disclose the
terrible reality as it was revealed to
those who promptly repaired to the
scene of disaster, to render what aid was
in their ower to give. Messrs. Severy
and Auies brought the news that Mr,

French' house, old Firey place, which
seems to have been the ceutcr of a whirl
ing vortex, warentirely demolished, and
that in the accumulated debris either
killed or wounded, were confined the
hodits uf several of the eleven persons
who were on the premises at the time.
Drs. Ilihben, Stover, Sherbourne and
others were notified and immediately
started to the place. It was also learned
that Mrs. W. F. Ewing had licr face se
vcrely gashed, being thrown by the force
of the storm against a barbed wire fence
a Utile - distance to the west of Mr,
Ames residence. The experience of

and the ladies who were with them,
Mrs. Ewing and Miss Anna Goddard,
was, to my the least, somewhat singular.
This party, ut the time the storm was
impending, were on their way to Amer-icu- s,

in response to invitations to at-

tend a wedding nt that place. ' The ve
hicle occupied was Mr. Warwick's large
two-seate- d carriage, which, just after
they had passed Mr. Ames', was sudden
ly, though gently, overturned by the
force of the storm. Messrs. Kwing and
Severy directed their attention to pre
venting the horses from being thrown
against the barbed-wir- e fence close to
which they were, while the ladies ef
fected aa exit from the rear of the car-
riage. All succeeded in getting on the
side of thc ieucc .opposite, i .the, wind
except Mrs. Ewing, who, thoughitlinging
to a pott, was repeatedly dashed against
the fence, her forehead being cut by the
wire quite painfully. Meanwhile both
team and caFringe and Messrs. Ewing
and Severy a little distance off seem
to have been lifted orer the fence and roll-e- d

in a northeasterly direction towards
a ravine some thirty or forty yards dis-

tant, the carriage being completely de--

molashed in the rapid transit. On the
return of the gentlemen, as soon as the
fury ot the storm had somewhat sub
sided and the situation could be under-
stood by the aid of the lightning flashes,
the party succeeded In

' reaching Mr,
Ames' and the two gentlemen, as above
mentioned, started to Emporia on foot,
running nearly all the distance. They
were overtaken soon nftcr starting Iiy
Mr. French, then on his way
for aid. Jle detailed to them
the occurrences at his house, and
having run from his place, he was too
much exhausted to complete the journey
to Emporia but stopped at one of the
rcfddences along the roud.

AT HE. FUKSfll'S nousBK
the scene of the saddest of the ' storm's
devustatiou, even on Friday morning.
lifter the bodies of the dead and in
in red had liecu removed, was heart
rending in the extreme. A large num
her of persons were gathered there as
sisting in removing the shattered debris,
and endeavoring to. preserve from furth
er destruction the few pitiful remnants
of household furniture that remained,
but everywhere were the evidences
of total wreck. Out buildings, hay
stacks, fences, residence were all de-

stroyed and for nearly a fourth of a mile
to the eastward were scattered the shiv-
ered splinters of boards and furniture
blown thither by the wind,". About
forty rods northeast of the house was a
dead horse that had 1ecn tied in the
stables and not far distant a calf killed
by the storm. Hut saddest and most
pitilul of all was the record of-tlcs- th

and injury. The houic was occupied at
the time of tho tornado by eleven per
sons representing three families. Of
these Mr. and Mrs. Richards were both
tied ridden, Mr. Richards ' be
ing sick with bilious ' fever.
Their little balic, Alta May
Richards, aged ten months, a beauti
ful, fine, healthy child to whom only
last week was awarded the first premium
at Tub News baby show, was found In
its lied, dead in the debris. The parents,
though both unfit for the removal,
were brought into town to the residence
of Dr. Sherburne, and the body of the
babe, as also the hotly of Mrs. Newby,
were taken to Clark's undertaking es- -

tablishment to be prepared for burial.
MK. AND MBS. NKWBY,

a young couple, not long since from In
diaua, were both crushed by the falling
timbers, Mrs. Newby being killed,
and her husband having his hip
bone broken and being other-
wise severely w injured. lie S was
taken to Mr. . Ames', where. ' he
ia now being cared for. Mr. and Mrs.
French had just returned from town
when the storm liegan. They occupied
the easl part of the house, and were,
when it blew over, attempting to hold
Uie door to prevent the wind Trout effect-

ing an entrance. The-- house seems to
have lieen raised and blown over their
heads, the storm striking it first from,
west, and then whirling around front the
south. Their little girl, Edith Bradford
French, aged nine years, was killed by
the whirling ma'terial as it blew back
from the east, making three persons in
all killed at this residence. Mr. French's
twu little boys were, both somewhat,
though '. not seriously, ' bruised.

The first bulkl ing reached in this scene
of destruction is the school house, which
the storm seems to have struck from the
northwest, while the ruins of the bouse
occupied by , Mr. J. D. Simmons are all
blown towards the northeast, indicating
that the two storms met in this vicinity.
The material of the fallen buildings Is

less scattered and r shattered her th;in
farther west, though the work of devas-
tation lacks little in its completeness.
Th ruins of the school house shows
niunber of desks and several articles of
apparatus but little injured, and some
material that perhaps can
be - used . . again. , Among other
thinirs is a lamp with chim
ney unbroken that singularly escaped
destruction in the falling. -

The house occupied by
MR. 3. D. SIMMONS,

south of the school house, and owned by
F. E. Smith, was a one story frame with
stone chimney and basement cellar. Mr.
and Mrs. Simmons, with a grown son
and daughter, comprise the family, the
parents only being home at tho time of
the catastrophe. They were seated in
the basement, but at the time the house
blew over both had gone to the south
side of the room, he to close the door
which had blown open, and she to pro
core some matches, else they must both
Inevitably have been struck by the stones
of the falling chimney. The household
furniture here and provisions are badly
scattered, but at the time the reporter
visited the scene be found Mr. Simmons
pouring out a jug of molasses to send
to a less fortunate neighbor. Leaving
this, along the road leading to

T. J Herriman, which he and his son
and daughter were occupying. No one
hurt and no stock lost.

an excellent, well finished, two story
house, which is unroofed, the upper
story being nearly all carried off, while
an entire side Of.onc room below is also
blown down. The stables, cattle sheds,
tool house, buggy shed, granary and oth
er appointments of a well improved
farm" are almost " entirely " ruined ;

and the loss of the family ia cloth ing,
carpets, household furniture, etc., is
also very considerable. Mr. Humph-
rey said $3,000 would not begin to cover
tho loss. He and his lamily spent a
very disagreeable night in the corn
field, where they went for safety.

A little farther down is the house of
Mr. Butler which seems to have become
a sort of general

and refuge for this vicinity, as it was the
only one that escaped the destruction of
the storm so far as to be habitable. Last
night twenty persons stayed there, and
today we found lour injured members
of the family of Mr. Jurens, resident of
the old Yahn place. Mr. Butler's gran-
ary. barn and iiaystacks were badly
damaged.

WELDON BREWER, '

a colored man, living next to the
ford was a heavy sufferer, though
fortunately ho , and his family
escaped unhurt. ' The old slaughter
house on his premises, which he used as
a tobacco house has at last ended its
career, while his dwelling house is en
tirely overthrown,' its two parts, one
log and ono frame bcingblown in differ-
ent directions. He was about preparing
to build an addition to his house, which
bo will now erect at once. Ilis family
of eight persons took refuge in a cave he
had built, and only tho day before had
rebanked with earth.

The family of
E. Ii. JURENS

are in a pitiable condition. Their
house was not only destroyed with most
of its coutcnts,' but nearly every mem-
ber of the family sustained more or less
physical injury. The most seriously in
jured is Christian Brown, a boy about
fourteen years old, who is being raised
by Mr. Jurens. Dr. Wright, who was
called Thursday night and is attending
him, states that his scapula is fractured
and probably five of his ' ribs
on the right side fractured. Mr.
Jurens sustained severe bruises on the
head and two small children are some-
what painfully, though not seriously.
hurt

ON THE NEOSHO,
which the storm seems to have followed,
the house of Tolbert Childers, an em.
ploy of Thk News office, was blown to
fragments and he and his family barely
escaped being tahen wilh it by going to
a cave This . is the second disaster
of this kind which. Mr. Childers has
sustained.

A large barn - belonging to Joseph
Peak was demolished, and it is reported
that one or two of his horses were killed.
The houses of two of his sons were also
badly wrecked.

A . fine - new carriage belonging
to ' Robert Roberts was ; hoplessly
damaged by the falling of the shed in
which it was standing.

the house of Guy Service was unroofed
and other damage was done about the
premises.' '

tA. Atkinson's house was blown to
pieces and nothing is left but the foun
dation to mark the spot where it stood.

The Roes Howell place ' suffered se
verely, the damage to the house and
premises Deing estimated at over a
thousand dollars, and two of the chil
dren, Rich and Mollie, sustained pain
rul injuries.

; AAKOX M CLUCK,

who was driving along the road a short
distance north of town wss caught in
the gale and had his leg broken.

A large barn belonging to 8 P. Cady,
who lives on the Barliagame road, is
said to have bee destroyed, aad there
are rumors to the effect that George
Plumb's sheep corral was blows to pieces.
. Many other stories are afloat regarding
the destruction of property in different
parts of the country, but those detailed

ibove are the only cases-o-f we
have ' positive knowledge.; jtt this
writing. The storm was ' probably
more destructive in its effects than any
that has visited this section since the al

terrible tnrnado of 1878, and was attend-
ed with much more fatal results than the
cyclone of last June.

TUE STORM SOUTHWARD.

Between Emporia and Howard the
storm Thursday expended itself in an
unusnally heavy full or rain, accom-
panied by the most ' viyid lightning, but
was not attended by loss of life as far as

byreported and there was no hurricane. -

At Fullcrton, a station a ' few miles
south of Madison, the lightning struc
the building of Messrs. Marshall &
Johnson, tearing a hole in the roof, but
doing no further damage, not even
harming any member of a family occu-
pying the upper floor. - i , i,

The " rainfall - was - immense, the
streams south of Eureka being out of
their banks and at the railroad bridges
the water was nearly up to the stringers
and in some places the embankments
were badly washed and in a more or
less dangerous condition.

ii MORST ABOUT THE STORM. i
iHeports of the havoc wrought bj the

storm of Thursday night still continue
to come in and show that the damage is
much greater and extends over a wider
territory than wss at first supposed. ;;

Arthur Payne, living on a quarter sec
tion of school land near Horton station,
writes to a gentleman in this city that
his house was badly wrecked, his wife
seriously injured, and that he is greatly
in need of assistance.

George Plumb, it is said by one of his
neighbors, has lost five hundred
sheep, and his wool cup, which, was
stored ia a building demoralized by the
storm, was so saturated with water that
the fleeces had to be untied and spread
out to dry.' ' i s ''

The frame work of a house in process
of construction, belonging to Mr. Wil
liamson, on Badger creek, was badly
twisted and taken from the foundation

The barn ot Edward Gaugban, on
Duck creek, was blow to pieces, and
the house of C. J. Reynolds, in the same
neighborhood, was completely demol
ished.

A house belonging to a Mr. Afton,
living near the Cady place, on the Bur.
lingame road, was blown down, and
several of Mr. Codv's horses, in additicn
to a valuable one which he has already
lost, are seriously injured.

Mrs. Judge Uuggles was caught on
the prairie near her farm on the Neosho,
and thrown from her buggy into the road.
The horse she was driving became de
tached from the vehicle and stood quietly
beside her near the fence, which she
sought as the only available shelter, and
thus afforded her some protection Against
the storm. The carriage waslifted from
the ground and tarried some .little dis
tance and at latest accounts was im
paled in a fence post." ' ' ' '

THE STORM ELSEWHERE.
Commonwealth: The storm which

visited many portions of Kansas Thurs-
day afternoon and evening was very
disastrous in many places. The wires
are down in many directions, so that it
has been impossible to obtain all the de
tails even at this time. A special from
Manhattan, published elsewhere, gives a
short account of the damage done there.

Three cars were blown from the track
near Pcterton, whilo the telegraph poles
were blown down between Peterton and
Barclay, on the Bants Fe road. At
Osage City several buildings in process
of erection were blown " down or un
roofed. ' Many of the telegraph poles
were broken and several buildings un
roofed or demolished at Barclay.

At , ' Lawrence hailstones weighing
over a pound fell in some places, break.
ing windows, demolishing window shut
ters, killing poultry and doing other
damage. A very high wind accom
panied the storm, blowing down trees,
unroofing houses, blowing in gables,
tumbling over . barns and carrying de
struction everywhere. ..:

It seems to have been an old fashioned
Kansas clyelone.

A number of houses at Reading were
blown over and other damage done-

Many houses were blown down and
unroofed, death and destruction being
everywhere visible along the track of the
storm, in the Cottonwood Valley.

At Abilene the Presbyterian church
was demolished, while the whole coun-
try was deluged with water. This
church was erected in 1876 and cost five
thousand dollars. Other buildings were
more or less injured. . ,

The storm seemed to be general
throughout the State, but assumed cy
clonic proportions at wide intervals.
These storms are entirely too numerous
in the west for either peace or comfort.
