JUDGE HORTON ON THE FPRO-
HIBITORY AMENDMENT.

An address was delivered recently st
Effingham, Altchison county, by Albert
H. Horton, thesubject being “Obedience
to the Law the Daty of the Citizen.”
The address bore upon the question of
prohibition in Kansas, bul wns not 5o
much in the nature of s discussion of the
expediency of that means of iemperance
reform as the pecessity cxisting of as
careful an enforcement of the prohibitory
law as of any other statule of the com-
monweslth. His address embraced a
clear and thorongh review of (he siiua-
tion sod his position on the jssuein
point is plainly set forth in the follow.
ing extract from his speech:

The government under which we live
is 80 constructed that disobedience to its
orders or mandates ean never be justifia.
ble. It pot only springs from lle peo-
ple, but refers back all its powers to
them st so frequent intervals, that it can
noever misrepresent them or thwart their
withes, 80 as o make violotion or diso-
bedience of law uoder any circumsiances
proper. Every two yzars wecan chunge
the whole bouse of representatives of
our legisiature; every foor yeurs we
change the entire scnate of our stste,
and every two years we can clect un en-
tire new sel of executive state officials,
More than this, if aoy provision of our
constitution requires addition, modifica.
tion or repeal, we can by a vote of the
peonple er the rules and regulations
provided for in our constituhion mske
such additions, modifieations or repeal
as the people of the state shall demand.,
It therefore becomes oor duty as citizens
loyal 10 our state, loyal 10 the
communities in  which we live
and Joyal to ourselves, to Keep in
remembrance the character of our gov-
ernment, the relations we occupy 1o-
wards it, and to yield complete obedi-
ence Lo vur constitution sud the laws, to
respect the authority that attempts to
uphold 1he constitution aoad enforce the
laws, adopted in nccordsnce with its
lerms. tere ia po clear puthway to
trend in these matters except 1o follow the
one which is lighted by the constilution
and leads up o the enforcement of the
Iaws. In brief, obedience 1o the Inw 18

repeal all existing law without violence
