EVENING SESSION.

The evening program consisted of re.
ports from delegates 1o the Inter-Nation-
ul convention, held at Toronto last June,
of an address on the “Relation of the
Bunday School to the Family, the
Church and the State,” and of gencral
remarks by prominent workers in the
Sunday school csuse. The house was
well filled, the aitendance being even
larger than that of the evening before.
The first speaker was Rev. W. D. Wil
liams, of Sterling, who described in =
very eloquent manner, the grand gather-
ing of delegates from all parts of the
christian world at the Toronto conventioa
in whose delibarations he had the priv-
ilege to participate. His address was
highly polished and showed very fine
oratorical powers. He was followed by

REV. D. C. MILNER,
of Ouaws, who, ss a delegale to the
same convantion, set forth in an exceed-
ingly effective manner the workings of
that body, relating many incidents in
proof of his position that the Suonday
school work is clsiming the thought
and attention of many of the most prom-
inent men of this and other countries.
In this connection a letter received dur.
ing the session of the convention from
our mariyred president, James A.
Garfield, expressing the regret
which he felt in view of his in.
ability to respond to the invitation ask-
fng him to be present and affirming his
deep interest in the cause, waa read and
listened t0 with tearful interest. Mr.
Milner's address was extremely well
timed, and the vigor and felicity with
which he madehis points enlisted the
closest interest of his sudience.

After an appropriate hyma, Rev. 0. J.
Cawls, of Topeks, esme forward and
inan able manner elucidated (he relation
of the Sunday school to the church, the
state and the family. He tcok the posi-
tion that as the church sustains the reln-
tion of & parent to the Sunday sehool
the lstter has the same ¢lalm 1o main.
tenance upon the charch that a child
has upon its parents; that as we do not
treat our ehildren like tramps, but phare
with them all the good things that our
bhomes afford, even so the churches should
throw open their best rooms to the Sun-
day school and otilize all the atiractions
within their reach to draw the youth to.
ward this nursery of the sanctuary. God
gives the Bunduy school to the church
for the conquest of the world. The men
of the future are the boys of to-day.
What the BSundsy school, which
supplemeants instead of supplaating, the
the work of the family makes our youth
the state will be. The power which is
vested in the chureh by the Mnastitution
of the Bunday school, if rightly applied,
is the grand force wunder God which
will evangelize the world. The foreible
and admirable address of Rev. Cowls
was followed by a discassion of the
question of “What to Teach and How
to Teach,” by
MR. WM. REYNOLDS,
whose talk in the aternoon so completely
took the convention by storm. This fresh
draft uwpoan his resources showed
bhim fully equal to the require-
meaks of the occasion, and
for more than half an hour he held
the absorbing attention of the audience
by one of the most powerful appeals in
behalf of the gospel and its saving in-

fluences as com with the beggarly
clements of ellty, that 1t has ever

been the privilege of an Emporia audy-
ence to hear, The duty imposad upon
Christ's followers of proclaiming the
great truths laid down in God's word,
not only in the Sandsy school and from
the pulpit, but in their dally lives, and
the Importance to the vindica.
tion of Christianity that its professors
should be living epistles known and
read of all men, were set forth with an
carnestness that touched every heart.
Upon the conclusion of Mr. Reynolds'
remarks, the meeting adjourned for the
evening with & closing bymn and the
benediction, and everyone present de.

Lawrence was sclected as the place for
the nextconvention. Ancflort o change
the time of holding the next meeling
was lhe occasion of several motions,
much debating and voting, but it all re-
sulted in leaving the time as it js, Octo-
ber 1.

Dr. Cordley oponed the discussion oa
the topic: “Obstacies 1o greater success
1a Sanday school work and how to re-
move them,” which were outlined as
follows:

1. The light cstimate placed upon the
work by professed Clristians. They
speak well of it, they admire it, but
they do pot sustain it heartily, nor send
their children regularly to it .

2. The scarcity of good, faithful teach-
ers. There are some faithful opes, but
there are oo many who are not faithfual.
Spasmodic teachers always spoil their
classes.

How to meet the difficulties, is a
question:

1. We must have beller schools. We
must swaken enthusissm. Buaonday
#chools must do goad work to be appre-
ciated.

2. We must give more time to the
work. We must give lme (o make
some progress. Our pupils must feel
that they are going forward. Here we
may learn something from our graded
schools. Let us grade our BSundsy
sehools,.. Let boys go into the bible
class, so they can feel that they are do-
ing something besides going to Bunday
school., Cun we not do something in
the way of grading our schools? Our
national committee must do something
more than 1o grind the old meal over
and over. The specch was a pithy one.

Dr. Jongs spoke oo “The Defects in
Knnsas Sabbath schools.”” Defects are
not the proger things to have in Sunday
schools. But I presume we have them.

1. As workers too maoy of us fail to
appreciate the object of the work.

2. This leads to a loose method of
teaching. We fail 10 teach like we ap-
preciate the great iruths we pretend to
teach. In this way we fail toimpress the
pupils with the truths of the gospel. A
preacher once said that the father of the
prodigal son had kept the futted calfa
dozen years on purpose for the return of
bis wayward son. See the carclessness
here.

3. There is too much formality in Hit-
tle things.

4. There is not enough preparation 1o
teach. We go to the class empty of the
real lesson.

5. We never change. We go over the
lessons in the old way, over and over, as
Dr. Cordley suggested. The boy can go
to slecp or play and know the lesson we
teach. Ife is never startled with a new
thought. The remedies for these delects
are: Farst, absolute consecration to the
work : second, then Jet the Holy Ghost
come upon you and your preparation
and teaching of the lesson. The Re
vealer takes the deep things of God and
shows them unto us; third, we need an
element of worship in all our school ex
ercises.

T. B. Bweel then read a telegram from
Withita saying there hmd been seven
convictions for violating the liguor law,
with more to foflow. The long meter
doxology was sung lustily, and an aa.
swer dispatched H. G.Juckson, D. D,
of Kansas City, was introduced and
spoke words of encouragement. Hecon-
gratulated us for the temperance as well
as for the Bunday school work., The im-
portant thing in the Sabbath school is
the teaching. We are here to learn best
how to teach God's word. The speaker
thought if proper care was given to the
“Church Encampment” organized in
this state better results could be secured.
The teacher must know more than he
proposes to teach. There must be meth-
od in the matter taught. AstheSpanish
proverb has it “take the skillet by the
handle.” We must have good methods
of teaching or fail,

W. H. Reed, of Kansas City, was ecall-
ed out, and under the inflaenceof a chill
said one of the difficulties in Missouri
waslaziness. Thinkof a lazy Christian;
but we have them. Another defect is
the contemptible stinginess. He knew
& Methodist ‘“cavorter” who is
worth thousands of dollars, who
wears blue jean pants, anod pays less
than ten dollars a year to the support of
the whole church work. Another class
is oo ignorant to know where to find
the Second Gospel of Luke. Another,
and the meanest class of all, are the
grumblers. Grumbling Christisns and
preachers if they get to heaven at all
will get there by the exemption act.
But we are going to put these all out,
we will. We can do all things through
Him that strengtheneth us. Heed al-
ways brings the house down.

AFTERNOON SBESSION.

Devotional exercises were conducted
by Rev. Bosworth, of Atchinson.

In the abseuce of Dr. Lackey the first
topic for discussion was laid over, and
the second topic, “Bunday School Libra-
ries and Papers'™ was taken up and dis-
cussed by Dr. Jackson, of Kansas City.
The speaker was inclined to believe that
books were not so good for city schools
as good Sunday school papers. The
story books in the libraries are not very
instructive, but some of them are very
sensationnl, DBut we mut in some way
counteract the influence of the nickle
novels of the day. But the parents ought
to know what books their children are
reading. Read the book yourself and
know whether your boy is reading a
good book or not. Country schools no
doubt had better haye library books.
Bat after all the children must have
their papers. They can take papers
home and keep them.

The rain prevented a general rally of
the boys and girls, o0 it was concluded,
in “1ilinois style,” to have an balf hour
devoted to the children. The boys and
girls came to the front while the old
people went to the rear. Mr. Reed, of
Kansas City, was requested to conduct
the singing. “Hold the Fort” was sung
and Rev. Milper led in s short prayer.
“We Praise Thee, O God" was sung, and
then Rey. Willians, of Brerling, made
the first speech. He caused the listle
ones 1o lell what it was 1o be good and
get good. The first thing in Iife is to be
good ; then to do good.

Wm. Reynolds, of Peoria, Illinois,
made the second speech. A boy said
Mr. R. came five hundred miles to speak

A to the children. He said yes, and made

just such a speech as children delight
to hesr. The boy knlied the goslings
because be believed they would make
ganders. We are nol going to kil you,
but we are golog to teach you how two
be good men. Bad hearts make bad
men. My waich got slow once and the
train left me. I had the ioside of my
watch fixed, sod then it kept good time.
Boys want to be fixed inside. He tried
to keep two boys from fighting, but he
failed because the boys had bad hearts
in them.

Bring out the
facts. Are there difficulties in the les-
sont Bring them out. Briog out an
outling, an original outline of the lesson.
Give time for mutual helping one an-
other in the lesson.

J. F. Culver was given ten minutes on
“Finunces and Collections.” Finanees
want o be handied as » means ol grace.
There ought to be a specific object in
view. Keep the matter straight as a
line. No carelessnesson this point. The
children ought to know what money is
raised for, and what it is payed out for.
Try to get the object of the collection
upon the hearts of Lhe contributors.

Rev. Milner, of Ottawa, spuke on

ties in the Sanday BSchool® In the
aversge Bunday school one society is
enough, but we want that one society to
be infused with the missionary and tem.
perance spirit. First let us look near
home, and then look abroad. Home
missions and foreign missions together.
But Le gave the temperance causs em-
phasis. He was willing to ride the tem-
perance hobby. We want to educate,
educate, EDUCATE the boys and girls on
the temperance question; teach boys
and girls to hate intemperance. Let us
educate our children to maiatain pro-
bibitory laws. Let us tesch them so
that they will stand up agaiost & wrong.
Try toget backbone into them. Let
418 teach them to hate heer and tobacco,
to. The magic arrow in the hands of
childrena ean smite this great serpent.

R. B. Foster discussed the question
“The Peculiar Difficalties of Country
Sunday Schools.” First, the poor
houses and furniture. Country schools
have, as a rule, in the northwest of Kan-
8as, very poor houses, muny being sod
houses. Second, poor teachers. There
is a poor chance to draw out good teach-
ers. Third, a more serious matter is to
bave no teschers st all. He finds it jm-
possible in some places o get leachers
at all. Too much “I wont™ conscience.
There 15 o great indifference upon the
part of parents, and the indifference of
professed christiane. There are profess-
ed christians who donot care for Sunday
schools. Teo much indifference w the
thought of improvement. Too much in-
difference to punctuality of time. The
disposition to support union schools.
He believed in union schpols, but in
denominational schools more. The
Sunday school and church want to run
on the same line, which cannot always
be in union schools. -

Mr. Reynolds called atiention to th
base litearature which was going into
the haods of boys and girls. Let us
counteract, by a circulating library, this
pernicious reading. Mr. Cook is pub-
lishing some very cheap books, but good
ones, which help in this work. Mr. Hen.
dy has read the books, and knows them
10 be good.

Mr. jHumble bicieved we ought to
patronize our own denominational liter-
ature. We want to teach our children
the doctrines we believe.

Mrs. Clark thought we could not do too
much in the way of mission work. Let
every Sunday school be a missionary so-
ciety. 5

Mr. Iaskell believed the difflculties of
the city schools to be as great as those
of the country. They are of a different
kind but just as formidable.

Mr. Page deplored the fact that city
children had their minds preoccupicd
with other things than scripture truths
It is hard to displace the bad and put
the good in its place. Doxology sung:

EVENING SESSION.

“Rock of Ages” was sung, and Rev.
Bosworth led the devotions.

Rev. IR, Cordley reid some resolutions
which were adopted.

Rev. Milner read the following reso-
tions which were unanimously adopted,

Resoleed, That liguor selling is the

reat crime of our age; that the use of
atoxicating drinks is one of the great
est sins of vur age; that total abstinence
is the one true and ssfe rule: that as
Sunday School workers we will endenv-
or to inculcate the prineiple in all pur
schools, and form their characters in
harmony with true temperapce prino-
ciples; that we believe in moral sua
sion, and the brioging to bear of all
Christian infiluences in reclaiming man-
kind from this terriblecurse ; but as mor-
al sunsion has been found insufficient to
stop larceny and other great crimes and
thereby mlia secure our lives and prop-
perity, so it has been found insufficient
1o eradicate the great crime of liquor
selling; that in each of these o
moral sussion needs to be added the
strong arm of the law; that as Kansans
and christian workers we stand by our
constitutional amendment and prohibi-
tory liquor law and pledge ourselves to
use all honorable means 10 aid in 118 en-
forcement ; that we abhor the lawless
spirit that is manifested by liqaor deal-
ers and their sympathizers in their de-
fiance of law; that we deplore the dis-
position of some witnesses and jurors
to perjure themselves in order to shield
criminals in our midst.

Rezolved, This convention views with
deep concern and alarm the increasing
desecration of the Sabbath by railroads
in the running of Sunday trains; that
we deprecate this as a violation of
God's law, & greivious wrong to the em-
ployes who are thus robbed of a das
of rest, and a disturbance to the Sab
quiet of every communmity through
which these roads pass; that we earnest-
Iy snmt.nﬁu %ﬁl mannagers of these t
an gential corporatigus to wi w
from their roads all p?li:mlny work,
except that of absolule necessily;

Youthful Horse Thioves.

On the night of the 10th of October

Topekn Capital: Mrs. Comstock amd
Miss Laura Haviland, the two noble
Quaker ladies who have done so much
for the eolored exodusters, arrived in the
city from the east Thursday, and Fridsy
morning granted a brief interview toa
Capital reporter. They represent the
colored people as getting slong very
succeassfully. Excepl in a few localities
they will be able to get through the
winter without any assistance. The
society of Friends have estabhshed an
industrial institution for them in Cher-
okee county, which was opened last
April. Over $10,000 has been donated
already. There is a section of land con-
nected with the school, and whenever a
colored man comes after help they put
kim to work to camn it. Another simi-
lar institution is soon to be started in
Labette county.

There are & number of old, decrepit
colored people in North Topeka who
were left destitute when the barracks
were abandoned, and these ladies are to-
day making an effort to have them cared
for at the county poor hoase.
