certain removals from and make room
for other willing patriols with a “stal
wart" support, has set an army of office
seckers, and indeed the whole country,
to thinking again concerning the pur
posc and policy of the President in the
administration of the patronage of his
office. The collectorship of internal
revenue in the distriet in Pennsylvania
in which Pittsburg is situsted is an oft
fice in point. It is given out that Sens.
tor Cameron and a Piusburg delegation
waited on the President and ssked for
the removal of Collector Davis and the
appointment of Mr. Case in his stead,
and that the Prusident declined to grant
the request, This is regarded as sigaifi
cant because of the conuvection of
the name of Scenator Cameron with the
request. It may safely be predicted that
n large number of newspapers of the
half-breed persussion will presently be
saying sgreeable things concerning Pres.
ident Arthuc; that a large nomber of
men in office will feel a sense of
Lempo! relief from snxisly
and that = large number of
men out of office will remodel thelr
plans for getting in, in consequence of
the impression that will be conveyed hy
this little circumstance, and by some re-
marks which the President is said to
liave made concerning his general pur-
pose as to removals. There will be
those who will mistakenly believe that

in the White Iouse for a guarter of
n century.  In shory, he is worldly,
and calcalating and farsighted. Whoen
he entered upon the dutics and respon-
sibilitics of the Presideney, it was not
without an intelligent look into the fuo.
tare snd not  without an inwlligent
weighing of lbe propricties of exceutive
copduct. When execative duijcs were
assumed upder sucrh solemn eircum.
stapces, Prosident Arthnr delibernitely
and carcfully marked out for himseif
three distinetive lines of executive poli-
cy so far as that policy relates to the
distributton of patronage. To those,
with only oecasional cxceptions, the
Presideat hus consisiently adberad, snd
will continue to adberc.
In the first place, President Arthur
determined to renew the anpointinents
of his immediate prediecessor, Presidont
Garfield. This was politie, and it must
not be forgotten that Arthur s a poli
tician. It was alzo respeciful and con-
siderate of his predecessor's memory.
President Arthur teok the nominations
of the late President Garfield in o body
and without quoestion, and made them
his own. Though totally dilfering then
and now with the purposes and policies
of Garfield, Mr. Artlhur was nol so
dull as to furget the decencies of his po-
sition as the successor of an assassinated
president. He learned all the wishes
of his predeccssor touching appoint
ments which had been formally ex.
pressed, and made them his own,  This
was a piece of sagacious deference to the
personal and official desires of the mur.
dered president
In the sccond pluce President Archur
determined to make no sweeping re
movals from office on personal, political,
or other grounds, such as would invite
the indigonation of the country. He did
nol choose to appear as a factional revo-
lutionist. I have reason to belicve that
the president declared his purpose to
be to make no removals i1l the assem-
bling of congress. If be Ladstuck to this
lau:pou.'. it would nhave been eminent
y creditable and in harmony with this
general feature of his administration.
In the third place, President Arthur
bas a policy of his own. He has ob.
scrved the propricties with great consid-
eration as to the pomination made by
Lis predecessor, snd he has refused 1o
meke sweeping removals  withont
cause till the asscmbling of con
gress. The appointments (o be made in
the future, however, will be his own ap-
pointments. They will be as Mr. Ar.
thar's &ppoinlmenu. and the appoint-
ment his personal and pelitical
friends will only be made when they are
also his own. Afier congress geis 1o
work President Arthur will make his
own sdministration. He will select his
own agents, and he will select them
from among his own fricuds. Decause
his met are not those of the mest-
axe, thase of the cimetes, it need not be
supposed thst he is upable to decapi-
tate here and there. e will not
guilty of political brutality, for heis a
polit but be will accomplizh his
As s mnutter of fuct, he is a
ar stronger executive and administra-
tive man than Garfield was, and he will
be at least as faithful to his fricnds as
Garficld was to his friends. Little ru-
mors touching certain officers need not
disturb the publie conviction that the
half-breeds will be iavited into the

FOLGER"'S POLICY.

country may look for a very important
reduction of the debt withio a short
time. From thirty to fifty milliona of
dollars could be used at the present
time for this pu , without eripphng
the Treasury. sirong hass it been
made by its enormous receipts that
these same persons say Secretary Folger
will not call for bonds but will go iato
the market and buy them. It is under.
stood that Secretary Folger has directed
that a computalion be made by the
Actuary of the Treasury Department for
the purpose of ascertaining at what
preminm the Government can afford to
purchase 41 per cent. bonds instead of
callivg in the 31§ per cent. bonds and at
the same time protect the governmment
from a loss.

LOGAN INTERVIEWED.

T re
fused 1o gign 1t on the ground that I
knew nothing st all about the man.
This threw Guitenu inlo a rage again.
He drew himsell ap and with an orator-
ical flourish told me tliat he was Charles
Guitesu, lawyer and politician, and an
intimate fricnd of all the prominent
men of the Republican party, and for
me not to know him was w argue my-
gelf unknown, Ile gotso abusive that
I finally ordered him out of my rooms
and gave orders not to let him enter
neain.'

A Terrilie Explosion.
New Yorx, Nov. 22.—Early this
afllernoun a terrific explosion occurred
1n East 73d street, between 24 and 3d av-
enues, where Patrick Farley, s contrac-
tor, has been blasting rock. It was
caused by the carelessness of Patrick
Manahan, foreman, in hanging a number
of dynamite eartridges to dry on the
steamy pipe. The explosion shook the
eulire neighborhood, and wrecked the
windows and doors of fifty-five houses
adjacent. The flying glass, splinters,
and falling bricks and forniture, injured
several people. Manshan has been ar-
rested.
A Times reporter ssays that the in-
tensc cold Sunday night froze the cart-
ridges.  Yesterday morning Monahan
prepared and eapped sevea cartridges
and put them to thaw round the steam
pipe boiler, which furnished steam for
drilling. About 1 o'clock the men who
had been to dinner had prepared to re-
sume work. George Henry Beopeti,
who had charge of the drill, was going
to the drill when he saw smoke coming
up from one of the cartridges, and at the
same moment Monahan, who had just
come out of the excavstion, saw the
burping cartridges, and they both real.
ized what was about to occur, and run.
ning awsy, shouted loudly, “Run! save
{onru-lws, quick! All the workmen
eard the warning, and some of them
ran away, while olbers threw themselves
flat wpon the , and instantly,
when all were com vely safe, the
cartridges exploded, with a sound that
was beard all over the upper part of
the city. It was folt from Fifth avenue
o Eust river, and from Nioeteenth to
Bixticth strects. The explosion of the
cariridges made a sort of a crater, aboat
five feet in dinmeter and ten loches
deep. Tie inside wourkshed, which was
sitasted over the boller, was redueed 0
match-wood, apd the stcam atiachment,
which conveyed the power to the drill,
was swept away. Not one of the work.
men were injured. When the noise of
the explosion was over, cries of the dis-
aster and alarm and sccompanied by the
crash of the falies glass and woodwork
were heard in all directions in the Im-
medinte vicinity. In & few moments
thousands of people, allracted by the
explosion, swarmeil around the excava-
tion, and residents of more than sevenly
houses left thelr homes In fear. In sev-
ersl instances doors shut when the ex.
losion occurred and were wrenclhied off.
any window casings nnd shutlers were
broken and displaced the plaster from
ceilings. Probably a dozen windows
were wrecked in houses remote from the
scene of thie explosion.  In Fifth sveaue,
T0th street, 67th street and First avenue
damage was done to aboul
hougses.
