The message of President Arthur to

the forty-sevent- h congress is issued to
thu readers of Tiir News lo-da-y and is
worthy of their careful perusal. The
document Is able and comprehensive,
and embraces a careful review of our
foreign relations and honteaiTairs.show-Jn- g

undisturln-- relations of amity and
peace with all nations, a highly prosper-
ous cooditioo of the business interests
of the country, and the effective opera-
tion of the machinery or the govern-
ment in all departments of its service. '

The appropriate and pathetic tribute
to the memory of his lamented prede-
cessor with which President Arthur
opens bis message is in grateful harmony
with the dignity with which he has
borne his unsought honors and will tend
to strengthen the claim which he has es
tablished upon the confidence of the peo-
ple since his accession to the chief mag
istracy.

The message set forth the fact that
Respite the calamities which have char
acterized the year which is just drawing
to a close, the nation has been blessed
with plenteous harvests, its industries
have thrived and a general era of pros
perity prevails throughout the land. The
satisfactory condition of our loreign re
lations has stimulated commerce between
this country and the lands beyond the
sea, and the rapidly incrarslng demand
abroad lor American products is prov
ing a fruitful source of revenue to the
artivan and husbandman.

Tlie report of" the Secretary of the
Treasury reprccents s steady and rapid
decrease in the national debt, and shows
a highly gratifying condition of the pub.
lie finances. The President, among
other recommendations, thinks that the
time has come when the people may
justly demand some relief from their
present heavy burden of taxation and
that by the exercise of proper economy
in the departments of the public service
this may be effected. A revision of tho
tariff law is suggested, though the most
careful consideration of all conflicting
interests Involved in such a step iscoun
seled

In reviewing the report of the 6ecre.
tary of war, President Arthur very prop
erly suggests measures tor promoting
tne eincicocy or tne army by increas
ing the number of enlisted men
to 30,000, the maximum allowed by law,
a step which be regards necessary to
preserve peace and suppress disorder on
the frontier. He recommends legislation
to prevent intrusion upon lands set
apart for the Indiana, aud thinks there
should be a penalty of imprisonment in
such cases.
. The message strongly urges upon con
gress the great importance of a thorough
rehabilitation of our navy, a step which
It declare every consideration of na
tional safety, economy and honor imper
atively demands.

Tho preident declares that the suits
Instituted for the punishment of persons
accused of defrauding thu government
In. the matter of the star ronte cases
will be pushed with all possible dis-
patch, and that it will be the aim of the
present administration to protect the
government from a repetition of such
disgraceful swindles in the future

Tho development of the resources of
tho south by means of the industrial in-

terests which' are being so auccesfully
prosecuted in that section are noted
with apparent satisfaction in the mes-
sage, and the President congratulates
congress upon the era of good feeling
that has succeeded the spirit of hostility
which for so many years disturbed the
relations between the north and the
south.

The President concludes his excellent
messsge with the wise recommendation
to congress to observe a judicious econ
omy in the matter of its appropriations
and expresses the hope that the present
session may be fruitful of, results wfeich
will promote our national, prosperity,
and unite the whple pcoplo in the
achievement ot the.. highest and) best pos-
sibilities, attainable uuler trfic-- encourag
ing auspices of, a republican form of
government.

A SOUND CHARGE.
Ifor some days past much interest has

centered, oa the trial of Mrs. Elizabeth
Coleman,, of Hew York, charged with
the uvurdor of Charles. T. Coles, ot Min
er's theajrev in that city. The defense
wq conducted oa the. insanity plea, and
tho charge to the j ury, of Chief Justice
Noah Davis, who presided at the trial,
seemed so marked in its applicability to
the Guiteau. case,, that the whispered ex.
clauiationK"IIe is charging on the presl
dent's as&ussin," ran through the audi
enpe, making,, if possible,, the attention
to the language of the judge more ab
sorbing than it had, been before. The
chief justice, said t

"Insanity is usuollv BDokcn of both in
common language ami in tho books us a
aeiense to crime, but it is no defense,
because where insanity, recognized by
law, exists there can W no crime to de

fend. An insane persou is incapable of
crunc. lie is uevota botn lu morals and
in law of the elements essential to the
constitution of crime, and hence is an
object of pity and protection, and not
of punishment Therefore, whenever
it is established that a party accused
of crime was at the time of its alleged
commission insane within the estab- -
nsuea ruies oi criminal law, lie is
entitled to acquittal on the ground
of innocence, because of his
Incapacity to commit an offense.
However monstrous his physical net
may appeir, both humanity and thu law
revolt against the conviction and punish
ment of such a person. But insanity is
a conunion easily asserieu, and some-
times altogether too easily accepted.
nonce juries, wntte mey should be care-
ful to see to it that no really insano per
son is found guilty of crime, should be
equally careful that no guilty person
escapes under an pretext of
insanity, it is important tbat Juries in
trials of alleged crime should clearly un-
derstand what insanity is within tbe es
tablished rules of criminal law. With
out such rules the administration of
Justice in such cases would be dependent
upon the shifting caprices ofJudges,ortiie
equally substantial passions or preiu- -
dices of jurors. In this state the test 6f
responsibility for criminal acts whose
insanity is aatterted, is the,' capacity of
ue accuse! 10 aisunguisn neiwtt:u. ngnt

and wrong at the time and with, sespect
to uic act wnicn isiuesuDjectoi inquiry.
This rule is stated by the Xutbosi ties in
different farms, but, always m th same
substance. In one case was said the
inquiry is always brought down to a
single question 'of capacity to dis-
tinguish between right naVi wrong at the
time the act was done In the most au-
thoritative of English cases it is said it
must be clearly proved that at the time
of committing th offense the nartv ac
cused waa laboring nndcr such defect of
reason troui disease ot mind as not to
know the natwre and quality of the act
be waa doing, or if be did know it, that
ho did not know he was doing what was
wrong, and in a very late case
in our court of appeals the charge
in that language was held to present the
law correctly to the jury.

So yon will see that in this case the
firing by the prisoner of the shot by
which tbe deceased was killed being
proved and admitted, the question
whether the act was criminal depends on
your finding, as a matter of fact,whether.
at tne time or doing the act, the prisoner
knew what she was doing, and that she
was doing wrong; or, in other words.
did she know that she was shooting the
deceased, and that such shooting was a
wrongful act r ii ane aid Know tnese
things her alleged insanity is not estab-
lished within the roles of the law, how.
ever much you may be convinced that
she acted under intensest emotional ex-

citement or however fully she believed:
she was justified in avenging her own.
wrongs, or however much you may
think the deceased was deserving of pun
isnment ineaoctrineuiata criminal act
may be excused upon tbe nation of an
irresistible impulse to commit it, when
the offender has tbe ability to discover
his legal and moral duty in respect to it,
has no place In law. And there is no
form of insanity known to law as aabietd
for an act otherwise criminal, in which
the faculties are so disordered or derang-
ed that a man, though he perceives the
moral quality of his acta is wrong, is
unable to control inem, and is urged by
some mysterious pressure to. the com-
mission of the act, the consequences, of
which he anticipates and knows.

If the criminal law has been properly
Interpreted by the able gentlemen quot
ed above, the pivotal question in all
cases where alleged Insanity is set up in
defense ofcrime is.: Did tbe person doing

Uave sutilcienl judgment to know what
he was doing and that it was wrouic to
do it? The fair application of this le
gitimate test in the case of Guiteau can
lead but to one conclusion, and that is
the establishment of bis guilt. During
the entire course of the wearisome trial
which is now pending at Washington
against the assassin of James A. Garfield
there has not been a scintilla of evidence
adduced to disprove the almost univer-
sal belief that Guiteau, when be shot
down tbe President on the morning
of the second day of Jnly, did

'not fully realize the enormity
of his act and appreciate its probable
consequences The cool deliberation
with which he planned the murder, and
tbe rational measures taken by him for
his subsequent escape, proclaim in the
most unmisakable manner his thorough
apprehension of the moral complexion
of the deed at the time of its commis
sion and brings him within the limit of
the law as set forth by Judge Davis and
other equally eminent jurists

It remains to be seen whether Judge
Cox, in his charge to tbe jury in the Gui
teau case, will place the same construe
tion upon tbe criminal code in its rela
tion to the plea set up in defense of the
assassin as that employed by Chief Jus
tice Davis; and yet, it would seem that
there can lie no other tenable interpreta-
tion of the law in his case. Any other
view would be manifestly subversive of
the ends of justice and would open the
way to transgressors of all classes for a
successful evasion of the law which
guarantees protection to life and proper
ty, by asserting an irresistable impulse
in the direction of crime and by es
tablishing an irresponsibility which
recognized by the courts, would speedily
unsettle the foundations of society and
substitute anarchy for civil order.

QENEltALKElFER.
General Joseph Warren Keifer, the

nominee of the Republican caucus for
speaker of the house of representatives,
is a citizen of Springfield, Ohio, and is
a gentleman of prominence and influ
ence in the great state which he has had
the honor to represent three successive
terms in the national congress. His dis
trict, the eighth, is composed of Cham
paign, Clark, Logan, Madison and Mi
ami, and his constituency are among the
wealthiest and most intelligent people
of the state.

The general's army record is a bril
liant one, and this, coupled with his
singular urbanity of address, has con.
tributed in no small degree toward the
end of his political advancement.
rnor to the bi caking out of the war of
the rebellion ho was engaged in the
practice of law in Springfield, having
ueen aunil ilea to tne bar in the year
1858. lie enlisted in the Uuion army in
tho April of 1861, and very soon there
after was commissioned major of the
Third Ohio Infantry. Shortly after he
was promoted to the lieutenant colonelcy
of the same regiment, and in the follow
ing September was appointed colonel of
the 110th Ohio volunteer infantry-- He
was severely wounded in tho battle of
the Wilderness and after having served
with much credit in campaigns in dif
ferent parts of the south was appointed
brigadier general by brevet Novem
ber 30ih, 1804, for gallant and
meritorious services in tho battles ot
Opequan, Fisher's Hill and Cedar
Creek, Virginia." In 1865, be was ap
pointed major general by brevet "for gal
lant and distinguished services during
the campaign ending io the surrenderor
the insurgent acmy under General R. E
Lee." L pon being mustered out of the
army after a term of service covering
four years and two months, and having
bean. for times wounded, he returned to
Springfield and resumed the practice of
law.

In 1808 he was elected to the Ohio
Senate ; he was trustee of the Ohio Sol-
diers and Sailors' Orphans' Ilome from
Its establishment under state authority
in 1S.U to 18.3, when he resigned: he
has been a trustee of Antioch college
since 1873; was a delegate-a- t

largo rrom Ohio to the National Repub-
lican convention nt Cincinnati which
nominated Hayes; represented his state
with mich acceptability to his consit- -

tuents in the forty.fifth and forty-sixt- h

congresses.and was to the forty
seventh congress by a handsome ma- -

jority over Chance, his Democratic op- -

ponent
General Keifcr's military and civil

records proclaim him to be a man of
more than ordinary force and ability,
lie is said to be an excellent parliamen
tarian, and there is every reason to be.
lieve that he will grace the position for
which ho is a candidate and to which
be is morally certain of being elected.

has added to his fine reputation as a
lawyer, and received tho admiration of
all who have followed his work as it
has been presented in the newspapers
from day to day.

most fatal to his pretense of insanity,
for tho insane feel no remorse."

DR. THOMAS' VIEWS.
In the course of an interview had by

a Chicago press representative with Dr.
Thomas, recently, regarding his expul-sio- n

from the Methodist chorch by the
judicial conference at Terra Haute, the
reverened gentleman was asked why his
appeal was not heard.

"I do not know," he replied, "because
I was not present I did not wish to at-
tend the judicial conference because of
the treatment I received before."

Senate Senator Davis formally con-

It a singular fact that at this
most prosperous time in our nation's
history, no party in either branch of
congress has an absolute majority over
all other parties, and it is, therefore,

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GUITEAU BECAME AT ONCE EXCITED.
He charged the witness with coming to
him as a New York Herald reporter, and
tricking him into an interview, tbe
notes of which were used by the district
attorney. Bailey afterward made up a
report from his notes for the New York
Herald, and Guiteau wanted to know
what he received for it, and it was finally
brought out that Bailey had been given
$500. Tbe prisoner was worked up con-
siderably, and contradicted the witness,
accusing him of perpetrating a fraud
upon him.

Scoville wanted Bailey's notes, but
they had been destroyed. Bailey denied
that he had represented himself to Gui-
teau as a Herald reporter, or tricked
him in any way.

Tbe prisoner read a list of names of
persons he wanted subptemed, to show
the political condition ot the country
last spring. The names were,

PRESIDENT ARTUTJR,
General Grant, Conklingaud
Piatt, Messrs. Jewell, Robertson and

No attention was paid to the request

Remarkable Surtfrry t Tortliin t this
Brain ot a Uuy Kemoved
Leavenworth, lec. 4. George Fos-

ter, tbe boy who kicUed on the head
by a borse, about teveu weeks ngo,
while driving a colt a sulky, as no.
ticed in the 'l imes at the time, was out
yesterday for an airing in Dr. Mccor
mick's buggy. The recovery of this
boy is something remarkable, and re-

dounds to tbe credit of Dr. McCormick,
who attended him. The frontal bone
was mashed in by the kick, piercing or
rupturing tbe duramater, tunica arach-
noids and the piameter, the three mem.
bcrs which constitute the soft coverings
ot the brain, tbe brain exuding from the
ruptures. It was not thought possible
that the boy could survive his injuries,
and his case has been watched with
considerable interest by different sur
geons, as well as numerous citizens.

A FINE PIECE OP WORK.
Last evening a Times reporter called

on Dr. McCormick, who has sole charge
of the case, to learn some of the particu
lars about it The doctor informed the
reporter that it is one of the most re
markable cases or surgery on record in
which the patient lived anil wuoiiy re
covered, lie removed the pieces and
particles of bone from the brain by
means or a bone elevator and forceps.
The brain and blood matter accumulated
in the cavity of the wound. The pieces
of bone takenlout measured in one in
stance two inches in length and one
inch in width. When these pieces were
removed the brain was plainly visible
and several bone splinters buried in it.
These splinters were removed, and the su
perflcial wound closed up by means of
stitches and adhesive plasters, with the
exception ot the lower angle, in which a
small portion ot lint was placed to ad
mit of the free discharge of blood, pus
and such secretions as would attend
wound in that location. The forehead is
soft and pliable and easily indented
with the finger, there being nothing be
tween the skin and brain but soft flesh.
The little boy has command of all his
faculties, bis memory is good and ne ex
periences but little inconvenience from
the loss ot a piece of bis skull three
inches square, and a portion of his
brain, lie lives at the corner of Sixth
and Choctaw streets, and is truly a won
derful example of tbe triumphs of
science and surgery, well worth the at
tention tbe medical lraturnity ot this
country.

Scoville called Geo. C. Gorham, editor
of tbe Republican, but he did not re
spond.

Cbas. B. Farwell, member of congress
from Chicago, took tbe stand and was
questioned upon tbe feeling between tbe
tactions of the Republican party, just
previous to the shooting of I'resident
Garfield.

Judge Porter objected to taking up the
time of the court by this kind of testi
mony.

To the question as to his acquaintance
with the prisoner, Mr. Farwell said the
prisoner called upon bim. the witness.
at his office in Chicago, and showing
some newspaper slips said he was about
to purchase the Inter Ocean and told
the witness if be would loan bim S'-A-

000 he would make him, the witness,
president of the United States.

Guiteau (emphatically) "That is false,
I never made any such proposition.
I asked N him to invest some money in
the enterprise but he said he bad already
put $10,000 into the inter ocean and
would not put in any more.

Tbe witness again saw the prisoner
in this city last march.

"Yes sir," replied the witness.
"That is all." said the. prisoner.
Tbe subject of emotional insanity, in

spirational ana nereuttary insanity, was
further discussed, and Guiteau broke
out with the remark:

-- Well, if the political situation had
not been what it was during last spring,
there would have been no occasion for
my imprisonment"

andGuiteau looked around and smiled
approvingly.

This sally was greeted with a loud
peal of laughter. Guiteau grinned
again and patted Scoville on the back
approvingly.

The first witness after recess was Col.

R. J. Ilinton, of tbe Washington
Gazette. He remembered seeing the
prisoner at the Republican headquarters
and formed the opinion that ho was de-
cidedly illy balanced, cranky and egotis-
tical. He thought tbe prisoner's speech
was a rediculous composition.

Guiteau interrupted him by "It was
not bin g of the sort It was highly
spoken of by the best men of tlie nation. a
Yon (to witness) don't know what you
are talking about Scoville had no bus-
iness to put you ou the stand. I am no
fool, and Scoville cannot prove me a
fool. I would rather be bung as a man
than acquitted as a fool. Putting such
a man on the stand is an insult to me.
If you (turning to Scoville) had not put
David Davis on the stand it would have
been better. I thought you were a
smarter lawyer than that."

i bis outburst caused considerable ex
citement The prisoner gesticulated
wildly, and paid no heed to Scoville's
atteiUDt to ouiet him.

Charles H. Nichols, superintendent of
the tfloomingdaie asylum, was then
called. The hypothetical condition of
the prisoner's mind at tue time or the
assassination was propounded to him,
and witness stated Guiteau was a fit
subject for a lunatic asylum.

Guiteau brandished bis arms fiercely
and said, "I rest my case ou the fact
that I was inspired by the Deity. I will
not allow any other defense."

"Had tbe prisoner, asked Scoville, of
the witness, the knowledge and mental
capacity to judge between right and
wrong to understand the nature of Ids
acts!"

Witness In my opinion Guiteau was
insane at the time he shot the president.

Dr. Wooster, of Salem, Massachusetts,
in regard to tbe prisoners insanity, said 10
ho was a little dubious as to the exact
meaning of the word "inspiration."

Guiteau exclaimed: "Inspiration in
this case means an injection of some
thing into my mind foreign to it"

A hypothetical case was explained to
doctors Golding, McBride, Channy and
Fisher, who stated that if the supposi-
tions were true Guiteau was insane at
the time be shot President Garfield.

Scoville said he expected President
Arthur totestify but he was too busy
with his message to congress to attend
the court He expects C. B. Farwell.
of Cbicsgo, to be present to morrow.
There were only two or three more wit-
nesses for the defense.
