The Garuett Journal gives tne
particulars of a case in which a certain
man .named Dluzak, imagined himself
to. be the victim of queer and unac
countable sensations. He would be
suddenly seized with a strange power,
which would, paralyze him beyond the
power of moving; then he would shake
and his knees would smile each other;
the demoniac spirit would at other times
seem to be crushing bis very ' tones,
and twisting bis body, and Hmss'isto
the most fantastic' bhaposTThese spirits
would also invade the slumbers of his
spouse ana now niss meetings, as n
were, slong her spinal column, wntcb
made the cold chills to traverse ber
veins, and "each particular nair to
stand on end." Other members of the
family became, affected. One of them
couldn't oat on his boots because the
witches would twlet Uie'beuU and. a
strange force would repel the foot.
Another would be seized with a violent
itching, and though be would scratch
the skin off, there would tie no sign of
blood. . Finally the witches entered the
horses, and though these animals had
been gentle and docile, they took to run
ning as if the "old scratch" was after
them. In this condition of affairs the
Dluzaks, who were devout Catholics,
could find no relief except in piously
crossing themselves and in invoking the
assistance of the saints. One day a
crisis came. Members of the bewitched
family were unloading hay from a wagon
when all of a sudden a chicken was seen
to jump from the middle of the load.
The poor chicken was ' undoubtedly
much rejoiced to get relieved from the
pressure of ten or twelve hundred pounds
of hay. But its escape proved unlucky
for its owner, because it was at once rec-

ognized as belonging to a neighbor
named McGan, and the Dluzaks at once
came to the conclusion that McGan was
the diabolical sorcerer, and that they
would put an end not only to the woes

of the family, but to McGan himself un-

less he censed to molest them with his
devilUh manifestations. So meeting
McGsn about two miles from Colony, a
couple of the Dluzaks bounced him
wiihaclub and pitch fork. It is not
recorded whether McGan-wilte- d hie as- -

sailants with bis wizard breath or not,
but a citizen named Wilson arrived on
the scene in time to prevent bloodshed.

McGan bad the attacking parties ar
rested for assault with intent to kill.
The merits of the case were heard before

justice of the peace. In the testimony
it was developed that there were actual-
ly two witnesses, neither of whom were
charged with being "cranks," who
were ready and willing to swear that
McGan was a wizard, and that the
strange manifestations experienced by
the Dluzaks were veritable facts. The
result of the trial was a compromise by
which one of the parties paid a fine of
$10 and the other $3. The Journal de
clares most emphatically that in its re
port of this strange case it has told the
truth and nothing but the truth as it re- -

ceived it from those who were present at
the trial.

Breeder's Gazette: The man who

seeks to become a flock-own- bt. cause
he expects to escape the care and work
to which he has been subjected in look- -

after the details of some other business,
will certainly meet with disappointment
in one of two ways. He will either find
that negligence here, as everywhere
else, will bring disappointment and dis-

aster, or he will meet the requirements
of the situation, and put in all the time
and labor necessary to success. The
merit of sheep husbandry is, not that it
can be successfully prosecuted without
hard work and liberal expenditure, but
that it will pay for these with so much
certainly, and in such liberal re
turns, as to give it merited prom
inence among the industries. The man
who seeks to demonstrate to himself and
others the minimum requirements of the
flock, may succeed until mistaken econ-
omy becomes manifest cruelty, and even
then may "gather where he has not
strewn;" but the highest capabilities
of the dock will be left to the demon
stration of the man who supplements
the well-fille- trough and teeming pas
ture with a careful scrutiny and fore
sight into the comfort and convenience
of every animal. He will have provis
ion against inclemencies of cold and
heat, wet and drouth; will have winter
and summer food convenient and plenti-
ful ; will carefully guard against dan-
ger and disturbance from every source
knowing from experience that these

ill insure a compound return for the
time and money required for the their
consummation. Parsimony never pays the
aheep husbandman In proportion to
his liberality "such shall the harvest be,"

The difference between the introduc-
tion aod passage of a bill through con
gress is great.

"THE SALEM WITGHC BAFT."
One of the most noted, not to sav no

torious towns of the original thirteen
states was Salem, Massachusetts, six-
teen miles from Boston, towards Cape
Ann. Its first name was "Naumkeag,"
the Indian name of the settlement. A
colony ot sturdy Puritans located here
In 1627, ana trom that colony has. ema-
nated some of the most startling trans-
actions in the history of our country.
Many of our greatest jurists, historians,
poets and the ablest novelist we have
produced, Nathaniel Hawthorn, were
born in Salem. Here occurred early re
sistance to British arms, which was fol-

lowed by the most determined opposi-
tion to British tyranny until victory
crowned with success the
toils ot these sturay pioneers ot advan-
cing civilization.

For many years Salem was the prin
cipal commercial town of our whole
coast. Boston and New York were in
significant maritime ports in compari-
son, and up to a comparatively recent
dale Salem had the monopoly of the
East.India and African trade. If she
did, in her commerce, take
missionaries as passengers to Ainca, to
convert the natives, and fill the hold
with rum and gun powder to enable
these natives the more readily to destroy
each other, this may be palliated in
part on the score of great enterprise,
which would not allow a competitor to
gain by their refusal to show their lib
erality in being willing to transport
missionaries as treeiyas tney would fire
water, saltpeter and old Hint locks. But
Salem's notoriety arises probably more
Iban any otner cause irom tne unenvi
able fact that there was the seat of
that horrible delusion known as "Salem
Witchcraft." in which a score of inno
cent persons were persecuted to death
on the charge of being in league with
the devil. At tne end ot trials,
aided and abetted by the most learned
men ot the town, these poor creatures
were tortured or gibbeted on what is
known to this day as Witch Hill. It
seems to us of the 19th century well- -
nich impossible that Rev. Cotton Math.
er and men like him could ever have
given their countenance to such an in-

famous delusion.
This abomination started in the month

of February, 1693, at the house of Kev.
Samuel Parr is. The daughter and a
niece of Mr. Pams aged 9 and 12 years,
began to act in a strange and unaccount-
able manner, uttering loud and pilioua
cries, creeping into holes, hiding under
benches, and putting memseives in odd
postures. Physicians were called, who
pronounced Idem oewitcnea, ana sot
emn religious services were held at
which the girls accused Tituba, a South
American slave, of having bewitched
them. Mr. Parris best Tituba until he
compelled her to confess herself guilty.
These children next accused six other
women of excellent character, all of
whom were thrown into prison. The
demon of superstition was thus let loose
upon the people. Says the historian
Thacher. " so violent was the popular
prejudice against every appearance of
Wlicncraii uu it wa aeemcu merua--

rioas to denounce all who gave the
least reason for suspicion. Every
child and every gossip was prepared
to recognize a witch, and no one
could be certain of personal safety.. Sad
indeed was the delusion and shocking
the extent to which the bewildered im
aginations and excited passions of the
people hurried them on to deed for
which they are now visited with un
measured reproach. Varioua torture
were resorted to, to extort from the ac
cused confessions that they were in
league with Satanic influences. One
was to throw them into a pond ; if they
swam they were pronounced witches
and treated as such ; if they coald not
swim they were in danger of being
drowned. "Dr. Bcntley say that from
March to August, 1692, was the most
distressing tune Salem ever Knew; busi
ness was paralysed; the town was de-
serted ; terror was in every countenance,
and distress in every neart. rear nauat-e-d

every street. At last the courts and
judges learned the folly of their course,
and the churches and the ministry
erased all the ignominy they had

attached to the innocent victims of
their stupid fanaticism and moat humbly
utiuuwimgni men errora. me Gover-
nor then ordered those accused to be set
free. The jtil was full of them, and such a
jail delivery was never known before or
since in .Hew England. Oce hundred
and fifty persons, including nine child
ren varying in age irom nine to fourteen
years, were liberated.

Judge Story has said: "We may la
ment the errors of the limes which led
to these persecution, but sorely our an-
cestors bad no special reasons for shame
in a belief which had the universal sanc
tion ot their own and all former ages,
which counted in its train philosophers
as well as enthusiasts; which was graced
by the learning of prelacy, as well as by
the countenance of kings."

The jail in which s-- manv of
these victims were confined, in which
some were tortured to death, and from
which others were conveyed to Gallows
Hill for execution, still stands, and was
purchased and converted into a dwell-
ing house many years ago by a venera-
ble uncle of the writer of this sketch.
In one of the rooms of this historical
building, the Rev. Dr. Cheever wrote his
world-renowne- d temperance article en
titled "Deacon Giles' Distillery.

Trkejy to arise from the enforce-
ment of the act of March 1, 1792, giving
the line of presidential succession to the
president of the senate, or if there
is none, to the speaker of the house, to
the contingency therein provided for,
and referred to many instances In which
had sack a contingency arisen these dif-
ficulties would have been illustrated.

He said that while the word "officer" in
me clause ot tne constitution empower
ing the legislature to declare what ameer
shall act as a provisional successor, has
been held to mean "officer of the United
States," the only existing provision of
law on the subject is the act of 1792,
which designated officials not recog-
nized as United States officers. The
senate decided in 1798, in the Blount
impeachment, that a senator was not a
civil officer of the United States, within
the impeaching clause ot the constitu
tion, and this decision has been followed.
They were

MANT PRACTICABLE DIFFICULTIES
iu the way of the execution of the law.
The speaker of the house ordinarily has
no official existence for nine months
every alternate year, and the president
oi ine senate may nave no omcial ex
istence at the same time, as has repeat
edly occurred, and as was the fact when
the assassination of President Garfield
took place. In the life of the vice pres
ident tho office of president vro tern of
uie senate does not exist, except in the
absence of the vice president, upon
whose reappearance the president pro
tern becomes released from office. The
power given congress to provide for the
succession being the power to designate
an omcer already existing, the latter
must continue in the office the posses
sion of which qualifies him for the suc-
cession as acting president of the United
States. Thus the speaker of the house
or president of the senate, as acting pres-
ident of the United States, would wield

of the government, as he would take
part in the legislation and append or
withhold the executive signature to that
same legislation. Further, both the
president of the senate and speaker of
the house may be ineligible to the
presidency, both by reason of alienage
and non-ag- e. This was illustrated in
the case of Clav in 1811. who was elect.
ed speaker of the house because he was
of presidential age, and under the exist
ing law if both president and vice presi
dent had died sixty days before the first
Wednesday or the present month,- - it
would have been proper to elect a new
president, who would bo sworn in on
the 4th of March next, in the middle of
a long term of congress, and If he was
to serve four years his term would ex-
pire in the middle of a long congres-
sional term. The introducing of a new
cabinet and machinery iu the middle
of a congress would disorganize all
governmental powers and ought to
be provided against. senator IJecK
regarded the substance of the
bill reported by the judicisry com-
mittee of the senate in 1856 to make
the succession fall on judges of the
supreme court, officers who had the
qualifications required for the presiden-
cy and as bridging over
tne diincuuy. lie deuied the position
taken by. that committee and by able
lawyers, that when, in the tempora-
ry disability of the president, the

succeeds, tho president
cannot oftcrwards resume his place. If
Lincoln nod been captured by the con-
federates, it would have been necessary
for Hamlin to sign as president the leg-
islation passed to raise men and money
to carry on the war, but the declaration
by iiamun that ne intended to act the
remainder of the term would have caused
a revolution In the north.

He criticised the action or judge Uavis
in the recent murder ease in New York,
for going outside the case and Instruct
ing tne jury in tne uuiteaa case, ana
giving as the law what Judge Cox would
not give, if be (Scoville) were not mis
taken. Applause. In the course of his
remarks tne speaker said ne was satis-
fied he had good reason to think and
good reason to believe the

(Scoville) was here to see that Guiteau
had a fair trial, under the forma of law,
but he wa not here to guard the prison-
er with a troop of soldiers, let the re-
sponsibility rest where it might.

It was not for the life of this maa that
he gave it, bat because he wanted to see
order prevail, and because he did not
want the American people disgraced by
having a man on trial for his fife assas-
sinated like a dog.

Had the fire broken out at
the entrance during the performance
there would have been a great calamity.
