THE CITY OF EMPORIA V&. WM. T.
SODEN,

A Motlon for & BEeshearing In the Case
Overruled in the Supreme Court.

The following is the opinion of the
court, as delivered by Judge Brewer, in
overruling the motion for a rehearing
n the case of the city of Emporiavs. W.
T.Soden:

The city has filed a motion for a re.
heariog in this case. The point made
in the motion is this: At the close of
the opinion filed we stated that we con-
sidered the statute brosd enough to
cover the condemnation of wuter, and
thas if the city and Soden could not
agres upon the terms, condemuation pro-
cecedings could be had, Now counsel
says that the record discloses that con.
demnation g:)ceedlngs were in facthadq,
and ask what more could the city do.
The trouble with those proceedings is
that there was no condemnation of the
waler. The etfect of such proceedings
is to pass no more tille; no greater inter-
est than an ordinary deed would pasa. In
this case the city both coodemuped the
tract of land upon the banks of the Cot-
wawood, and received from the owner
a voluniary deed. The condemnation
rnmceadingn gave them no more right or

terest in the land thao did the deed they
received. Itis true that the land taken and
bought extended to the middle of the
channel, a.nd to ithat extent constituted

Itimernry.

Crooked creek winds its crooked way
across Coffey county from north to
south and empuies its crooked self into
the Neosho two miles below Leroy.
All crecks are crooked, but this out
¢erooks crookedness uself, There is
not much timber on it, though the bot-
toms are wide, until it reaches the Neo-
sho bottom. The lsnd aloog it is flat
and much of it white and unfertile.
Cultivation improves it very mouch.
There are some large sheep ranches up
toward the head of the creek. Near the
month the land s rich, and there are
some good farms.

The South Pottawatomie comes down
throngh Anderson county, sonth of
Garnett. The bottom lands are all on
the north side of thecreek. The land is
black and fertile. Some of the best
farms in the county sre found on the
borders of this stream. The hills on
the south side are abrupt, rocky and
covered with scrubby oak and hickory
trees. The limestones have taken some
very fantastic shapes and are full of
fossil shells.

Middle creek runs from the west to
the east along ncar the border of
Franklin county snd empties into 1he
Marais des Cygnes ten or twelve miles
below Ottawa. It heads up near the
coal fields of Williamsburg among the
sand rocks, but runs down through a
world of limestone. The bottoms are pro-
ductive. The uplands below Princeton
are black and springy, which mnkes the
roads, of & wet scason, almost impass.
able. The mud is black as tar, deep, and
sticky almost as wax. It is a corn grow-
ing country, sod supports much cattle
and hogs. The crops were rather light
the past season.

Princeton, situated on the north side
ot Middle ereek, ten miles south of Ot-
tawa, is growing some. It supports
Presbyterian and Methodist churches
and Las a good school

Garnett is making rapid growth. The
churches keep pace with the rest of the
town in this respect. The United Pres
byterians and Methodists are the strong-
est churches in the city. A rousing
union temperance mesting was held in
the Metbodist church last Sunday night.
It was very dark but the people there
are interested in the question and
turned out. The prohibitory law is
growing in favor with all good people,
Both ol the papers here are on the right
side.
