THE BT. GOTHARD TUNNELL.

The completion of the great 8t Gotl.
ard tunnell through the Alps was cele-
brated last month by Switzeriand, Italy
and Gerwany with brilliant ceremonics.
It was begun eleven years ago, and,
though the headings of the prinelpal
tarnell met in February, 1550, it has re.
quired more than two years to complete
e work so that ordipary traffic can
proceed from the Bwlss to the Iwlian
gide of the mountajns. The origiusl
capitul was §20,400,000 but the work s
understood 1o have cost $35,000000. Al
gether, 4,000 workmen have Loen en.
gaged in its construction, and, slthough
it w a milc and three guarters longer
thun the Mont Cenis tunnell, it was con-
structed in Jess time. The London
Bandard gives the lollowing description
of the main portion of the work -

The most striking fruit of their toil
is n tunneil of oive miles and 463 yards,
of s maximum width of twentysix feet
three  inches, snd  height 1o the
crown of the arch of nineteen feet sight
inches.
