The kindergarten entertainment, giv
en in the assembly room of the State
Normal last evening, was Hie firht of the
kind ever held in Emporia, it being a
branch of educational work but recent-
ly introduced here, and in view of the
novelty of the exercises there was a
Urge turnout, and the receipts realized
from the venture were quite handsome.

Tbe literal meaning of the word "kin
dergarten," according to the cyclopedia.
is "garden ot children," and the name
was given bv 1 reierich i roeucl to a
company of children between the nur
scry age and that of"the primary schools,
who are to be educated according to a
certain method. This education is not.
however, merely organic, or even artistic
and intellectual, but moral and religious
also, never losing sight of the principle
that spontaneous doing precedes think
ing, aud thinking precedes knowing, and
knowing precedes naming, und naming
or language, is the creative element of
human in contra lisliuetion to merely
animal intelligence. Wb n the child
runs alone and Bpeaks, the nursery edu
citiou merges in the kindergarten, so,

when the child can mauipulule cleverly,
converse intelligently, etc., be is then
ripe for learning to read and write,words
having become familiar with thiDgs
signified, material aud mental, as sub
stanlial facts.

The Kindergarten class of last even
ing was composed of nineteen little
children, whom their teacher had sue
ceeded in impressing with methods and
drill, while their minds are too young
to grasp the significance of the exercises.
but who entered into them with seem-
ingly deep enjoyment, and in their
songs and drill evidenced much careful
training. These exercises were the most
pleasing of the evening. However, tbe
solo sung by Miss Jones in a sweet, cul
turcd voice as also the piano solos by
Miss Davis aud Miss Haines, and duet
by Miss Kuhlman and Miss Jones, ad
ded not a little to the general enjoy
menL

The oration of Mr. Bolton, and dia
logue by Misses Conner and Brown, and
essay by Miss Ebcy wcre.well received
and listened to with attention, as was
also the select rending of Miss Holmes

The exercises were followed by the
presentation of certificates of standing
to those of the clans who expect to be
come teachers in the kindergarten, with
timely remarks by Prof. Davis on th
objects, progress and present status of
the kindergarten in Eniporia. The Nor
mal orchestra then played an acceptable
selection and the audience dispersed

The kindergarten class numbers some
thirty-fiv- members. It bas cost for in
struction and various appliances and in-

cidentals since its establishment up
wards of $003, but the tuition Ices from
children and teachers, and receipts from
entertainments have atiout equaled tl
outlay, and the kindergarten is now in
healthy condition, with nearly all of its
furniture, etc., paid for.
