He assented to the opinion that the sen-
tence imposed by the lower court upon
Mualger was correet, but suggested thm
whera thie law 20 operated as - 1o depre-
ciate property or to destroy its value al
together, the sufferer was entitled to
some compensation from the state. Seon
ator Vest is ot the opinion that because
property can thus be destroyed and its
value lessened the prohibitory law is
unconstitational, as it deprives & man of
bis property rights in deflance of the
nationsl coustitution. He is reported as
saying that he thinks he knows the
opinions of two of the supreme judges
upon the subject—Matthews and Field
—and doesn't seemn to have soy fears as
to the outcome of the malter. The stale
supreme court holds that in the exer-
cise of its police power it cannot be
compelled to pay for
FROFERTY DAMAGED OR DESTROYED,
especially when the exercise of this
power is for the good of the peaple, as
the inforcement of the prohibitory law
is claimed to be. The case is awaken-
inga great deal of interest, and the re-
sult will be snxiously awaited During
the debate In the legiflature in 1881, 1t
wiil be remembered, when the law io-
tended to carry out the provisions of the
probibitory amendment to the constitu.

WESTERN CATTLE AND RANGES.

Aadresses Dellvered by President Gor-
ham and Governor Glick at the

We copy from the Dodge City Jadly
Fiobe of Tuesday the following addresses
delivered at the recent meeting of cattle
men at that place:

In stating the objects of the meetiag
3r. Arthur Gorham said: *“Thbey are

twofold. In the first place, thal we,
represcotling the great business of this
section of ithe couantry, may bind vur-
selves together in a permasent organiza.
tibn—a Cattiemen’s Association—{or
mutual protection, snd for the general
advancement of our’ interests.

“Secondly, that the caltie-men may
have an opportunily of coming together
tor better acquaintance, and for the dis-
cussion of questions of common intérest.

“The lime was—and not very long ago
either—when the great couniry tnibulury
40 this point was occupied by compara.
tively lew berds of cattle; when cvery
man bad his distincl range and plenmy
of i, so thisi there was comparatively lit-
tle danger of herds intermingling The
catile man was independent of hisneigh-
bors, and gathered his caule and con-
ducted his business geoerally 1o his vwn
way and as he saw fit. Then cattle were
cheap, aod the loss of a few head, mure
or less, was a matter of hittle thought
Horses were a trifling consideration.
The expenses of the basivess were light,
and the profiis propoiticpately large,
and there was no necessily of an sssoci-
ation of this kind.

“Now all is changed. The ranges ure
filled up—crowded to overflowing; cat-
tle of different herds intermingle ie
slmost ioextricable coanfusion—so that
the greatest labor and greatest expensc
of the whole year's work is io gathering
and separatiag the herds. Our catile
bave largely increased o value, and
represent money, and the loss of even a
few is a thiog to be felt, and to be guard-
ed against il possible. The et of
horses is an important item ; the expen-
ses of doing the bosiness haye increased
in every way; umnl profits have propor-
tionateiy diminished; and it behooves
us o combine and systemize our work
that the greatest good can bo accom-
plisked with the smallest expenditure of
time, laber and money.

“We must learn to save; much of lns
can be done to infinitely betier ad-
vantage by a combination el effort—by
an organization revreseoting such un
epormous amount of invested capital,
and holding the powar consequent there.
on—than could possibly be done by
each one working separately, as an in-
dimidaal.

“As for the second object of the meet
ing. The business of cattle raising is
peculiar in this respect, znd with the
nlmost singic exception of farming,
stands pre-cminently by iseil in this
that there is no competition—-ipdeed
there is an ubsolute community «f
terest, eveu to the extent that we are in
a measure dependent upon each other
in order that we may so conduel oar
business us Lo lead to success in resulis,
The broker on Wall street, the merchnut
on Bromdway, cares nothing who his
next door peighbor mey be; he knows
that be is his rival—his competitor in
busiuess—and that is all. Heesksnoik.
ing Irom him and expeects to give nuth-
ing in relurn

*Yet these men, and 1hose represent-
ing otlier trades und mercuntile pursuits,
with interests antagonistic in many re
spects, and haviog Lhe advantage, oo, of
being near together where they can eas
ily reach cach other when occasion re-
quires, baye found it to their advaotage
—and indeed 1t has now become an ac-
knowledged necesssary—to band them-
selves together io organizaticns of this
sorl, in order that they may meet from
time to time to interchunge ideas, discuss
subjects of mutual interest, and study
ench other’s ways and processes.

“I believe that meetings of this Kind
can be copducive oudy of good tous. It
may be when we have disbanded, and
each is on his way home, that it will be
difficult for any oue 1o recall an act or
movement of this convention, that he
can sce will directly redound to his in.
dividual benefit ut if we have suc-
cesded in making new acquaintances
and friends amongst our feijow catile
men, if we have cementad old friend-
ships, if we have gained ona particle of
additional confidence that oar iuterests
will be better protected—that onr calves
on distsnt ranges will be branded tor us,
and our strays headed homeward—if we
have acquired one new 1des whereby we
can conduct our business more euasily,
more thoroughly, mere ccooomically,
more satisfactory, we should go snway
teeling that it was good for us 10 have
been here.”
