We do not know of a point in Kansas
that offers better facilities for manufac
turing than Emporia. With two great
railroad thoroughfares passing through
H, and witb two additional Hues of road
In process of construction, which will
open up to us the great desideratum of
cheap fuel, there is no reason why the
town should not liecome in time an im.

The picture of the elegant new resi-

dence of Major C. Hood, which appears
in this issue, affords some idea of the
architectural beauties of that splendid
Improvement.

- The style of
architecture ts Queen Anne, and the
proportions are such as to compass the
largest possible measure of ; harmony
aad effect- - The verandas and bal-
conies are very attractive in design and
famish an element of ornamentation that
at once arrests attention aad commands
admiration.
