TUB POPULAR VOTE.
Tbe New York Tribune makes the

following very Interesting analysis of
the popular vote lor president at the late
election :

"What was tbe Butler vote? Partisan!,
Mr. Cleveland calmly reckon it all tor

him tn Michigan, lowa and Nebraska,
and ia that way only figure out a plu
rality for Cleveland ot the popular vote

cast. On the oiher hand, they allege
ibat if about WO.OOO votes be deducted
from Cleveland lor the Builer voles cast
these states, about 42,000 must be da
ducted Irom Blaine lor the Butler vote
cast In Muaourl and West Virginia. It
uappens, however, that there ia some
ayidence as to tbe inteution and the
actual vote ot the Greenback people In
til these states. In Michigan there is
absolute cestaiuty; 140,835 votes were
cast for a Clevelaud elector, and 41,310
lr the Builer elector running against
bim.

''On the other band, there Is equal cer.
tainty that in Missouri the loroier Green
back vote resolve itself Into its original
elements, suoslautuily, aa to tne prest

tickets, for 10.1)57 more votes
were cast tor Cleveland than lor Marin,
duke, the Democratic candidate for gov
nrnor. This show that the Democratic
Green backers voted for Ford, the fusion

ndidate tor governor, but for Cleve
land, the Democratic candidate, for prtrs
dent. In like manner the Republican

Grtenbackers voted for Blaine lor presi-
dent, and for Ford for governor. Tbe
Greenback vote at tbe lat preceding
election, ia 1882, was 33,407, drawn
about tquallv from tbe two main
parties. As 16,037 voted tor Cleve-
land, it may be assumed that
the remaining 16,430 vot-- lor
Blaine, and if tbe one number should be
deducted from Blaine's vote to ascertain
the Republican strength, the other
should be deducted from Cleveland's
vote to ascertain tbe Democratic
s'rength. As this would only reduce
Cleveland's apperent plurality 507, It ia
aa well to count the votes la tbe state aa
tbey were cast.

"In Nebraska 16,901 Greenback votes
were cast al the last previous election,
and substantially the wtmld of tb is vote
seems to have gone to the Democratic
or fusion electors. Ii it hi claimed thai
tbe greater part of this force bad been
practically identined with tbe Demo
crats, so that the voles should fairly be
counted for Cleveland rather than for
Butler, it is to be observed that there is
far more evidence ot such virtual identi
fication ot tbe Greenback vote with the
Republicans in West Virginia. In that
state no aeparate Greenback vote ha
been Dolled for four years; there were
only 9.070 in 1380, and the natural svm
Dathy of tbese voters wit h Mabooe's ef-
forts in Virginia would have led them to
unite themselves permanently, as he has
done, witu the Republican partv. If
the 0.079 West Virginia Greenhackers of
1880 should be deducted from tbe Repub
lican vote much more should the 10.091
Nebraska Greenback rs of 1882 be de
ducted from tbe Democratic vte. and
tbis would only reduce Mr. Cleveland's
relative strength about 7,000.

"Finally, there remains the lowa
Greenback vote ot 80,817 In 1832, which
fuaed witb tbe Democrats. It ia main
tained that enough separate votes tor
Butler electors were cast in Iowa to
prove that 83.000 Butler vntis went into
the fusion. There can be no ground
whatever tor counting tbese votes as
cast for Mr. Cleveland. But if it be held
that only the last previous vote should
he deducted, as in other states except
Michigan, al least 30.817 should be taken
from tbe Cleveland vole.

"Many official corrections of previous
professedly ohiclal returns troui tne dit
fereol stales have been made. As cor
rected to this date, dividing the fusion
vote, in Michigan as it was cast, and
giving both parties the vote they re

in Missouri. West Virginia and
Nebraska, tbe total, exclusive t lowa,
Is as follows: For Blaine, 4,843.879; for
for Cleveland. 4.1103.533 ; for Butler, 174,
487; for St. Jobn, 149,120. For Iowa, at
least 30,817 snouid be taken irom ttie
Fusion vote and allotted to Butler, and
the totals would then be: For Rlaiue
4.845.068: tor Cleveland. 4 840.004: for
Butler. 203.304 : for S. Jobn. 150.592

'All these results am attained in spit
of tbe virtual disfranchisement ol
1.200.000 persons in the southern st '.ns
If there had been or could now be a free
and fair vote to obedience to tbe const.
tutioo of the United Sta'ea, and an hoo
eat count of the votes freely cast, the re
sult would he substantially as follows
Fr Blaine, 6.00O.UU0; Cleveland. 4.UUO,
000; for all others. 356.000. By the
greatest crime against free government
that bas eyer been perpetrated in tbie
country, a candidate having a real ma-
jority of a million and a half against him
has been elected under the forms of
law ".

average, but not so lar aa Kansas is

above the average of states. The Star
adds:

The Kansaa legislature did not take a
sufficiently broad view of this great en-

terprise when it made the paltry appro
priation or f7.UW tor a uispiay.

I be Iact ia mat were ia uoie yet iur
Kansas to redeem betsclf in this matter.
She gave a good account of herself at
tbe Centennial eight years sgo. and her
efforts at that time have borne a rich her.
vest. Tbe legislature will meet in a few
days, and an apppropriaiion of $10,000 or

15,000 should be made at once iot an
additional display. The Exposition will
not be in complete running order oetore
January 15. Tbe great crowds will not

there until fcDruary. aiarcn ma
April. There is plenty of time for Kan
sae to spresd herselt if tbe legislature H

ill furnish the money needed.
Tne Kansas exhibit at the Centennial

was probably tbe most effective adver
tisement that Kansas has ever had, and
tbe influence was felt in a marvelous de
gree in the stream of immigration that
was attracted to tbe state. '1 be re
sources or nsnsas are sucn. ana
Its agricultural prosperity has been
so. reat in ' tbe put few . years
that with proper appropriation and or
ganixation the exhibit at New Orleans
might have far telipsed even that at tbe
Centennial.

Mr. Bacon and bis assistant have
done effective work, and undoubtedly
the best possible with the paltry means
at their command, but the showing for
Kansas will not be what it ought to be
in comparison witb other western states
who realize the importance of this meth-
od of attracting immigration to their
borders. All tbe western states and ter-

ritories, and especially Nebraska, lowa,
Dakota, Colorado and Minnesota have
made extraordinary etloris ta produce
an impression upou the people
who will go to the New Or
leans exposition from all parts of .
the worlJ. Dakota appropriated
$20,000 for this purpose, Nebraska $30,.
000, Minnesota $40,000. As is suggested
there is still time if the legislature acts
promptly, for Kansas, though not doing
all that might have been done, to make
important addittouat) her display and
make it in aime degree commensurate
witb her large resources.

TREATIES IN THE SENATE
When our fathers, In framing the con

stiiution, vested in the teouto the power
of treaty confirmation and theprovis'
ion was made that all matters pertain
lng to treaties shou'.d be discussed in
secret session, they would have listened
with open-eve- d incredulous wonder had
the statement been heard that in a hun-
dred years a treaty negotiated between
our own anl another country would be
scattered broadcast over the land by a
great newspaper to every city and ham-
let days prior to its presentation to the
senate. Times have changed. Insti
tutions have changed. Past tradi
traditional observances in government
as well as elsewhere, are fast changing
also to make necessary adjustments.

Tbe old idea of diplomacy was that
agreements between nations or rather
courts and ministers gave scope simply
tor a game of deception, an intriguing
truggle for advantages that could best

be gained by the concealment ot real
purposes and interests. From this tra
dition arose tbe senatorial custom. Now
a treaty is simply a business agreement
between two null ids, involving ordina
ily commercial intureBts, and having in

Inself the features cf a commercial tran-
sacts. Such are tbe Spanish and tbe
Nicaraguan treaties now before the sen
ate. In a country like ours
where there is absolute free
in the expression of opinion
and popular Interest in all that pertains
to the detail of government, the farce
of the senate discussing in secret session
that which is already fully known and
being earnestly considered through
every avenue of popular discussion
seems hardly worth the longer keeping
up.

Thi proposition therefore recently
made la tho senate for the
abrogation of this rule appeals
t the common sens9 of the American
people. There may be emergencies in
he cassof threatened or existing war or

civil dissension when all details of gov
eminent need a private consideration
not demanded by the ordinary routine of
affairs, but in the present phase of in
tcrnational relations such emergencies
will be extremely rare and may be
readily met when they occur. Mean
time let nil businrsj of the nation be
public business in the broad eitaentt.

ruins of the burned St. John's borne iu
Brooklyn, nut ouly add another to the
pathetic pages of human story, but they
give mouratul emphasis to the tact that
efforts at philanthropy, however well
intended, may be rendered worse than
unavaling by the failure to exercises due
practical foresight and judgment. The
constant recurrence of calamitous and
fatal fires at this season ot the year illus
trates alto the necessity for the most
careful precautions, especially a hen as
in tbe instance before us. s large
a namb.r of helpless human beings are
to be gathered together under one roof.

As it wai, tb3 Brooklyn asylum, built
with the most humane motives, but
tlimsily constructed, so that in a build
ing of large containing cupicity as many
orphans inlht be cared lor as possible,
proved to b) but a terrible death trap,
involving inevitably in its own de-

struction the lives of many f its in
mates. Witb thin and frail partitions,
an extremely high building, with nut
any or witb painfully inadequate pro-

vision lor fire protection and escape, it
is almost a wonder tbat more lives
were not sacrificed. Yet this
is but a repetition of wbat haa before oc
curred time and time again. The world
is saddened for a few days, then as
events move on, with the j ya and sor-
rows, the cares and business of each in-
dividual preaing upon him, the horror
of a ttory like this is forgotten, except
by those wftose lives It bas most closely
touched. Let us then Improve the pas-
sing lessons that suggest them set via.

Bhooklyn, Dec. 20. Like the Brook

lyn theater Are, the Brooklyn Catholic
orphan asylum grows in horrors witn
the hours. Up to half past 1 o'clock to
day seven more bodies of the missing
children have been digged trom the
ruius. Also the body ol a man. Con-tract-

McDonald with a force of twelve
men commenced work at 0 o'clock and
their picks and crowbirs made no un-
necessary disturbance of the piled np
mass ot warped iron, charred timber
and frozen mud that lay on tbe
floor. At 0 o'clock the workmen who
had cleared off the top of tbe debris, no-
ticed the section of a thigh bone pro-
truding from behind a gnarled and
twisted piece ot iron. It was gently dis-
engaged trom its holding iu the frozen
inas that surrounded it, and the trunk
and vertebrae of a full grown adult fol-
lowed. The less fleshy parts or tbe body
were burned to the bones, and the intex-tine- a

aud were charred. Tbe left
arm was dep iu the frozen mass,
aud an iuvt stigatiou showed that
it still retained, in all its dietortion,
a bent form. It clasped what bad
been the neck of a child.

Tbe latter's body, from btiog smaller
and not well clad, was burnt to a cinder.
The little trunk dropped from its resting
place and rolled until a boulder stopped
its progress. These two bodies were
completely recovered, at least as
completely as tbe flames left them.
These two remains ot humanity were
doubtless all that remained of the de
voted father who perished in the attempt
to save the life of his sick and mav be
crippled and therefore helpless son. The
workmen now tou tbe neap or burnt
ashes and sifted it carefully, only to dis
cover part of a shoe or some Cher arti
cle ot wearing appearal that bad been
more fortunate iliau its owner. Half the
svuare of fcpace that lnteivenes be
tween the boiler aud the eastern wall
of tne basement of tbe infiruiarv
had been sifted at 11 o'clock, sill the
workrueu piocecdtd in their task and
quickly c me upon two Lttlo bodies ly
ing logeincr sgainai an iron stanchion
Working oi, tur workmen by 1 o'clock
had unearthed t'o more bodies, and by
half-pas- t 1 Lad exposed two more bodies,
eight thus far to-da-y ai.d eighteen all
told up to the time stated. Tbe bodies
recovered to day are in belter condition
than tbe ten discovered yesterday, the
flesh of tbe latter have been completely
burned off. leaving nothing but the
cracked split. Urs of the larger bones.
The bodies to-da- although burned be-
yond identification, are not cremated be-
yond recognition as the remains of hu
man beings 1 hree trunks with the ten-
dons and muscles torn and burned were
placed in biking pans that contained the
daily brt ad of the orphans. A heap of
bread baked beyond any use lay in a
corner. ' The bip bones and vertabrae of
an adult person were in tbe best state
of preservation. The skulls had been
in mobt instances detached from the
bodies. Tbe corners have not yet
been examined, and unless all signs fail,
they are likely to hold a large contin-
gent of charred corpses.

The remains of Sister Mary Josephine
were viewed by Coroner Uezze and a
jury and the inquest adjourned until
such time as may oe fixed to hold an in-
vestigation upon all the bodies. The
body of Ibe sister was buried this after-
noon in tbe St. Mary'a cemetery at
Flushing. Tbe corpse was followed to
the grave bv the Mother Superior
of the St. John's home, by several
aiiAers and by some relatives. A
s ilemn mass of requiem wss celebrated.
There is now no dcu'ot as to where tne
fire originated.

Mary Feeney, who was in the laun-
dry, made a statement in which she re-
iterated what she hal previously said,
that the smell of burning rsgs in tbe dry-
ing room was the first Indication of fire.

Vice President Shannahan. of the Or-
phan society, said to a reporter that the
wings aod main building were not only
supplied with iron fire escapes, but had
galleries running their whole length and
upon each floor, so etcape in case of
emergency was easy. -

"But this new building where tbe
laundrv and bakery was hsd no fire es-
capes T" No, it bad not"

"And tbis wss where all the lives were
lost t" "Yes . Of course such a calam-
ity could not have been anticipated.
The gentlemen who had control of the
main building were very carernl to adopt
measures and plans that would give the
children ample opportunity to escape incase of aa emergency, but when the
laundry building wss put up it was not
intended at the time to use it as a hospi
tal, and consequently the fire escapes
were not erected."

"Can you tell, Mr. Sbanahan, howmany children were in the home at theume oi tne nrer
"Yes, the books show there were 724,

and of this number we have accounted
tor CG3, which leaves 61 missing. All
the sisters are accounted for and escaped
uninjured except tbe unfortunate SisterMary Sosephine. In addition to thesisters, and there were 32 of them, therewere 30 attendants, ail of whom have
boen accounted for."

Rev. Eugene Mahoney, chaplain of
the institution, waa asked by a reporter
if.the list of names of tbe children was
in tbe rioseeaeion of Mother Superior Da
Chanted. He said it was, and when
asked if a reporter could obtain it, he
said It was not for the press, sndIt the reporter thought the staters
saade it out for the special benefit of
the press. The sisters, acting under in-structions, refused any information to
the renortera.

The Mission of Christian Ethics.
Fiom an article by Bishop Henry C.

Potter, in the November Century, we
auote the following: "The mUsion of
Christian ethics to our modern social
science is t speak not a word of warn
lng. but also a worn oi encouragement.
That branch of science has concerned
itself largely in our own generation with
the relations of cspital to labor, with the
Improvement of men's homes and streets,
ot prisons and alms-bouse- s and hospi
tals. One of tbe most encouraging feat
ures of the social progress ot our time
has been the hearty and often
generous interest which landlords
and capitalists, men of science and men
ol the various professions, bsve shown
in bringing every latest scientific discov
ery to bear upon the practical elevation
ot tbe poor, ana tne pnysicai ana intel
lectual improvement ot the less layored
The immense sums of money spent for
placing educational advantages within
the reach ot the m swaps who spend their
lives in daily toil, and the sums .scarcely
less vast, which, in our mother country,
if not in our own, nave been spent in
building model cottages and tenements.
and even factories, for the poor, is a
demonstration of this. But in all
this expenditure of money
and wealth there is often ' in
volved an experience of discouragement
which it ia able to ignore. The classes
who are most benefited by these lorms
do not car for the social science.
Model dwellings and rnles of hygiene
are eanallv distasteful and uninteresting
to them. If you appeal to them to con
form their lives to wiser rule of clean
liness, temperance, frugality, and fore
cast, too often yon appeal to them in
vain. Essays on light ana drainage
aad ventilation, which laboriously you
circul ate among them, are left unread.
Even the moat elaborate . ana costly
scheme for tbatr advantages fail of any
practical effect. It is tolerably well as
certained, for instance, that the Peabody
lodging house nave not reached, or,
at any rate, have not greatly benefited,
the class for whom they were designed.
Tbese have shunned home involving
rules of decency, cleanliness, and sel-f-
restraint, which would have . been to
them intolerable, as they would bave
iiumttt a priaua, uu u x cuuu7

Every species
of crime, every form of human passion,
is crowded into the brief mo
ment of the fleeting scene. A messenger
from heaven, standing on a chair, deliv
ering bis high summons to a fairy fish,
is next presented to your comuBea imag-
ination. Then, whirling in angry pas-

sion, a painted-rac- e king, pulling bis
feathers fiercely, and loudly threatening
all manner or areaaiui inings. rue or
chestra keens up Its infernal din. in
shrill falsetto tbe characters sing through
a sort of high pitched recitative.

"Presently von pass down behind the
stage, through the paint-room- , where an
actor is making uimseii as ugiv aa ver-
milion and umber can well do it : then
