Princess Isavelia, the emperor’s
daughter, and their children, were
compelled to leave the palace at 8
o’clock in the moruing and walk to the
quay; Dom Pedro and the empress ful-
lowed them immedistely in a carriave,
under escort of a body of troops. The
imperial party embarked on asteam
launch and were taken to a mar-of-
war, which immediat=ly procreded to
La Grande, an island »ix miles from
Rio Janeiro, where the party were
kept as prisoners until the aftermoon,
when they were transferred to the Ala-
oas. The latter vessel at once sailed
or Lisbon. The iruonclad Riachuele
accompanied the Alagoas. tu prevent
the landiog of the roval prisoners at
Bahia or any other Brazilian port.
Dom Pedro positively declines to
discuss tbhe receut even s 1o Brazil. Ile
will probably remain in Lisbon fora
few daya, and theu proceed to Paris.

Address of Chiaf Justice Fuller.

mous & demand for his services as Lo
convinee him of the cecesssity. Of
the future greatness of the nation
Washiogton had no doubts. He saw,
as if face to face, that coutinental do-
main whiclk glimmered to others as
tbrough a glass darkly.”

In referring to the international re-
lations existing between the United
States and foreign nations, Justice
Fuller saidg *It is a matter of con-
gratulation that the Grst year of our
sec nd century witnesses the represen-
talives of the three Americas enguced
in the efferts to increase the facilities
of the commercial intercourse consult-
ing the natural eourse of things diffus-
ing and diversifying by gentie meuns
the streams of intercourse, bat forcing
nothing to success in which must knit
closer the ties of fralernal friendship
and bring the people of the two Amer-
ican continents in harmonivus eontrol
of the hemisphere.

CmcAGo, Dec. 9.—President Harri-
son and party arrived in this city at®
a’cloek, the train being somewhat be-
hind time.
