From Quarantine

Washington, D. C, August 1st
The entire state of Kansas is

cow treed from quarantine for
tbe th disease, the
order taking effect July 26. The
same order frees the states of
Connecticut and West Virginia,
and limits the quarantine areas
in Kentucky, Maryland, and Vir-
ginia to stockyards at Louis-
ville, Baltimore, and 'Richmond.
Five counties are freed in New-York- ,

four ici Pennsylvania, and
one in Illinois.

There is now rery little terri-
tory under quarantine for this
disease in the United States.
Four counties in Illinois, three
in New York, and two in Penn-
sylvania constitute practically all
that remains, with the exception
of stock jards and isolated prem-
ises. In. Kansas, tfae quarantine
at its worst, was confined to four
counties.

A transfer of the oil and gaso-
line business was made last week
to Tom Martin from Roy Twist,
of Meade.

Best Wheat in Kansas

Along the Rock Island

The best wheatin Kansas this
year, according to kusscii i.
Mingle, of Meade county, is in

the district down the Rock Island
between Greensburg and Liberal

Mr. Mingle, who is a wheat
grower near Missier, iieaae
county, was visiting in Hutchin
son over Sunday.

"We were fortunate in not hav- -

tng any Heavy rains wncn me
harvest came on, and the condi
tions were just right for har-

vesting. There was an inch and
a bait ram on juiy .s, out auer
that we had only one or two
showers. We got the wheat cut
in fine shape."

"In the stretch between Meade
and Liberal the country was one
solid wheat field," Mr. Mingle,
declared. "An immense amount
of golden grain was produced in
this section. There are, in the
few miles from Meade to Liberal
at least sixteen elevators, six at
Liberal, two at Kismet, three at
Plains, two at Missler, and three
at Meade."

Mr. Mingle brought up some
samples ol budan grass grown
on his place this year. He plant -

ed it May 10th and when be cut
it, July 31 the stalks measured
six feet one inch tall. It has
grown almost an ineh a day.

"It makes a splendid feed and
one can get two crops from the
same plauting," Mr. Mingle
said. There is a lot of it being
grown in Meade county this
year." Hutchinson News, Aug.
2nd.

Mixing crops in a silo does
not pay according to J. M. Fitch
assistant professor of husband-
ry in the Kansas State Agricul-
tural college. He says that
many farmers mix corn and sor
ghum crops, but that this does
not increase the value of either
feed, and generally means more
work, in that material must be
hauled from two fields. The
sorghums, Mr. Fitcb points out,
are generally not mature enough
to go into the silo until some
time after the corn crop has been
cut. This is one.- - of the points
taken up in a circular about to
be issued, by the dairy depart-
ment of the college for Kansas
farmers The time to cut the
silage crop, the size of cutter,
the manner of cutting, the pack-

ing of silage, the gas in silage,
and the time to feed silage are
among the other matters in the
circular.
