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A MINNESOTA FARMER

Doos Well In Wentern Canads.

Virden, Man.,, Nov. 18, 1889,
Hon, CHfferd Sifton, Minlster of the
Interior, Ottawa, Canada—3ir: Think-
ing that my experience in Manltoba
might be both useful and interesting
to my fellowsoouptrymen in the United
States who may be looking to Muani-
toba and the northwest with the in-
teution of settling there, 1 have much
pleasure In stating that through in-
formation received from Mr, W, F.
MeCreary, Immizration commissioner
at Winnipeg, 1 was induced to vislt
Manitoba [n Pebruary, 1848, When |
culled npon Mr, MeCreary he spared no
pains to give me al] the information,
cte, In his possession, the result of
which was that 1 came here with a
letter of introduction from him to the
sceretary  of the Virden Beard of
Trade, That gentleman provided me
with o competent lund guide, and,
although there was considerable snow
on the ground, I had no difficulty In
selecting three homesteads for mysell
and gons, Having made the necessary
homestend entries at the land eoffice In
pranden, I returned to my home in
Lyon county, Minnesota,and came back
here in May following, secompanied
by one of my hoys, bringing with us
two teams of horses, lmplements, elo,
Qur first work was 1o erect a tempo-
rary shanty and stable, after which
we broke and leveled seventy-five
acres and pul up thirty tons of hay
I went back to Minnesoty about July
20, leaving my son here, I returned
In October, bringing my famlly with
me. I found that the land we had
acquired was of good quility, being
a strong clay loam with clay subsoll
Last spring I sowed 100 acres in whent
and fifty acrés in oats and barley.
(Seventy-five acres of thiz grain was
gowed on “go-back”™ plowed last
spring.) My c¢rop was thrashed io
October, the result belng over 2,700
bushels of grain in all. Wheat aver-
aged ffteen Dbushels per acre and
graded No. § hard, but that which was
gown on land other than sod (“go-
back™) went twenty four and one-half
bushels per acre,
