PELLAGRA CONGRESS TO BE HELD

Dr. J. S. Hunter of the Entomology

Department at the Kansas University

has gone to Columbia, South

Carolina, where he will attend a

Pelhgra Congress. One case of this
disease was recorded from Chanute
last summer. The patient died.

Dr Hunter said of the disease:

''Pellagra is a mysterious disease,

more horrible than leoprosy and more

fatal than cholera, and has appeared
in several localities in Kansas. The
disease first appears as an affection

of the skin, later developing severe

con tltutional and nervous disorders,
a wasting away of the flesh and finally

insanity.
"The disease has spread terror in

Italy and other European countries,
and has engaged the attention of tbe

ablest scientists of the day. The

entomological department here is

among those paying particular at
tentlon to the disease."

Two theories are advanced as to

the origin of the disease, One theory
Is that it is caused by n,

for which there is obviously no cure

save an improvement in economic

conditions.

At , Bennington, Kan., a young

veternarlan and bis sweet beart are

suicides. Their death is ascribed to
worrv over the horse plague. Toman,
