ARE BIRDS GUIDED BY STARS?

An Attempt to Solve the Great Mystory
of Blrd Migration.

In an article on “Birds of Passage™
the Chautsuquan pays If one desires
an explanation for the great mystery
of bird migration, there belng nothing
else that will answer, he will have to
accept the theory of hereditary knowl-
edge, a knowledge of the upfailing
stars. The Great Bear and Orlon ap-
peared nt the same time in our region,
even when the diviglons of land mnd
witer were very different than they are
today. That the stars aro the guides
of birds ugrees with the fact that they
fly at rémarkable lelghts, often ahove
the clouds, and that wanderers lose
thelr way when they stray into clouds
and mista, On starlight nights strag-
gling birds are seldom noticed. Whan
the sky |s overcast, when the night s
dark, but especlally when a fine rain g
falling, multitudes of travellng bir o
are heard.
