CROWTri OF PHOTOQRAPHY.

The Many rrssUravl Teas ta TVhica the
Art Is Betes; res,

Few people realize to what an ex.
tent the art of photography is used
at the preent day. There is hardly &

business that does not employ It la
some way, and architectural photo-
graphy has developed into a large and
lucrative business says the Brooklyn
Eagle. Although there are tens of
thousands of photographers, there ara
only six widely known architectural
photographers-- men who make a
specialty of this branch, of business
and do nothing- - else. One of them has
just returned from an extended tour
of the West, where he has been en-
gaged in photographing important
buildings in the principal Western
cities for the New York Society of
Architects. In speaking to me about
his work he said: I know of no
business that is so wearing and exciting
as this. Out of the 365 days of the
year we only get about 145 days when
the weather ia sufficiently clear for
us to make good pictures of high-clas- s

architectural work. The thing
is to reproduce as accurately as possi-
ble the idea the architect has conceiv-e- d.

in keeping the lines perpendicular
and preserving the right proportions
between each story. Good judgment
is required in selecting' the best lig-ht- s

for tEe pictures and the best points
from which to take the photograph.
All this demands constant care and
study. I have to keep myself like a
doctor, ready to be called on any
hour. For Instance, 6hould the
wind ehlft around to, the north to-nig- ht

and the atmosphere clear up, I would
hare to be up at S o'clock
morning and go way over to Now Jer-
sey and take a view that I have been
tryingto get for several weeks.
Buildings on the south side of the
street-,- , can only be photographed five
months in the year, and the least hazi-
ness in the atmosphere will ruin a pic-
ture. It took me three months to get
six views which I have of the interior
of SU Patrick's cathedral. New York,
and I expended over $1,000 to obtain
them.

In referring to the various uses of
photoeraphy he said that he was con-
stantly called upon to take pictures of
buildings by law firms for use in cases
upon which they were engaged; that
in suits for damages against the eleva-
ted roads a great many of them were
required, where the owner desired to
show the exact encroachment of the
elevated structure on his casement; al-
so its effect upon his light etc A few
years ago architects kept a collection
of their drawings to show customers.
Now they kep immense albums filled
with magnificent view exactly repro-
ducing their work. Some of these
architectural protgraphs are exceed-
ingly beautifuL The3' certainly show
the extraordinary strides made in the
art of photography during the past
few years.

Sea.Stnd as Soil.
It Is hard to think of anything more

barren, more destitute of fertility,
than sea-san- d. In connection with
some studies of tho chemistry of vege-
table production m the laboratory of
the Wesleyan university we have been
growing piants in just such paud,
brought from the shore of Long Island
Sound. To divest it of every possible
trace of material which the plant might
use for food except the sand itself, it
was carefully washed with water and
then heated. The young man who pre-
pared the sand for use. in his zeal to
burn out the last vestiges of extrane-
ous mattter. heated the iron pots in
which it was calcined so hot that they
almost melted. The sand was put
into glass jars, water was added, and
minute quantities of chemical salts,
which plant9 take from the soil, were
dissolved in it-- In the sand thus
watered and fertilized dwarf-pea- s were
grown. Peas of the same kind were
cultivated by a skillful gardener in a
rich soil of a garden close by, and
prew to a height of four foeU while
those in the sand with water and the
minute quantities of chemical salts
reached a height of eight feet Cen-
tury. .
