The Kansas State Temperance Union
Reviewing a 1'ecade of

Prohibition.

TI1E ORIGINAL PACKAGE DECISION

Candid and Logical Comparison of 1 881

With 1891-Prohibi- tion Deeply Im-

planted in the People's Hearts.

The executlva committee of the Kansas
state Temperance union has issued the fol-

lowing New Year's address. As It is of es-

pecial Interest and Importance, we publish
it in full; it is worthy a careful perusal:

TorEKA. Kas., Jan. 1. To the people of

Kansas: The prohibitory amendment to our
constitution was adopted at the fall election
in 1880. The legislature, at its session in
January JIarch, 1881, passed the first pro
hibitory law, which went in operation May

1, 1881. We have therefore bad, nominally,
a littlo ovr ten years experience of the
workings of prohibitsn in this Btate. As we

look back over that period, and as we con

trast 1891 with 1881, we can form same judg
ment of tho practical effects of this policy.
What have they been?

First: There can be no doubt In any intelli
gent aud candid man's mind, that the use

of intoxicating liquors among the great
bo lv of tho people has vastly decreased.
In 18S0 there were moro than 2,000 places In

Kansas where such liquors were freely and
openly and legally sold. The most of these
places were public drinkerles, saloons, fre-

quented from early morning until lato at
night by a motley crowd of men and boys
who, under the most demoralizaing sur-
roundings, were drinking intoxicating
drinks. Lewd and indecent pictures
adorned the walls; tne very air was heavy l

with oaths and obscenity; brawls and fist- -
tights were of dally occurcHce, while the
Bistol and the dirk furnished ready helps to
assault and murder. Nine tenths of all tho
crimes of violence to person and property
were concocted in the saloons.

Had the saloon system continued, we
should bv this time have had about 3,000

saloons in Kansas in full blast, doing everv
day their appropriate work of moral and
uhvsical demnrallzatloii and .death. Our
capital city, Topeka, would have had at
least 200 of these vicious resorts, and our
crimnal courts would have been kept busy
every day In the week, in the vain effort to
puiusn ami suppress crime, tv e uppeni iu
every good citizen whether our present con-

dition, with not a single open saloon in the
city, is not, infinitely preferable to this.
Can any man doubt that In the state at
large, there is not a tithe of the intoxica-
ting liquors consumed that there would bo
were the saloons running wide open, as they

j

were in 1MJU?

If. as is sometimes uncauJUlly claimed,
as much intoxicating liquor is consumed in
Kennus row as dming ihe open saloon orat
why is it IhM Lie entirn ..'liolco .u- liq.ior in-

terest is so bitterly opposed to prohibition?
W hy did every wholesale liquor dealer in
the country reWicc over the original package
decision ol the supreme court, and why did
they mourn when tho Wilson bill was
passed.

It should be remarked, too, In the com-

parison widish we have m,;de between Kan-

sas under the prohibitory law and under
the saloon system, that the saloon in Kan-

sas, bci'oru the passage of the prohibitory
law, existed under as favorable circum-
stances as the license system could afford.
Our saloons undeHiur old license law were
as good saloons, If wo mav use the term in
such a connection, as the license system is
capable of producing. If. therefore, we
were to abandon the prohibitory law for
any other scheme, we could reasonably ex-

pect to have no oetter saloons than we had
under our olU license law. i nern is no new
and Improved variety of saloon. U Is the
same old. unsavory, disreputable article
Its chief business continues to be what it
alwavs has been to corrupt youth and
manufacture drunkards. We press
this point, because there are very few men
in Kansas, claiming to be good citizens,
who have the hardihood to advocate the
bald, open saloon. It is always some half-wa- v

scheme, some sugar-coate- d pill, that Is
offered to us. In reality, were we to give up
prohibition we would nave in its place noth-
ing but the open saloon.

Secondly: The prohibitory principle is
vastly stronger in the judgment and confi-
dence of the people now that it was ten years
ago. There can be no doubt of this. Hun-
dreds of citizens who originally, from one
cause or anothor,opposed prohibition are
,no w its friends. The practical workings of
the law have convinced them of its useful-
ness. The strongest enemies of prohibition
are to be found in those few communities
where the law has never been fairly execu-
ted. But over the vastly greater part of the
state the people are better satisfied with
prohibition than with anything that is or can
be offered in its place.

Thirdly: The execution of the law, while
not perfect, while not all that its friends de-

sire, is probably as good as could have been
expected. As we have already shown, It has
vastly decreased the consumption or Intox-
icating liquors, and has virtually driven the
the open saloon from the state.

Fourthly: The experience of the last ten
vears has taught us that the prohibitory
law, for its best success, must have behind
it a constantly aggressive and manifest pub-
lic opinion in its favor. This is true of all
laws, but especially of the prohibitory law.

1 lie lesson is obvious. 1 emperance peo
ple must not Intermit their efforts to inform,
to convince and to arouse public sentiment.

The liquor traffic represents large material
interests. It is an exceedingly profitable
business. To overthrow prohibition In Kan-s- a

it would make large contributions. Its
malign Influence is constantly felt in our
state.. On the other side, good people must
show at least an equal zeal In favor of pro-
hibition. They must meet tho false argu-ment- sf

the specious complaints and the
oftentimes absurd assertions of the sympa-
thizers with the liquor traffic, by sound
argument, truth and fact.

fifthly: l he experience or the last ten
years has shown us that prohibition contri-
butes to the m iterial prosperity and growth
of the state. The decade from May, 1881, to
May, 1801, despite the hard times of the last
two or three years, has been the most pros
perous oue in tne History or tne stare, itic
vast sums which used to be worse thau
wasted In support of the saloons now mainly
BO into the channels of legitimate trade. The
saloonkeepers' loss is ttid gain of every
ho.iest tradesman in the community. The
hard-earne- d wages of the laboring man. the
mechanic, the artisan, the clerk, now go to
support his wife and children, and not to fill
tne greedy coirers oi ine saloonkeeper.
There never was a more lie than
the assertion that the saloon truffle contri-
butes to tne business prosperity of any itntc,
Tb mors sslooiw tUv ihx k1!- -

ness. the more crime, the moro' ban pcrfsm,
the more destitution, sickness and death.
Were it possible ut one sweeping blow to
blot out, once and forever, every saloon lu
the whoie country, what ail era of prosper-
ity would dawn lilion our land How every
legitimate Industry wmild be stimulated!
How wealth would begin to occumulate in
the hands of the wage-earner- How pov-
erty would diminish and happiness increase!

Iil conclusion, our words of encourage-
ment and cheer, of New Year's greeting and
congratulation, are sent to all friends of
temperance in tne state. v e nave ascom-plishe- d

wonders. Let ub hold fast to all wc
have pained. Do not lower the flag on Inch.
Stand bv the urobibitory law everywhere.
Encourage the ollicers of the law. Cultivate
a sound mihllc sentiment. Kducttte tho ris
ing generation. We shall soon have an army
ef younir men at the ballot box to whom the
saloon has always boen a synonym of evil.
We nsk nothing of political parties, as such,
except tho recognition of prohibition as the
accepted and unchallenged poller of the
state. Those who antagonize us we shall
oppose. We shall stand by those who stand
by us. '

Railroad Laborers Compelled to Work
for Nothing and Feed Themselves.
Watektown, N. Y., Dec. 28. Three men

named Charles Itenncr, Stephen liroes and

Otto Keyes, arrived at Carthage Saturday
night and were glad to get shelter in the city
lock-u- They were not tramps, but the
story they told was so similar to others that
have been heard in this section lately thero
is littlo reason to doubt that thoro is some

truth in It.

Itenneris nn Intelligent Qcrman, whose
story Is as follows;

"Three months ago I left New York city
to work on tho railrond near Tupper's Lake.

Our fares were paid to our destination with

the understanding that It was to be taken
out of the first money earned. They were to
receive. $1.2.') a day and good board and lodg-
ing at. BO cents a day. Arriving there we
found that the contractors owned tho store
and the bnanliiu; house. The latter was cold
and cheerless; there was no stove to warm
it; the only means of heating was atircnlaco
cut in the wall. It was simply a large half
circle cut in the wall and stones were laid
on the floor to prevent burning. There was
no chimney; when the wind was in the right
direction there was a draught, which carried
the wind awnv, but when il blew toward the
hole in the wall the smoke staved in the room
and made it suffocating. The building was
so loosely put together that we. were often
compelled to jret up three or four times dur- -

ing the night and warm ourselves. The beds
were bunks of which there were three tiers,
one above the other. In each ouo there was
a quantity of loose hay and one blanket.
Pay day was on Sunday always. On Ihe
first pay day I went with the others to draw
my pay and when my nanu was called I
stepped up. I was informed that l was In
debt to the company for 2. There was no
explanation given and wo were compelled
to submit. I had $12 or 415 with me when
I went into the camp. Such big prices were
charged at the company's store that I walked
to iiippcft .uiKe una purchased what 1
uctdcti. i,

"On the scond pay dnv 1 thougl't T snMy
v.niiiii mvivo .'..jini! in'. nny, nut on oemg
called I found that I had been charged tflO
lor mouse oi tne company's tinware, and
every other man Irr the camp had been used
in the same way. There were seventy of us
which made for the use of the tinware,
and there was not $100 worth lu the whole
camp.

"VV e were all In debt to the company. The
next, month was do better. We were told
there was nothing coming to us. I worked
until last Monday and became disgusted and
quit. These men with inn did the same
V. e risked for our time and were told that
unless we returned to work we would get
nothing. As we had not had anvthingsn
far and the prospects did not seem to im-

prove we thought wo should be Just as well
on to quit aim start away as to work for
ever in ucui to tne company. The con
tractors out there are all southern men and
so are all the bosses. Thero are a great
many negroes and a large number of Ital
fans. The latter have had much trouble.
A number of them have been killed."

A Serious Crisis Pending.

Is there not a serious crisis pending when
private corporations maintain a standing
army larger than the army of tho United
States government? Will this army be In-

creased in number until the people are
robbed of all their rights and privileges, and
reuueeu to the condition oi Spartan helot"?
We hope not. lint the rumbling of a social
convulsion is heard everywhere; the embryo
of revolution Is In existence; the old lion of
labor Is tugging at his chains; the seeds of
human rights have fallen on goodly soil;
and "all tire king's horses ami ull the king's
men" cannot destroy the1 seed that has ben
planted, or smother tho embers of revolu-
tion.

people Is this: Tease putting fuel on the
fire, or the pot may boll over and
somebody. Awake, recognize the truth,
ami do all your power to give men their
rights.
