piece of fence rail, a suggestion of old
Abe Lincoln, which again set the as-

sembled multitude to cheering. The
audience, at the bidding of President
Ereidenthal, rose while Mr. Eotkin of-

fered a prayer for Divine guidance in
the deliberations of the convention.

Marion Watson, editor of the Hutch-
inson Bee, in the absence of Mayor
Vincent, delivered an address of wel-

come, which was responded to by T. J.
Hudson, of Fredonia. C. B. Hoffman,
of Dickinson county, was made tempo-
rary chairman. Upon motion, D. C.

Zercber, of Johnson, was made tempo-
rary secretary and Harry Freeze, of
Ellis county, and P. F. Yearout, of
Lyons, assistant temporary secretaries.

H. E. Taubeneck, of Illinois, chair-
man of the populist national commit-
tee is in attendance. Asked what he
thought of the prospects of his party
ia the national campaign he said that
he believed the reform element of the
country would get together at St.
Louis in July and in the November
elections following, would carry
a sufficient number of states
to control the electoral college
and elect the president and vice presi-

dent. He admitted, however, that it
w ould take good management to ac-

complish a union of all the reform
forces, but said that it could be done
If the populists would lay aside preju-
dice andleceive" the" silver democrats
and the silver elements of other politi-
cal organizations in the proper spirit.

Fourth Wo demand that tho president and
tho secretary of the treasury be deprived of tho
power to or sell bonds without the author-
ity of congress being first given for each separate
issue.

Fifth We believe that all tho money of the
country, whether coin or paper, should be issued
by the government and not by corporations or
by individuals.

Sixth We demand tho freo and unlimited
coinago of gold and silver at tho ratio of 16 to 1,
independent of the action of any other nation,
and we believe tnat tho United States is capable
of maintaining such a financial system as will
promote the prosperity of our own'peoplo with-
out the consent of any othor government.

SURVEYING FOR A KAILLO.ID.

Lines Being Ran Through. Clay County,
Mo., for a Proposed Road.

Liberty, Mo., March 18. Engineer
Marvin, of the Kansas City & Northern
Connecting Kailway Co., was in Lib-
erty yesterday with a corps of survey-
ors running lines through Clay county
for the proposed road. The road is to
be 72 miles in length, and is located as
far south as Plattsburg from Trenton.
The route from Plattsburg to Kansas
City is to be determined upon. Here-

tofore it was thought that the road
would run about seven miles west of
Liberty, but a survey is being made
by this place and the road may come
here. It is 6tated that a new bridge
will be built across the Missouri river
at Randolph unless arrangements are
made for the use of the Chicago, Mil-
waukee & St Paul bridge.

Kansas City and Shreveport Will Soon Be

Kansas Cur, Mo., March 18. The

plosion shook the town and demolished
the entire vault and safe. Two men
were seen to hurry away from the
building, but they escaped, leaving no
clew behind.

The
damage will reach $2,000.

LEPROSY IN GERMANY.

The Disease Reported as Spreading Rapid,
lr la the Baltic Provinces.

Berlin, March 18. Eeports come
frora the Baltic provinces of the rapid
spread of leprosy, especially oa the
sea coast There are no leprosy hos-
pitals maintained by the government,
and all afflicted by the contagion are
usually placed in isolated rooms in
private houses. The Prussian diet in-

cluded the question in its deliberations
yesterday, and agreed to pay for the
support of each afflicted person in a
special asylum, to be immediately im-

provised for this purpose.

FIREBUGS 1! NIL
Incendiary Flames Started In Several Parts

of the City.

LODGE BURNED IN EFFIGY.

itasslaiis Show Their Dielike to the Sena,
tor's Action on the Immigration

Question Five Men MaDgled
by an Explosion.

Peoria, III., March 18. Between
midnight and two o'clock this morning
five alarms of fire were turned in. The
first fire was in the Hutchinson cooper-
age works, the largest plant of the
kind in the city. It started near the
engine room and had secured consider-
able headway when discovered. The
rear portion of the building was badly
damaged. The watchman says he
was all through that portion of
the building only a short time
before the fire and everything
was then safe and secure. No estimate
of loss could be given, but it is covered
by insurance. The engines had scarce-
ly returned to their quarters when two
alarms called them to the Manhattan
distillery, where an immense hay
stack was in flames and threat-
ened destruction to the dis-
tillery. The hay is all baled. The
firemen had just got th8 better
of this fire when, a few blocks away
from them, the cooperage works of
Madigan, Walsh & Co. caught fire and
two more alarms came in rapid suc-
cession. The fire had a big start before
discovery, and the orces had to be
divided. The cooperage works were
practically destroyed. Nothing is
known as to the origin here, but it is pre-
sumed to have been incendiary with tha
rest. No estimates of the losses have
been made yet The police protection
in the vicinity of the fire has been in-

creased and extra precautions have
been taken to guard against further
fires. At 2:45 a. m. the flames from the
Madiiran, Walsh & Co. plant communi-
cated to tha Peoria white lead works
to the north. This was a large three-stor- y

building and the fire was ia the
roof. The loss there was 530,000.

The cUIi
service commissioners, upon invitation
