The most
e minent charascter of the Kausas
¢ struggle was Jobn Brown. Born of
~ pld Revolutionary stock in Conneoti-
' eat, Brown became a zealous abolition
_fst, and from early manhood cherishead
the Jesign which led him to his death.
In 1854 four of his sons emigrated to
Kansas, and writing back to their futh-
er of the strife then going on there be-.
tween the proslavery element dnd the
free stats element, John Brown decid.
@d that the time bad come for him to
@arry nut 8 parpose that he had long
cherished, to insugurate a war agrinst

Kansas, taking with him arms and am-
munition, and throwing himself with
most ardent zeal into the struggle then
going on there. Thongh he nndoabl-
adly lent valuable aid to the free state
sattlers there in their struggles with
the border ruffians, he was himself as
lawless as any of the proslavery bands,
and being constantly at war with tha
giforts to settls the existing difllonlties
there by peaceful means, he formed
one of the greatest diffioulties with
which the legal government had to
desl. For example, Prof. Spring says
in bis book, “Kansas, the Prelude to
the War for the Union,” that May 24,
1856, John Brown, with a small eompany
of others, in the night, dragged five
proslavery men from their bomes and
murderea them in cold blood, “to
make an example of them." This was
the affair at Duateh Henry's Crossing,
which has been denied by so many of
John Brown's admirers, but which is
now generally admitted to be an incon-
testable matter of history. The affair
aroused aterrible excitement, and in
retaliation the proslavery men attacked
Osawatomie on Aagnst 30, duaring
which Brown’sson, Frederick, was kill-
ed, and the free state men were f{orced
to retreat, which rasalted in the burn-
ing of the village by the victors. This
fight gave to Brown the nick-ngme of
Osawatomie, which he ever afterwards
earried. In December, 1556,
the “Shannon war,” he first made his
appearance among the free state men
at Lawrence, Kan. He bronght
wagon load of cavalry sabers. and was
accompanied by thirteen men, seven of
whom were his own sons, Gov. Robin.
son on one side and Gov. Bhanuoa on
the other had met to make a treaty of
peace. Brown took the stand uninvit-
ed aud opposed the terms of the treaty,
urging that the proslavery men be
driven from the territory or hanged,
He was arrested for his language, but
later released. The burning of Law
rence excited him anew to sotion,
organized asmall company, armed with
rifles, bowie knives and revolvers and

ern Kansas until the pame of “0ld
Browp” became a terror to border ruf
filans and slavery advocates, In 1857
bhe drove Hamilton’s border ruffians
back to Missonri, seized a village,
two men and liberated several slaves.
The course was repudisted by Gov.
Robinson aud leaders of the free state
party. This cansed Brown to publish
his famous letter called “The Two Par
allels,” in which he assumed the respon
sibility of his acts and relieved the frea
state men from any share therein. Soon
after this Brown went east with the
avowed purpose of raisingan army to
free Kansas,
was nosuceessful, though he spent more
than a year in the effort. It was dur-
ing this time that he conceived bhis
plot to attack slavery in ane of the
slave states, which resalted in the FHar-
per’s Ferry raid. It is not known how
Jmany men were killed and wonnded
dariog the first years of Kansas,
