FARMERS UNPROTECTED.

it I perhaps not generally known
that there was imported into the Unil-
od States during the fiscal yesr 1306,
70,879,179 pounds of cotton to the
value of $10373.433, which makes the
price 15 3-10 econts a pound in the
country from which Imported. It is
estimated that there will be imported
from Egvpt alone Lhls year about 115~
000 bales which wiil cost
$10,000,000, as the Egyptian cotion
being long staple of the sea-island va-
rlety, it sells for a much betler price
than our uplend cotton This im-
port=d cotton only compefss with our
sen~island product and as there is not
sufficient of that gquality raised here
to supply the demand, it {s probable
that the price of the home product Is
not reduced by those Imports

As there is no tariff on cotton the
southern planter s not protected from
competition, but as he = now racelv-
ing & fair price for his product with a
rising market, he iz making maoney.

The republican lheory of protacting
the wheat farmer with a tariff tax of
25 cents a bushel s shown, by the
low price of wheat during the past
year, (o he useless, because no product
ean be protectad from competition, by
placing a tariff tax on It, of which
there I8 ® surplus that must be sold
abroad. Our surplus of both cotlon
and wheat must be sold In the mar-
kets of the world in competition with
the surplus of other countriés and the
demand in those markets regulates the
price of the whole crop wherever
grovwn and wherever sold.

The tariff tax on wheatl was not
inciuded in the Dingley law to pro-
tect the wheat farmer, butl as decep-
tive snare to jure him f{o continue to
vote the republican tickel and the re-
publican leaders who entoted = tarill
on wheat knew they were trring Lo
decelve the wheat farmer when they
pul It into the lIaw.

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POLITICAL TRUST.

Says That the Peopie Should “Elect
Their Laws” and Every Oficiad
By Direct Ve

Topeks, May 185.—For over two
bours last night ex-Senator J. R. Bur-
ton held the closa attention of a good-
sized audience at the Grand with all
the power of his old-tims crslory.
Many who ilsténed to him &id not
agree with him, but they gave him
their attention. Al of Burton's stead-
fast friends were there and some who |
have ever been his enemics

When Burton announced upon his
return to Kansas from the Iron coun-
ty jail that he would lecturs upon
“The Political Community of Inter-
e=ts"" there was expresssd a curiosity
to know Just what the term
Burton made It pisin last night In
his language the political community
of Interesis consists of 8 combinalion
of four men In the national house of
représenlatives and the president
which eombination conireois the poll-
tics of the country, every department
of thes government and the commeres
of theé aation.

Burton denounced In the bitterest
of terms the present sy=tem of gov-
ernment and look each official from
postmaster wp in turn, but when I
appeared that the next offivial to de
denocunced would be the president, he
would present the palms of his hands
and in mosi sarcastic tones say:

“I must not laks the other step, I
must not. The king can do no wrong.'

Burton began with the formation o
the first govermment and followed
that line down to the formation of
the government of the United States
He showed wheraein every govrament
up to the time the federal government
was formed finully became a despot-
(15N

“And.,” he sald, “have we yet learn-
ed how to make n government that
Is not o despotism? So far, it s an
experim#nt. The domioant idea with
Washington and thase otheér good men
who formulated this government was
net “how much power can we give
this crealure™ but how little. They
sild ‘we must so aryange It thal no
one man nor body of men shall have
toa much power." Thelr ldea was to
creats depariments for the different
branches of government and arrange
them s0 that no department
Abu-uid be able to cobrce another.

“Our forefathers even went so far
as to divide the legislative department
Into two brancheés—ihes house and the
=onate Their |_E>:L ‘wax to make it
hard to pass lawa. Bul we have learn-
ed the irick and L |= notl diMicult at
all, Our forefathers knéw what hap-
penéd in the dme of Juslinian, He
found thousands of jaws that no law-
yer could understand, i+ burned
them all In disgust and started ail
over again. Unless we nre careful we
will be forced to have a bonfire of our
ewn one of thesse days. Every two
yoars we make a book of lawa hers
is this state They are making them
in every olher statls And down In
Washington they arée making them s
CTY Your It is an #asy maiter to make
laws—that i{s, for the political com-
munity of Inleresta to make lawse"

In attemuting to show how far ths

nt has wandered from 1he
foundesrs Lhe &x-senalor
the latter had planaced
1 iegisiative and excutive
bl"l chr--u separate.
5 ‘But this has been bridged over,"
ho =id. “Is |t nol a faclT The post-
masier belongs to the executive
branch. The congressman belongs to
the Jegisiative branch. Soppose the
postrmaster of Topeka shouid die to-
night What would you do? Why
eariy tomorrow morning a delegation
would take the train for Leavenworth
and there would ask a4 man—a con-
Eressman—who he wus going to ap-
point postmaster. Do you think that
a congressman should name the post-
masters of a stale? No. Just as far
from that ns possible. Then the gques-
ton arises: How does the cohgress
man get these postoffices? Let me tell
yoiu. There ls but one way that he
can gel them. He buys them, and
can gel them in no other way.

“No, he doesn't buy them with mon-
ey.

“Hecaugss of this gystem not 10 per
cent of Lhe people In the country have
fuil confidence in the federal bench,
from the sapremse court down."

Another bridge betwean the Jdiffer-
ent branches of guvernment pointed
out by Mr. Burton is the velo power
given the chief exscutive and the cus-
tom of transmitting messages to the
legislative branches He stated that
the wvete power wias inlended ag &
means (o kill legisiation that had baen
passed by mistake.

Returning to the “Community of in-
teresta™ Mr., Burlon sald:

“Four men in the national house
dominate it as completely as T dom-
inate my s=iable bhoy. The ar,
the Jeader of the opposition and two
menat the head of the commiti=e on
rules form a combination that is su-
preme. This combination was per-
fected by that masterful man, ar
Reed. Bul it had been in (tz forma-
tion for half a century. And this sort
of candition does not apply to the
houss alone. There is the same sorl
of a ring in the senate The chairman
of the appropriations commiittee and
the finance committee with Sve oth-
ers control everything. Of couarss
othar senators can speak. Any sena-
tor has permission Lo i=lk any Ume
on any subject and as long as he wants
to, but they do the legisiating. Add
to these eleven men the president of
the United States who holds the scep-
ter over all and you have the political
community of Interesin

*These (welve men coan dominate
the legisiation of the country; Uhey
ean dominate the judiclary of the
country; they can take any of you and
send you to jail or take your property
Awxy from you. Theay have the pow-
ér to do that whelhsr you have com-
mitied any crime or nol  And if you
give them too much troobie they may
have the will

Law Provides for It

Under a law passed by the iast leg-
jslature the board has authority to
make an order upon proceedings
brought by the attorney for the board.
If Mr. Ashbaugh brings the sault It
will be under the following sectlon of
the raliroad law:

“Power and authority s hereby
vested In the board of rallioad com-
missioners, and It s hereby made s
duty, to supervise all railroad freight
and passenger schedules, rates, tar-
s and classifications within the
state of Kansas and all rules and re-
gulations governing car service, the
transfér and swilching of cars from
one mailroad to another at junetion
points, nll charges to be made there-
for, as well as the rules and regula-
tiovas adopted by any rallroad for the
operalion of its rond in the running
of Its trains In this stals, and mme-
diately to notify tha attorney for the
board of raliroad commissionérs,
whenever {t has knowledge or good
rézson 1o bélieve that any of the laws
of the state of Kansas relating there-
to are belng violated. t shall be the
duty of sald board from time to time
to alter, change or amend any such
rui®@ or regulation established by any
raflroad company or companies or
other common carrier, upon com-
plaint-as hereinafter provided. so that
such gcheduie, classification, rate, rule
or regulation shall he reasonable and
jus=t, and such amended, =ltered or
new schedule, classification, rate, rule
ar regulation shall be pat into effect
by such ralircad company or compa-
nie= within not more than thirty days
after receiving writtem nolice of the
order of the boarmd: provided, that be-
fore such order I made by the board
notice and a hearing shall be given,
ase required in section 9 of this agt™
