A TRIP THROUGH THE SIMPLON

PASS IN JUNE.

Wo found tlio icrruins of a great snow
drift near tha bumnut of the Simplon pass;
The crest of the beep rose above the top of
oar carriage. Tliis wts a surprise, but not
disagreeable. On the Italian, or south side
of the Alps the wither had been quite warm
and even enervating. Although the sky was
overcast and rain fell ct intervals I became
unpleasantly heated whenever I walked to
case the horses and pick flowers. But th
moment w e began to descend from tho ex-

treme height, ofVHt" G,."i00 feet a cold wind
struck us i:. front end flenk. Hugs and
shawls v, hick had been carefully strapped up
were unbound and put to use. The road was
as good a-- hen Napoleon made it, and the
hordes were fresh from a. night's rest at the
half-wa- y inn of lyllr.

tains, ranging from 9,000 to 11,090 feet nbow
tho sea, were eublime end beautiful. One
never tires of EiLi,', at them, and using some
more familiar mountain at homo as a tort of
measuring wcs.1.- - ia order to form & Letter idea
of their height.

But when no grand mountains aro in sight

then one's spirit is refreshed by tho waterfalls.
I never lcforo conceived tho widely different
forms w Inch falling water could assnmc. Wo
passed hundreds of cascr.deo between Domo
d'Ossolo and Brieg, and no two wore alike.
They resembled each other as little in shapo
as in faizo. Some were mill streams.
They came rushing down tho mountains in
great volume to turn tho w heels. But they
found no corn to grind or logs to saw. They
wero only conducted ofT through culverts be-

neath tho roadbed, whero thej could do
neither harm nor good. What might lo
called lace patterns were innumerable. They
wcro lint watci falls, thin and very w ide, slip-
ping gently over smooth rocks of easy slopes.
Wavy bands of lines made tho breadth of
these falls look in tho jlistanco exactly liko
enow-whit- o lncc. Bridal veils of tho most ex-

quisite terturo were common. Some kept
thoir symmetry in leaps of at least 500 feet.
There were falls which reminded ono of the
dropping of bi jlliants from fireworks high in
tho air. Each Hashing wavelet seemed to pre-
serve its unity as it fell over the precipice,
and to come down slowly till bioken up by
some jutting rock below.

A fall that always pleased us was ono that
broko into a powerful vapor an J sparkled in
tho sunshino liko a cascado of diamonds.
This is tho sort of fall that Swiss innkeepers
aro said to manufacture in tho dry season.
It only needs a small bey with a few pails of
water. Ho is out of sight on tho heightigar.d
turns on tho fall when ho sees a carriago
coming through tho pass. Thero were too
man falls of this land to make us question
their genuineness. Another stylo that never
tired came down in numerous short leaps.
Tho effect was that of stars made of silver.
Sometimes they wero bolid aa ona might
eay and mado so little spray tha5 they
seemed to bo shining steps leading from tho
gloomy depths of tho ravine to the white and
eereno land above.
