sugar or syiup, like griddle cakes. Pieces of
bread which arc not too hard can be made
into a resemblance of turkey dressing.

seasoning; then pour cnoacrh boiling water on
lo moisten it, cover tightly, and in a moment
it will Etcam through and j'ou can stir it, and
either brown a httlc or have it moist, liko
dressing. It should be eaten with gravy over
it, and h a good ?abstitute for Totatoes.

Tho little dr3, hard pieces and crusts which
always accumulate can be put on a pio tin in
an oven that is just hot enough to dry and
make them a light brown; then roll them fine
and put r.T.aytouso in making croquettes,
frying fish, rtc. Even thSso slightly browned
crumbs maka excellent griddlo cakes with
th addition of ono egg and a handful of
flour and milk lo a batter. Stale bread may
lie utilized in making a custard pudding, also.
Tho fact is that where econonry is tho rulo
breed will not bo thrown away. Chicago
News.
