SCHOOL- - BOAKD.

The school board met last evening in the
city hall with Col. H. L. Taylor in tho chair
and members Lewis, "Wingart, Brown, Camp-

bell, Ca'dwell, Shanon and Allen present.
Superintendent Chidister in his report stated
that there were in the public school 2,400

students in daily attendance.
The Fifth ward attendance has greatly in-

creased since school commenced in the new

building. The number now enrolled is 203.

A room to accommodate the increase of

students in the Third ward has been seemed
on Oak street. There has been some trouble
during the last few days to properly heat
the Lincoln School building. The professor
stated that his time so far has been greatly
occupied in dividing the students for the
different buildings agd rooms. He was de-

sirous to spend more time among the teach-

ers and iu strictly professional work and
would do so tis soon as ho could. He said
that his office work had become very ardu-

ous and ho wished to securo somo one to do

clerical work.
Mr. Campbell as chairman of the commit-

tee on teachers and salaries stated that Miss

Vance had been appointed to fill the vacan-

cy made by the dismissal of Miss Moore.

The resignation of Miss Keely and Prof.
Pence was accepted. The former has ac-

cepted a more remunerative position in tho

city. The resignation of tho latter will take
effect tho first of next month when he will

turn to the duties of county superintendent.
He 1 econnnended that tho salaries of Misses

Leach, Dougherts be increased to 55 per
mouth and that of Miss Brook to 50 per
mouth. Mr. J. T. Sutton had been em-

ployed to take charge of tho pupils sent to
the room on Oak street. Tho report was ac-

cepted.
Col. Lewis moved that the examining

committee consist of Revs. Hendryx, Har-

per and Hewitt. Carried. If any one of

the coinmitteo should be unable to servo tho

vacancy should be filled by the committee
on teachers and salaries.

Mr. Campbell moved that a committee on

ways and means and board treasurer securo

immediately all school money from (. ounty
treasurer and place it on interest. Ho

thought there was near 15,000 of school

money in the hands of tho county treasurer.
His motion prevailed and Col. Lewis asked

tho chair to furnish a certified copy of the
motion.

A bill was read asking the board to pay
Miss Mooro her regular salary for this
mouth $45. Upon motion of Campbell it
was refei red to the committee on teachers
and Milnries. That committee consists of

Campbell and Culdwoll.
Miss S. Medley, who has beon teaching in

the primary grade in the Fourth ward, was

promoted. Her former position will bo oc-

cupied by Miss Mason.
